Baltimore city councilwoman, developer indicted

jury indicted a Baltimore councilwoman and a prominent developer Wednesday, the first public corruption charges
in a three-year probe of city finances that has targeted the mayor. Prosecutors said Councilwoman Helen L. Holton,
48, took a bribe from developer Ronald H. Lipscomb in exchange for her approval of city tax breaks for a hotel and
office building project he was working on. [MD]

GANG INJUNCTION PENDING IN GLENDALE

Though the hot ticket item on Wednesday night's meeting was about the placement of
cellular phone towers, one resident, Nancy Kent brou%ht up an issue that she said would affect home
values more than gigantic antenna. On November 18" of last year, a gang injunction composed by
L.A. city attorney Rocky Delgadillo and Glendale City Atty. Scott Howard was issued to several
unnamed members of the Toonerville (TVR) gang, which claims part of southeast Glendale as its
turf. Stopping further discussion of Ms. Kent’s real estate driven questions was confusion over what
even defines a gang injunction— according to the LA Police Department, it's a restraining order
against a group, in this case, specific gang members by the city. It limits what they can do in terms of socializing,
like congregating in a public space, (Chevy Chase park) or on private property, (the Americana) and being out after
curfew — but extends to already illegal crimes like selling drugs and carrying weapons.

Gang injunctions have been around since the later 1980’s but have faced many revisions because of their
sometimes intrinsic challenges to civil liberties, like taking away the use of a cell phone, or the problem of arrests
for mistaken identity and unjust targeting.

Council member Najarian seemed taken aback at the speaker’s concern. He saw it as a useful move that
would protect South Glendale’s neighborhoods, and city attorney Mike Garcia added, “It’'s geared toward quality of
life issues.” All good intentions accounted for, it still seems that the council is simplifying a complex issue.

Firstly, there has yet to be a definitive study that links the injunctions to decreased gang violence and
crime, (there are several reports that show the opposite, or no effect at all, though currently LAPD does site a 33%
drop in gang activity since 2001). Secondly, by telling members they cannot meet in a specified location, they
simply move to another one. Even if Glendale shoos out gang members, they aren’t successfully modifying their
behavior. Under this “Suppression” method, the only change is in the rules of the game, and for a city looking to
stand out, it's not enough.

There are several studies that show alternatives or additional methods to the injunction that have higher
success rates. In one particular study, Stockton implemented Boston’s “Ceasefire” strategy, which had lowered
youth homicide dramatically. By implementing a system that analyzed the problem specific to the city, then took
measures to “directly and repeatedly communicate the message about violence and it's consequences to both
gang members and those ‘at risk™ and then furthermore keep the pressure on through law enforcement while
providing members and at-risk youth with supportive programs (job assistance, drug treatment classes, after school
programs), Stockton has been successful at practically eradicating youth violence (associated with gangs) in
schools and in their city. They did all this without new funding.
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If the injunction goes through, there will be much to talk about by the city and its public on how they can
further aid the injunction, to not only stop gang related crimes in their neighborhoods, but to hopefully revive the
people (and children) jails and graveyards will surely forget.

Ara Najarian called people who spoke out on the fiscal realities,
“VULTURES”. Frank Quintero quoted the financial reserves giving an old
number and not saying that the majority of the reserves were restricted.
Other people that spoke to the specifics were treated as pessimists. People
like Herbert Molano, Bruce Philpott and me even though we brought up
examples and public documents that supported the fact that the City Council
approved $332,000,000 of bonded debt; spent $200,000,000 more than it took
in; and negotiated huge employee union contracts wihout listening to those who studied
the financial documents. At least Bob Yousefian asked that consideration be given to
renegotiating union contracts. One voice silenced by his colleagues. In the past Council ,
members could count on the generous payments to their campaign coffers. The newly e FE SR
enacted Campaign Finance Reform will change the way that the employee unions will contribute amounts in
excess of the $1,000 limit through the use of Independent Expenditure Committees. Rick Caruso provided a
fine lawful example of the use of an IEC that funnelled $64,000 into the 2005 election.

Ask yourself this question: If you were paid $150,000 each year would you contribute $1,000 to someone
that would guarantee you a 4%, or $12,000 payraise for two years? 180 firefighters can generate $180,000
toward their favorite Council members.

The Council chose to listen to their staff rather than the people who pay the bills. And its not just
Glendale: They refused to listen and hear us as we spoke about the impending financial disaster. The costly
war in Iraq; the number of bankruptcies; the cost of fossil fuel; the outrageously high prices for houses that
were inflated way beyond their value. Somehow or other the Glendale City Council and other similar legislative
bodies were lulled to complacency by their self-serving staff.

