The Brown Act, for those in the know, is also becoming a victim of this type of cynicism in Glendale government.
The act, promoted and passed by the California legislature is the open meetings and public participation law. The
objective of the act is to ensure that decisions by a legislative body cannot be done in secret or without the participation of
the public. The passing of the Brown Act is testament that governing bodies have tended to exclude the public or to act
without public scrutiny.

In Glendale the spirit of that Act is faltering, and the spirit of public participation engendered by the Act is under
constant attack. Meetings require the posting of a 72-hour notification. That is the minimum that has become the rule even
when meetings are scheduled three months in advance. Meetings are often canceled as staff dictates whether there is
anything of importance to discuss. Just recently the Audit quarterly meeting scheduled for January 26 was canceled. Not
only are members of the public hardly notified adequately, but the committee members, selected from the public, are often
absent.

During public legislative session where our city council members preside, a public speaker is allowed to speak on
agenda items or on other topics during oral communications. But our esteemed elected officials often wait until the
speaker has sat down to then proceed with some absurd interpretation or misdirection of what the speaker has just said.

Last Tuesday, | presented a solution | advocated several times before i that city employees who earn over
$100,000 should buy their cars in Glendale and shop in Glendale to support the businesses from whose taxes these
employees are partially paid.

By 2013 - 15% of all homes will be in foreclosure

That's right! You read it correctly. It has been forecast that 8.1 million mortgages will be in foreclosure over
the next four years. This represents over 15% ALL mortgages in the United States. This is a staggering
number. Despite some initial signs that foreclosures were near a plateau, the combination of a continued
decline in home prices and a severe downturn in the economy has almost ensured a continued surge of
foreclosures. As | noted at the Glendale City Council meeting this past Tuesday evening, Glendale is not
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immune. During the past 30 days, we have see nothing but an up hill swing in mortgage default filings and pending
foreclosure actions. As a foreclosure prevention company that assists homeowners, we were enthusiastic during this
past Holiday season as we began to see a slight decrease in Glendale foreclosures. Unfortunately, that trend sharply
ended.

Many ask themselves, Why should | continue paying a $6,000 per month mortgage payment when | could rent a home in
Glendale for $25007 Often times we find that Glendale homeowners have money, they just wonder why they should
continue to spend it on a piece of upside down real estate that shows no sign of recovery. They see no light at the end of
the tunnel. Together and with the assistance of narrow minded, bottom feeding, vermin (a.k.a. the lending
institutions), many Glendale homeowners have simply lost hope.

There is no doubt that we are in a slump and times will undoubtedly gettougher. There is no doubt
that lenders should be held responsible for the majority of the mess we are experiencing. Lenders bank rolled themselves
and lined their pockets with truck loads of cash when they sold home buyers their loans, then turn around and write off
losses and cry bailouts as they clean your clock and dump those very same customers curbside like yesterday's
trash. They loved you when you signed your loan documents, then they drop you like a bad date after the ink was dry. Try
to rise above the greedy lenders as they do not know better. A recent study showed that most bank "customer service"
reps that answer the 800 phone number you dial have a high school level education. Many can barely add without the
help of a calculator. That "supervisor" you demand to speak with when you get upset is no better. Want the skinny about
Banking Managers and Supervisors? It's not necessarily the level of education that got them to upper management. Truth
is, many of them barely squeezed by high school but became supervisors due to seniority and time spent on the clock. So
all you have is the same ding dong, just one that is aged and was granted promotions.

Try not to live for today but think about the future. Yes, real estate values are down and your home may not
be worth what it was two years ago but, you may shoot yourself in the foot if you walk away now and your home value
doubles in the future. In Glendale, it's very possible. The real estate trends throughout the decades in Glendale speak for
themselves. Yes, there are some down cycles but Glendale is a sure solid bet overall. Stick with it and hold on to your
homes. Your home should not only be classified as an investment that potentially yields a return, rather a dwelling
that gives you peace and tranquility. A space that offers you and your family comfort and stability. Your home is what you
make of it.

Read the City of Arcadia UUT Study Session.

City Attorney Scott Howard assures us that the Utility Users Tax Ballot Measure is a general tax meaning that it is not
earmarked or set aside for public safety, streets or parks. It goes into the General Fund for whatever use the City Council
decides. Remind city officials of that when they tell you a NO vote will cut public safety. Special Tax Versus General Tax
A tax is called a "special" tax if its revenues are used for specific purposes and a "general" tax if its revenues may be used
for any governmental purpose. This distinction is important because it determines whether a tax must be approved by a
majority vote of the electorate (general tax)--or a two-thirds vote (special tax).

Per the Finance Department and the City Attorney the data shows that the change in the UUT (going from 7% to 6.5%) is
not revenue neutral. Projections show that telephone taxes will increase $319,000 while cable will decrease $139,000.
You requested information regarding the revenue and projections from telecommunications UUT. The most current and
accurate information is available for 2007/2008. It is as follows:

City Needs to Press For Restructuring City Employee Contracts During Economic Crisis

Davis has put on hold the new contract for department heads. 'We just decided to put it on hold while we deal with the budget
issues,' said Human Resources Administrator Melissa Chaney. 'There's nothing pending right now.'

That means the seven people heading up the city's departments are operating under the old contract signed in 2005. Under
that contract, the city budgets about $1,478,000 for salaries, health benefits, unemployment, workman's compensation and
other items for the city's top employees.

'‘Right now, we're just trying to figure out where we are with the budget and what ramifications are with the current budget and
the current fiscal situation," Chaney said. More interesting is that several of the bargaining units in Davis have to renegotiate
their contracts this year. The city is facing a $1.5 million shortfall this year and up to $3 or $4 million for next year. FULL
