Preemptive Strike!

Obama’s proposed stimulus package has caused quite the commotion around the country — and
the buzz is just as loud in Glendale as it is in the halls of Congress. The City Staff put together a
$155.8 million dollar wish list of current projects (all at different states of progress) that will be
submitted to the California legislature (and eventually Washington) to be held in contention for the
stimulus package money.

Obama’s “American Recovery and Reinvestment Plan” as it's called, sets goals for green
v infrastructure, like the “smart electricity grid”, which Obama speculates will create millions of jobs. It
also focuses on updating schools, getting rural communities connected to the Internet, and helping complete
transportation and water projects.

The council had mixed reactions to the 40-item list drummed up by the City staff- both council members
Yousefian and Weaver had problems with how the list would be viewed amongst higher-ups in the state and
Federal government. Council member Weaver's concerns specifically regarded the
unfinished nature of some of the projects — many were not “shovel ready.” Weaver brought
up the Pacific Park Pool project — claiming it was “shovel ready” to which the staff corrected
him, saying it wasn’t ready at that very moment, but it COULD get “shovel ready” if needed,
to which Weaver scoffed, given that 8 million dollars would be cut from the budget the
following week. City Manager Jim Starbird tried to cut the confusion, stating he had been
getting projects ready back in October based on a stimulus rumor going around and that if a
project like Pacific Pool was not ready, they simply would not submit it. All this seemed
contradictory at best.

Council member Najarian took the opposite approach to the loose list and said that in “casting as wide a net as
possible” they might have a better chance at getting funding for projects even if they were not preferred. Najarian’s
enthusiasm was laced with unintentional irony. He laughed at the idea of LA creating a 60 million dollar elephant
habitat, yet remained dead serious about important Glendale projects like dog parks, hiking trails, little league
scoreboards and firehouse renovations. | don’t think this was what Obama had in mind.

Council member Yousefian took a lofty stance in regards to what the list would do to Glendale’s credibility. In
submitting something that lacked modesty, Senator Diane Feinstein, “no dummy,” and the rest of Washington
would see Glendale as frivolous. Yousefian attacked many of the projects on the list, not just for their content, but
lack of it. Many failed to have any kind of projected cost, and pointed out that some projects were already receiving
funding from other places, yet still had a place on the list.

When Drayman asked the City’'s Federal Lobbyist, David Turch if these projects would indeed affect their
credibility, he replied that he didn’t think so but only because they wouldn’t be going directly to the federal
government.

Whether or not the staff and parts of council were being flagrant or just fool-hardy about the proposed list, the
biggest problem in all this is for now, everything is somewhat speculative. Amidst the confusion, it was refreshing to
see at least one council member showing restraint early on, even if the coming elections were the catalyst.

If interest rates decline after the bonds are sold, governments often sell new “refunding” bonds to retire the original bonds-
-like refinancing a home mortgage. But suppose governments, when refunding, take “cash out” of the transaction by
issuing more new debt than is needed to pay off the old debt? Does that practice, which is widespread in California,
violate the requirement of voter approval for bonds? In an important legal opinion, the Attorney General yesterday
answered “YES.”

a Looks like the City is continuing to try to hide information. The latest Civil Service action is to forbid

employees from having open disciplinary hearings to expose the failures of management.

People are questioning Najarian’s traffic plan. If he did all this on his own he showed very little faith in staff's ability to
look for outside sources. More likely, he worked with Jano, the head of the traffic section, to come up with a plan to look
good for the election. Since Jano is the GMA president and it is a contract year, it is just a little back room trade. Jano
does most of the negotiations by himself, including meet and confer on the proposed Civil Service changes. There have been no staff
meetings called to discuss Najarian’s proposal, which reinforces the idea that staff was in on it before he went public. They were good
ideas, so staff should be following up if they were new ideas.

Contract negotiations will evolve into employee associations agreeing to defer some compensation so Council incumbents
will look good.

It's great to see that Mr. Molano is standing up to the Civil Service Commission. Not that the Commissioners were listening since in
their minds they keep praising themselves as the protectors of the citizens and the employees, but the truth is that they all are just
promoters of themselves for political gain. The biggest violator is Mr. Gantus, who felt the need to try to defend himself against the
comments of Mr. Molano, cause he likes to hear himself speak. The fact that Mr. Molano spoke up on the night that the Commission
was looking to adopt rules to the Civil Service regulations to make all of the Commissions’ disciplinary hearings and findings a complete
secret, even when the employee wants an open hearing to protect themselves. The proposed rules even include the ability to discipline
any employee that would publicly talk about the Commission’s actions. This is the precise reason that your contributors to the Insider
can't risk releasing their names. Next time Mr. Gantus speaks up, ask him if he has ever included testimony of people that didn't
actually testify at his hearings just so he could show management he has their back. Knowing that he was willing to do that in an open
hearing, imagine what he comes up with in closed hearings.

As is the case weekly, the gap between management and employees is growing greater and greater. The fact that the managers are
blind to it and keep telling each other that nothing is wrong is truly amazing. Really successful companies are those that build a bridge
between all employees, not build a wall. Glendale's wall is so tall that the managers can't even see the employees anymore and it been
there so long that the managers have gotten used to looking at it as opposed to the employees. However, even more amazing than
management blindness, is that fact that the majority of the front line staff still are professional enough to provide excellent customer
service to the public, even though they are completely unrecognized by management. But don't worry, when the public notices these
employees, the politicians and managers will be the first to take credit for it.
