From the Publisher…. Statement to City Council on Open, Public Contract negotiations 
 
The CA Supreme Court decision (Case S134253) provided information regarding the discussion 
about salary increases and contracts. We must demand that salary negotiations are open and 
public not the secretive, behind closed door meetings. 

„In the analogous context of open meeting laws, a distinction has been drawn between 
personnel matters, which may but are not required to be discussed in sessions closed to the public, 

and salaries, which must be discussed in open session.   
The Brown Act serves the same democratic purposes as the California Public Records Act:  “The people of 

this State do not yield their sovereignty to the agencies which serve them.  The people, in delegating authority, do 
not give their public servants the right to decide what is good for the people to know and what is 
not good for them to know.  The people insist on remaining informed so that they may retain 
control over the instruments they have created.”    

The Brown Act permits but doesn‟t demand a closed session for the consideration of 
“the appointment, employment, evaluation of performance, discipline, or dismissal of a public 
employee. Accordingly, the San Diego Union case held that the Brown Act permitted but did not 
require a city council to discuss, in closed session, the performance of various city management 
employees, but that any discussion or decision about salary increases for those employees must take place 
in open session. The court rejected the argument that salary fell within the exception for discussions of 
“employment” or “evaluation of performance” because an employee‟s salary was a term and condition of the 
employee‟s continued employment and closely related to performance.  

 “Salaries and other terms of compensation constitute municipal budgetary matters of substantial public 
interest warranting open discussion and eventual electoral ratification.  Public visibility breeds public awareness 
which in turn fosters public activism, politically and subtly encouraging the governmental entity to permit public 
participation in the discussion process.  It is difficult to imagine a more critical time for public scrutiny of its 
governmental decision-making process than when the latter is determining how it shall spend public funds.”  
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The only portion of  the Act that addresses public employee compensation directly is the section which 
provides that “every employment contract between a local agency and any public official or public employee is a 
public record which is not subject to” the exemptions specified in sections 6254 and 6255.  This statute indicates 
that the Legislature viewed the amount of compensation paid to public employees in the context of employment 
contracts as a matter of public interest so substantial that it could not be outweighed by any claim of privacy or 
other public interests‟. 

It is time to open the doors and flood the bargaining table with light so we, the people, can be informed and 
not give up rights through atrophy. 

CCM Weaver‟s diatribe about Bruce Philpott‟s campaign for City Council is more indicative of Weaver‟s fear of 
change. Weaver was fast and loose and substantiated absolutely nothing. His‟double this and double that‟ is not 
substantiated by either the budget or the CAFR. Weaver is acting as the Mayor‟s attack monkey. In 2008 Vanguard 
published data about the $100K Clubs from other communities similar in size or demographics to Glendale. Bottom 
line is that Glendale gives high wages and benefits including overtime to managers. There is 
little or no accountability. If you are a regular reader you know that the City spent $250,000 on 
Blackberries when the City supports multitudes of other 2-way radios and cell phones. With a 
$750,000,000 budget (I count the General Fund, the CIP and the Enterprise funds (that include 
the GWP)). Award winning City Comprehensive Financial report shows there was only ½ mile 
of street repaving in FY 2008 while there was a $12,000,000 increase in the $100K Club. Jim Starbird made the 
statement on the Larry Zarian Forum that candidates are giving wrong information. It looks like CCM Quintero who 
is a candidate was already called on that and CCM Weaver who is not a candidate is also guilty. 
 
Ty Jamison and Richard Dickinson brought the news of the municipal financial devastation to the Council as they 

live on another planet and missed the meltdown that they helped cause. Not to worry, CCM 
Quintero said the Sun will rise in the East tomorrow and everything is well. I really feel better. Our 
City employees have not felt the pain. Cuts were taken from the hidey-hole (money squirreled away 
in different accounts to be ready to buy the next Rockhaven) and transferred back and forth like 3-
card Monte.

The Number of Foreclosures in Glendale and Nationwide Continue to Rise  
  

Foreclosure filings are up again. Not only locally in our city of Glendale but nationwide. While 
Glendale stayed consistent during the start of the New Year floating within the same number 
of 400+ foreclosure filings, that all changed when March reared it's ugly head. Last week alone, 
we broke the 500 mark with 514 Glendale homes in foreclosure and the numbers this morning 
show us a slight drop down to 504 homes in foreclosure throughout the city of Glendale. 
  Despite government programs and promises to assist homeowners with modifications 

and work outs, the rate of nationwide is skyrocketing as well. One in every 440 households 
nationwide with loans drew a foreclosure filing during the month of February. Foreclosure filings, 
which include notice of default, auction sale or bank repossession, rose 6% percent in February 

after slipping 10 percent in January, and has now leaped 30 percent from this time a year ago. Nearly 291,000 
properties in the U.S. received a foreclosure notice just last month alone. 

