City spends $20,000 a year to lobby for the interest of its cash cow…not the public, 
through its membership in the California Municipal Utilities Association whose mission is:  
to represent ―the common interests of a diverse coalition of California‘s publicly owned utilities before 

statewide jurisdictional bodies and provides a forum to develop and discuss statewide policy issues 

affecting its members. CMUA effectively advocates on behalf of its members by providing a better 

understanding of issues relevant to the State‘s publicly owned utilities and disseminating accurate information 

regarding its members. CMUA‘s strength is derived from the diversity of its membership allowing CMUA to be a 

persuasive advocate for the advancement of public policies that mutually benefit its members and the State of 

California.‖ [ED – Emphasis added.] 

 
Almost $20 Million was ‗over collected‘ by GWP in 2003 as ‗fuel adjustment‘ charges. In response to a 
Public Records Act request as to the disposition of that money, the City of Glendale provided a document 
that indicated the money would be placed in a ―Rate Stabilization Fund‖ created in 2003 to take 
advantage of the ‗over-collection‘. That is $20 Million ripped from the pockets of rate-payers. It would 
have only paid back on the average $284 a meter but that money would have been better used by giving 
it back to those that paid it, or at least giving a credit on the users bill. Is the action of the City any different 
than the Governor or the President saying there will be no income tax refunds this year because the State 
and the Fed were going to create a new Financial Stabilization Fund. Any complaints? 
 
Public documents show that during 2009, fifty four employees of the City were separated, most by retirement. 

 
Public documents show the claim that the City was reducing travel was false. Thousands of dollars have 
been spent on meetings in resorts all over the USA; meetings that could have been conducted through 
the use of technology…webinars. This from a city that wants to embrace the largesse that Google wishes 
to bestow on a community that is willing to cut through red tape to green light a project that could bring 
lightning fast Internet connections. Keep your fingers crossed that Google doesn‘t look at the reasons why 
so many businesses moved out of Glendale. Webinars are available to the City from the California 
League of Cities - Free Webinar Available on Worksite Wellness Thursday, April 15 The Healthy 
Eating Active Living (HEAL) Cities Campaign and the League's Employee Relations Department are 
offering a free workshop on "How Worksite Wellness Can Support Physical Activity and Nutrition" on 
Thursday, April 15, from 10:30 a.m. - 12 p.m.[FULL STORY]  
 
As Vanguardians begins the collection of fiscal data from 87 cities in LA County we have noticed a 
pattern that indicates a majority of city employees do not work in the city that writes their pay 
check. This could be a positive aspect in changing the way government employees are paid. 
 
Changes to the Brown Act Effective July 1, 2008 
Effective July 1, 2008, the Ralph M. Brown Act (―Brown Act‖), imposes additional requirements on local 
agencies concerning regular meeting agendas and documents prepared by the agency for regular 
meetings.  (See Government Code Section 54957.5.) 
Effective July 1, Section 54957.5 requires: 

 Any non-confidential documents or writings that the agency distributes, less than 72 hours before 
a regular meeting, to all or a majority 
of the legislative body's members, must be available to members of the public at the same time as 
distribution.    
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 The agency must identify on all agendas the address of the public office or location where the 
writings are available. 
In addition to making the records available at the designated location, the agency may post the 
documents on its website.    
 
The time has come for the City to hold bargaining sessions in public as allowed by the Ralph M Brown Act 
which follows: 54957.6.  (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a legislative body of a local 
agency may [ED- Emphasis added.] hold closed sessions with the local agency's designated 
representatives regarding the salaries, salary schedules, or compensation paid in the form of fringe 
benefits of its represented and unrepresented employees, and, for represented employees, any other 
matter within the statutorily provided scope of representation. 
 
Vanguardians, a local government accountability organization, needs a volunteer construction project 
manager. We sometimes find it necessary to review public documents such as construction plans, bid 
documents, work and change orders and want a chartered professional to prepare our reports.