Council will hear from the staff on January 27" with recommendations as to where to trim the budget. As
I recall the Council directs the staff, not the other way around. Council should tell the staff where the cuts have
to be made. Even though this is an election year Council will need to make some decisions regardless if those
decision will affect their pandering to the special interest groups. Is the City prepared to accept State I.O.U.s?
Will the City just draw down against the $96M in unrestricted reserves? Will it direct the GWP to hold off on
the reduction in the fuel adjustment rate on your utility bill? Or should the City direct Management to lay off
several layers of insulating mid-management?
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The numbers are in, -showing the Fed has a deficit of $1.2Trillion. That could mean that Glendale won’t
be getting its regular handouts. The State may pay the GFD for brush fire assistance in scrip. Our City is not
prepared to handle this financial and economic issue.

| wonder sometimes how such a dance was played last year during the tree-trimming incident
that became the ridicule of radio talk show hosts. That was not a Christmas tree trimming. It was the
Oak-tree-filled yard of a Glendale resident who followed the demands of the fire department to reduce
the potential incident of fire by trimming a few low-hanging branches of overgrown Oak trees. After
compliance the hapless resident receives a fine in the hundreds of thousands of dollars. The story is so
brutal, it's worth revisiting. It clarifies so much of what's wrong with city government and with some
councilmen in particular.

Omigosh! Someone made a mortal sin! A boss was ridiculed! They had egg on their faces and
no one seemed to know what to do.

Out the door went common sense. Out the door went basic empathy. An obvious fault with the tree-trimming
ordinance was exposed in the most unexpected way. A simple "ooops!" or a more emphatic "Whoa there!" could have
saved the poor resident much aggravation and sleepless nights.

The incident highlighted how Glendale's system of notification of new ordinances fails and how an officious city
enforcer checks out his common sense when punching in for work. Still, they compunded that mistake with a rattled
reaction to defend an ordinance that had inadvertent and absurd results.

At the end of the day, the management ethos is driven from the top. Unfortunately for the staff and for the
residents who violated the letter of the law, we had mayor Ara Najarian at one of his best demonstrations of ineptitude. He
sat for weeks defending both the ordinance and the staff instead of just admitting that the ordinance needed correction
and that the city should apologize for all the unnecessary aggravation given to a city resident and property owner.

Leadership is a quality rarely demonstrated from the council dais. But taking responsibility and demonstrating
some basic humility or common sense is rarer still.

My guess is that you can't have much humility when you drive a Rolls Royce to work. There is an element of
arrogance with vain Prince Ara who now sits above the commoners. Has his demeanor trickled down to other managers?
Just watch the caravan of Mercedes Benz and BMW:s exiting the city's garage at 4:45 PM every day. The house of Lords -
the city's managers - will be on their way home after an arduous day of covering their behind.

Reader’s Question: | rent a home on Glendale’s south side, *** (edited) Western Ave Glendale. | have
rented this house for the past 2 years and have always paid my rent on time. Just after the New Year, |
received a postcard in the mail that stated could save my home from foreclosure. WHAT???? Every
day since then, | have been receiving more and more letters in the mail addressed to my landlord. |
haven’t opened them since it is not addressed to me. One of the envelopes bares a red stamp that says
"Foreclose Prevention Tips Enclosed". | figure it's more of the same. Can you help me and let me know if
this home is truly facing foreclosure? If so, can | stop paying rent?

Christian’s Response: Reader - | did run that address and without getting into too many details | can tell you that
the property owner has not made the past several month’s mortgage payments and the bank has started the foreclosure
process. That does not mean that the home will be foreclosed on nor does it mean that you can stop paying rent. The
homeowner does have the right to redeem the property and bring it current by making up the back payments or possibly
completing a loan work out / modification. Not to get into landlord and tenant law (as | am not an attorney) | can tell you
that as a tenant you must continue to make rent payments on the home you lease regardless of a pending foreclosure
action. | assume you signed a contract / lease with your landlord. That contract contains terms and conditions that must
be met until terminated. Rather than stop paying rent, | suggest that you communicate with your landlord. Pick up the
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phone and ask him or her directly. Most times confronting the situation head on rather than questioning what will happen
next is the better approach. Hopefully, he or she will be honest with you and together you can both come a conclusion and
solution that satisfies you both.

Reader’s Question: | understand President Elect Obama will unveil a plan that should stimulate the housing crisis that
we are in. Have you heard anything about this and how do you think it will affect all of us homeowners that are trying our
best to hang on to our homes?

Christian’s Response: Reader - Obama’s plan may be a good start but don’t hold your breath. It frankly isn’t fair
to place 100 percent of the burden on one man. One man didn’t create this mess so, don’t expect one man to clean it up.
In my opinion, Obama is definitely taking some strong and bold steps in an effort to boost the economic slump. Many
believe that the plan will surface sometime in February and if all goes well, it should hopefully come to life shortly
thereafter.

I wonder how many people realize that these pensions must be honored no matter what the economic problems
are with these investments or the financial problems of the taxpayer -- kinda makes me want to be a government
employee. Social Security is basically the same, but state and federal pensions are on a scale that is not even
comparable.