With unemployment on the rise and currently hovering at just over 10% unemployment in California, the 
near future does not seem so bright. The four top foreclosure states in the nation remain consistently steady. 
Nevada, Arizona, California and Florida continue to remain the states with the highest foreclosure rates and 
totals for last month again. Nevada had the top foreclosure rate, with one in every 70 homes getting a foreclosure 
notice in February.  

As it seems that tough times are ahead, it should serve as a reminder to lay low, be conservative on your 
spending and protect what is your most prized possession, your home. While many families cut out the extras such 
as eating out and traveling less, the economy seems to drying up to the point that many wonder if we are in a 
recession or a depression. 
 Regardless of what the future holds, we still have the benefits of living in one of the safest and cleanest 
cities Los Angeles county has to offer. Appreciate what we have during these difficult times and remain positive. 
The cycle will eventually break. It is those that budget and plan ahead that will prosper as the everyday aches and 

pains of this market won't be so catastrophic.    CHRISTIAN ARBID

Now, with word of the Chief himself 
may be going sooner than later, I shudder to think what kind of experience will be left at the top of an already 
destabilized organization. 

These are some good people who for some 
reason all seem to feel it's time to move on and it's disappointing to me that it's almost as though the community 
itself is encouraging it.  A concerned wife, mother, and property owner... 
 

This won‟t be popular but I have some suggestions regarding the City payroll. Once employees are paid in 

excess of $100,000 they should be required to buy their own health insurance, life insurance and other benefits. All 
employees should pay into Social Security and Medicare the same way private sector working stiffs like me do. The 
City would then just have to pay a matching percentage for the pension.  If Firemen or Police are injured on the job 
they collect workers compensation. In Glendale the only recent fatality was a lineman for GWP. A police heart 
attack at home and a suicide should not be compensable.  

I appreciate the Insider column. It is great to be able to hear from those that work inside the „fortress‟.

The city council heard from Ty Jamison, an executive with City National Bank, who spoke in great detail 

about the financial troubles for our state and the country, and from Richard Dickerson a retired Chief Financial 
Analyst for the LA  Mayor and Council  His background is in budgeting and charter reform. Briefly he said that there 
was a major disconnect between our city wages and the taxpayers. Property taxes are falling and will affect the 
city‟s tax revenue. LAUSD will be laying off 9000 employees, many of whom are living in the city of Glendale. 
CALPERS is the dark cloud. Reading from the Federal Bureau of Labor Statistics he said: Glendale's top 
employees receive more income from salaries and benefits than do doctors, lawyers, dentist, engineers and 
businessmen. The spirit of Prop 13 was being under-mined by the city taking money from the GWP to transfer to 
the General Fund in order to pay city employees salaries. His final words were that we need to make salary 
adjustments NOW!   

I live off of a monthly social security check. 592 city employees making in excess of 
$100.000 per year with many benefits the public can‟t afford, laugh at us. When I heard 
Councilman Quintero say recently that we will get through all this and that the sun will rise 
again, I realized how arrogant he is. Sometimes people with wealth live in an insulated world.

And after it was over the contractor 
folded. The City took over the contractors duties on several of the sub-contracts to finish the job.   How much over 
budget and cost of lawsuit…do you know,  Barry?  [ED - The answer is over 30 million dollars.] 
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Why did Weaver have a police escort to his car from the dais on Tuesday? [ED Good question. He didn‟t show up 
at Conrad‟s. Maybe he was concerned that his past is catching up.] 
 
I was approached by someone touting a device that will reduce my electric bill 30%. Can that be right? [ED I don‟t 
know the device that you are speaking to but my experience with one (spike eliminator) was 35 years ago. We had 
one installed on an office building and had our CPA firm monitor it. It did cut consumption 30-35% as verified by the  
CPA. The question you did not ask was if 40% of GWP customers cut their electric bills 30%, how much would they 
raise the rates to make up for the shortfall between expectation and realization?  As an example, a local coffee 
shop noted that business was waning and they weren‟t breaking even. What they did was increase a cup of coffee 
from $1.70 to $2.00. People stopped ordering coffee, further reducing the revenue. He raised prices again. His 
business is gone. Rather than looking at cutting expenses he increased fees.] 
 
How much does it cost to employ a firefighter? [ED – Great question. From public documents we get this: The base 
pay of a starting fireman is $72,624, an amount that does not include extra pay for being bilingual, having an EMT 
certificate etc. It also does not include overtime.

There have been no reports of 
employees being hurt on the job. With 6 firefighters going to a medical emergency there should be no issues of 
back strains from lifting especially heavy paychecks as they are often direct deposit. Here are the numbers: 

 52 total cases including 20 with days off and 5 with transfers or restrictions;  

 465 days away from work and 278 days of transfer or restriction;