COMMENTARY:    COUNCILMAN'S COMMENTS GUMMING UP THE ENGINE OF GOVERNMENT 

 

There is an initiative now before Congress that would compel lawmakers to read a 
pending bill before they vote. That seems like such an essential duty that I wonder why we would 
need a mandate to enforce it. But what if after reading the bill, they can‘t understand it? 

A similar predicament faces Glendale residents with councilmen who don‘t do their 
homework; they simply rely on the city manager to explain contracts and ordinances to them. What 
if they still can‘t understand it? The concern I have is that, too often, that is precisely what is 

happening. 
The 2001 decision that led to very high pension increases for fire-fighters and police officers was 

compounded in 2005 by a similar increase to city managers. Do these council members really understand what 
they are voting on? Do they demonstrate any critical thinking? I am afraid that the answer will dismay you. 
About two weeks ago I was left dumfounded by the responses from Councilman David Weaver, twice in the span of 
fifteen minutes. 

I had expressed a concern before the Housing Authority at the high cost of electrical rates and their failure 
to address the impact of those rates on the poorer areas of Glendale. I mentioned that my request for information 
on the number of delinquent electric bills for zip code 91205 for calendar year 2009 was followed by a demand that 
I pay $2000 dollars. 
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In response to my comment, Weaver justified the fee as a reasonable cost of retrieving information. 
Weaver apparently knows little to nothing about the use of report writers that allow the general employee to 
generate custom reports easily. Nor could he imagine that the GWP would need just such a report to assign staff by 
area to disconnect electrical services to residents.  

Weaver demonstrates how readily an elected official is willing to express an opinion on 
an issue of which he knows virtually nothing. Worse still, he speaks with an air of confidence on 
the subject. But he compounds his weakness with an authoritarian retort. 

He finds justification in the high cost of generating the report being charged to me 
because another activist makes numerous requests using the California Public Records Act. 
The absurdity of the comparison is out of his field of awareness. 

Less than fifteen minutes later during the Redevelopment Agency meeting, I presented 
my concern that the Market Place public parking spaces may have been over committed. 
Weaver‘s reply was to tell us an anecdote about his experience with the Orange street parking structure where the 
parking spaces on the top floors were vacant on the day he parked there.  

That Weaver answers my concern about one parking structure with his findings on another six blocks away 
leaves me perplexed. Such illogical comparisons seem to occur more frequently with Weaver, and there is little 
point in asking for a more discerning evaluation of economic conditions on the availability of public parking spaces 
in the downtown district. 

What should be worrisome to city residents is that unless other council members demonstrate due-
diligence in reviewing and evaluating city contracts, Weaver‘s rants may seem logical to the cable viewing 
audience.  

Weaver‘s deteriorating reasoning ability is potentially very damaging. Irrelevant considerations deny the 
public the expectation of justice that should be demonstrated by a consistent application of ordinances and rules. 
Weaver‘s apparent inability to interpret information, unwillingness to synthesize information from plans and policies 
and failure at even the most basic analysis of information is a foreboding sign for the city‘s future. A city can‘t 
function smoothly if all the pistons on its decision engine are not firing dependably. HERBERT MOLANO 

 
COMMENTARY II:  COLD BETRAYAL LEAVES MANY RESIDENTS FACING A DARK FUTURE 

 
Anyone who has ever taken the time to look at the websites displaying the CALPERS‘ pension benefits of hundreds 
of retired managers, fire-fighters and police officers would be astonished at the huge number of annual pensions 
well in excess of $100,000. How did it ever come to pass that those on the public payroll will stand to gain several 
times more in total retirement than their total earnings while employed? How can local budgets sustain the 
onslaught of those pension benefits as more retirees exit with that honey retirement? 

The simple answer is that local budgets cannot sustain them unless we raise fees and utility rates to ever 
higher unsustainable levels to the general public. The problem with the pension system is that it establishes defined 
benefits for public employees as opposed to defined contributions as most of us have had with private employment. 
The taxpayer guarantees that if CALPERS investments fail to achieve a 7.75% return on their investments, we will 
pay the difference. The city budget shows that pension benefits comprise nearly 25% of police and fire sworn 
positions in Glendale. Who is paying for all this? 