With the coming of the new President and his wanting to add thousands more to government employment with
jobs that are supposed to be temporary, (yeah, right) federal government pensions are going to be bursting at the seams.
We pay these investment losses, too. Perhaps, | am not informed correctly -- would somebody please enlighten me? WM

On the entire issue of pensions, the answers are complicated. Certainly, the taxpayers do
not want to pay for someone else's misfortune. And why should they? My observation is that California
taxpayers don't want to pay for anything. Californians love to say that they are overtaxed. Having lived
on the East Coast, where K-12 education is 50 times better than Californians have even dreamed about
for the past 30 years, | can assure you that they are not overtaxed. In fact, | observe that the richest state
in the nation is filled with cheapskates. Witness the K-12 education system and the infrastructure, both of
which are embarrassing past the point of pain to the point of danger. But that's a different discussion. Maybe everyone's
pension should be guaranteed -- defined benefits. The private sector pensions are hurting because deregulation for the
past 35 years left them vulnerable to raids -- "... sure it only makes sense to use a company's own pension money to buy
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that company's assets, sell them off, pocket the cash, then close the business and put hundreds of people out of work
while the crooks go legally free! What a country!"

What should happen is not that everyone should suffer the fate of the victims but that the problem should get fixed
with reregulation, with pensions becoming funded and sacred in the private as well as the public sector, with attempted
pension rape and pillage putting the perpetrators and other market raiders into prison (for a long time -- say 30 years or
more), and with the high-flyers getting removed from pension boards. No more off-shore accounts. No advantages to
companies that move jobs out of the U.S. No corporate welfare for the rich and rugged individualism for everyone else.
No bailing out insurance companies that can't pay their claims but can pay their executives $20 million bonuses. No no-
value-added companies like Enron. Pension funds invest in American companies that stay in America and earn modest
returns, and avoid any companies that claim 20 percent and more. And just maybe California firefighters will have to go
on eight hour per day shifts, five days per week, with no scheduled or routine overtime. Forty hours of straight-time pay
for forty hours of straight-time work. If they do that, then they and everyone else should get a defined benefit pension at
age 65 -- no "retirement" at 50 with full pay and a consulting salary with the same agency, to boot. In fact, no double-
dipping of any kind, anywhere, at any time, for any reason. Anyone can call this approach anything he or she wants. |
call it sanity and stability. We've seen "trickle-down" (supply-side) and we've seen free-wheeling. Neither works, largely
because there always are players looking for an unfair advantage. "Free-markets" would, in theory, be terrific. In reality,
they're never free -- not because of overregulation, but because of manipulation permitted through under regulation. Thus
endeth today's lesson. JS

Answer from Glenn Steiger GWP General Manager: “As you have noted, the numbers as shown in

® the CAFR relating to GWP’s 2008 “electricity generated/purchased” and “electricity sold” are not equal.
There are two reasons for this. One is known as “system losses”. Under normal operating conditions,

all electrical systems exhibit resistance and heat-related losses in their distribution wiring and transformers. Generally,

this is approximately 5-8% of all energy transmitted through the system.

q We get and answer questions: According to the CAFR - GWP generated and purchased 1,600,000
1
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The second and more notable reason is that periodically GWP sells energy outside of its own system to other
utilities, the California ISO and energy marketers. These “off-system” sales are quite beneficial and generate additional
revenue for GWP. In 2008, these sales added an over $11 million to GWP revenue.

Unfortunately, the CAFR did not reflect the “system losses” and “off-system sales”. This will be rectified in future
reports. When added together, normal “system losses” and “off-system sales” combined to make up the “missing 25%”.

Your request is overly broad and unduly
burdensome, because it requires city staff to examine all contracts, determine which are in the nature of consulting
contacts, review each contract to determine whether there are any proprietary trade secrets in the contract, and redact
such information prior to production. We asked that you provide a more focused request.

Vanguard: | would suggest you check w-9s and 1099s - Let’s start with the GWP; the Public Works.

Letter: My comment is a reaction to the City's response to your request for information. The city's response to your
request for information regarding Consultants & Contract Workers does not make sense to me. This is based on my years
of experience in private industry dealing with such information. This experience dealt with the engineering, design &
construction of refining, petrochemical and industrial projects worldwide. We had systems that coded & accounted for all
activity that would have allowed us to provide you with the information you requested with very little if any additional effort
in a matter of hours not days. The city's concern with Proprietary Trade Secrets is also not an issue. Information
identifying the consultant, services being provided, type of contract, hour and cost information is not a Trade Secret issue.
Trade Secrets deal with technical and procedural issues that a consultant utilizes in executing their contractual
requirements. The only conclusion | can come to with the city's response is that the city is either incompetent or is
deliberately trying to hide something. NRP