The California constitution requires that to increase taxation, 2/3 of voters must approve any tax hikes. 
Since voters with higher incomes vote more than their less fortunate population, such tax increases are hard to 
pass. To make up the shortfall, city governments increase fees on services and 
increase the rates on the utilities such as water and power.  

Cities who own utilities have taken the most essential quality of life services it 
can provide and use that leverage to support pension extravagance. Residents 
strapped for cash are now demonstrably paying a larger portion of their diminishing 
income toward these high utility fees and compensating by doing with fewer basic 
necessities. As the city of Glendale raises its electricity rates, its poorer residents must 
make ends meet with less disposable money and are forced to find cheaper alternatives to their essential staples. 
We already have numerous families who depend on the free lunch program at local schools and who send their 
kids to school without the essential supplies. Ask any teacher in south Glendale. 

The prolonged economic downturn and the termination of extended unemployment benefits for many have 
caused great hardship for thousands, yet it seems as if this is a foreign problem to the city‘s council members who 
continually remain mum whenever I challenge them to look at what the GWP disconnection reports tell us. They 
give the citywide number of disconnections, but refuse to provide reports that highlight the plight of the most 
disadvantaged areas of the city. 

The city attorney‘s office wants $2000 dollars from me to have the GWP create a summary report on the 
number of power disconnections to zip code 91205, or the release a report on the percentage of residents in that 
area who in 2009  received a notification of overdue bills. 

Let‘s put this resistance to release information, the extravagant pensions and the utility rates in perspective. 
The city management seems unable to produce an incredibly simple report unless I cough up thousands of dollars, 
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yet, to me, that amazingly overcompensated incompetence is reflected in an assistant city manager who will retire 
with a pension of around $180,000 annually. We can say that the high utility rates will be no skin off his nose, but I 
am sure he‘ll protect his skin as he basks in the sun for the next thirty years courtesy of the thousands of residents 
often left in the dark in Glendale. 

Long ago, we created institutions that would support the execution of just policies for all, yet the people we 
elected to office seem unmoved by the great disparity they help create and an unwillingness to tackle the 
diminishing quality of life for so many.  

This is just one of the many reasons why I feel so strongly about the incredible betrayal of three people that I 
helped promote into office – Frank Quintero, John Drayman and Ara Najarian. That Quintero and Drayman can 
claim to be Democrats is nothing but unrelenting fiction. That Najarian, with the help of the local ANC chapter, 
appeared to be concerned about the Armenian everyman is worthy of another chapter of betrayal in the Armenian

Taxicab monopolies: Wall Street Journal - By DAVID BENOIT Discovering a new commodity typically 
makes headlines, but Medallion Financial Corp. believes it has quietly managed a precious metal for more 
than 70 years: the New York City taxi medallion. 

Controlling about a quarter of the medallions winding through city traffic, Medallion grew from a family-run 
operation into a multimillion-dollar niche lender, thanks to the small metal shield attached to the hood of every 
cab. 

By law, there are only 13,257 city medallions, licenses issued by the New York City Taxi and Limousine 
Commission to operate those seemingly ubiquitous yellow cabs. That limit makes the medallions' value rise like 
that of a commodity, sending their price soaring from $10 in 1937 to a recent $800,000. Medallion taxis are the 
only vehicles in the city allowed to pick up passengers who hail them from the street. 

But even if some are accused of fleecing passengers, like a recent scandal involving thousands of drivers 
allegedly overcharging $8.3 million, it is hard to imagine most cabbies handling an $800,000 mortgage. That's 
where Medallion comes in. [ED – Is there any wonder why an informed public questioned Glendale CA 
authorities about why Glendale, a suburb of Los Angeles, has a taxicab license monopoly?]
