THE PRESSURE IS ON...MIOLANO...THE PAST...CATCHING UP WITH THE PRESENT

The Glendale News Press described Herbert Molano as a gadfly in their article on this week’s budgetary
meeting that focused specifically on the drastically reduced Capital Improvement Plan funds which finance things

like infrastructure repairs and the acquisition of open land. The term “gadfly” has both negative and
positive connotations— at once an irritant, the gadfly personified is also the one who upsets the status
qguo, and in politics, is the small but powerful being that asks the tough questions and makes the
biting statements that any governing body must be burdened with. On Tuesday evening, the City
Council seemed more open to being poked and prodded, as both the City Manager and the Council
addressed one of Molano’s biggest issues— benefits and salaries of city workers.

Though it might not have been in depth, or the answer Molano was looking for, the Council
was certain that it wasn’t simply benefits (or even just the recession) that was the culprit for the problem with the
CIP shortfall in their city, but the history and decisions of previous councils. Starbird spoke

about a City of yesteryear, committed to keeping taxes low; it was then forced to rely more v
heavily on pulling monies from the Department of Water and Power’s General Fund. Starbird e =TR0N
and those who have sat on the council longest talked about a city that at one time, needed 5 $ G
more services in lieu of capital projects. “We were capital rich but program poor,” he said. And "
so a CIP that once took 50% of sales tax revenues was leveled out so that the projects that f’

had come from the CIP could actually be maintained.

The history lesson provided by Starbird, Quintero and Weaver did show the
complexity and predicament the current council presides over, there was some progressive thinking (or at least
wishing) going on in the building. As Molano begged for comparative, transparent, and statistical data broken down
department by department that would help explain why the CIP funds have dwindled so shockingly in the last few
years, it was newly appointed Mayor Ara Najarian and newest Council Member Laura Friedman who took the most
proactive approaches to figuring out their city’s fiscal breakdown.

Going off what Molano had brought up earlier, Friedman asked that perhaps, at a later

b date, the council could take a hard look at the lesser funded departments and figure out where
"’!‘- the funds will go in the future and Najarian echoed that statement several times more.
/?} 3 Drayman spoke frankly about the misuse of Capital investments in terms of open land.
.Q[\"\“ In the past, open land was purchased with actual city council members interjecting themselves
ﬁ\ﬁi':",}j@' 9'7‘5 in deals, which not only led to the prices being driven up, but to the acquirement of spaces that
el o\ ﬁ'- weren’t well thought out, and to this day are virtually unusable for residents.

One of the most interesting things to witness besides the austere reflections on the past and the brutal
honesty over the present, was how they all, cynics or idealists, want clarity on Glendale’s future. In the midst of
bitter feelings expressed primarily by CCM Quintero over what Glendale once was and might never again be, there
was actual talk about what these representatives want for their city, and what needs to be rectified. Perhaps it was
the special meeting status, possibly it was the crazy windstorm outside, or maybe it was that the buzzing fly finally
got the old horse to buck; either way, Glendale’s governing body free flowed, got some demons out, and looked like
a City Council with potential to do what they all, at one time had hoped to do, before the distracting and dimming

effects of politics had a chance to set in. LAUREL MILLER

COMMENTARY: THE QUINTESSENTIAL SOVIET AND THE RISE OF SOVIET-STYLE GOVERNMENT
THE GENERALISSIMO SPEAKS

In what is perhaps the most egregious example of subterfuge and deception, Councilman Frank

Quintero denigrates investors who built multi-family homes in Glendale in the 1980's. Those

investors who put their own money at risk, without any government subsidies, without any favor

from councilmen, are now in the eyes of this councilman, Soviet-style, evil-doers. What gets me so

blown-over is that Quintero made his soviet-style remarks during the budget study session and not

the Housing Authority session where he reigns as the Generalissimo of government housing.
Quintero is probably the most prodigious double-speaking and duplicitous elected official | ever had the
misfortune of befriending. As a state assembly candidate, he turned on his Armenian (ANC) benefactors by labeling
Paul Krekorian a terrorist. Now, safe in his council seat, he trashes all previous councilmen for the hyper growth in
southern Glendale. To Quintero, all those councilmen from the 1970's and 80's made Southern Glendale into a
guagmire of Soviet-style construction.

In the mean time, while he trashes independent investors, he, as a member of the Housing Authority,
approved the 65-unit City Lights public housing project in Southern Glendale and another "City Light's" hamed
development of 68 units, and many others.

What could be more Soviet-style than government-owned or government-financed public housing of which
Mr. Quintero is the leading proponent? Just sign up for the lottery folks as the luck of the draw will tell you if you
qualify for affordable housing. For every unit of affordable housing, there will be a developer wondering why he
should risk all his money when there is a game he can play with the councilman and all the Federal and State



money that the Housing Authority gets every year. At least the Soviets sunk their own money into their public
housing. Our government, instead, borrows the money from the Chinese and our children will wind up paying for it.

What Quintero doesn't tell you is the real reason he ran for public office in the first place. He couldn't
possibly have sought public office for true public service. All the evidence points to the deals he can arrange for
developers who want a piece of our tax dollars. Just take a look at the financing of the Affordable Housing Portfolio
of the city of Glendale. If you pay close attention, you'll see the minuscule investment made by the new cronies of
Mr. Quintero and the massive amounts of taxpayer money that is going into those projects. But that is only the half
of it.

Many of these projects are being funded and built at an enormous artificial cost. Some of these projects
have been completed at a stated cost of roughly $475 per square foot. A cursory look at similar sized construction
of four to seven story buildings and 65,000 square feet show that construction costs should be around $180 per
square foot. For that matter, look at the current price for apartment buildings in Glendale and you'll find prices
around $200 per square foot with the land included.

So why is Quintero really in public office? Here is my unabashed claim. It's about the money folks. Whether
it is about being at the center of influence handing out HUD money to his new-found friends in housing
development, or offering tens of millions of Redevelopment participation money to high-rise hotel and condo
developers, or offering zoning variances that allow a developer to by-pass parking requirements and save millions
in construction costs. That is the real name of the game.

All the duplicity, campaign money, and union kissing ties in very neatly. The dots are
all connected. Now that Quintero feels he has least two other council members firmly aligned
with him (Drayman and Friedman), he is ready to release his vitriol on whoever calls him out
on his misdeeds. Quintero, as the Generalissimo of the Housing Authority, now has the
credentials to seek potential developers and convince them that he can make their
development deals a reality. But he can't do it alone; of course, he needs the city staff to help
develop the plans and HUD paperwork to pave the way for the projects he wants to usher
through.

: Often, those housing projects can't pencil out the way a developer wants without the
help of the C|ty staff. The councilmen don't control the city staff directly. So if city employees were sticklers to the
letter of the law, many of those projects would be much more expensive to construct or would be delayed far too
long, or be subject to real competition. The city council only controls the city manager directly. So if Jim Starbird
wants to stay on the job, he needs to make sure his staff helps make the troika's projects a reality. How does Jim
do it? With the taxpayers' money. That's how.

That's the logic behind the behemoth salary and benefit increases. That's the big carrot that aligns the
management staff. By my rough estimates, in the last ten years alone, the cumulative salaries and benefits
received by the GPOA, GFFA and GMA above the Consumer Price Index are well over a hundred millions of
dollars. And when the carrot is not enough to persuade some employees, then they are bound to be stuck in jobs
with limited possibilities for promotion.

What if the employee complains to the civil service commission? What if he claims that he was by-passed
for that well deserved promotion? Well, that's where a choice selection to the Civil Service commission has a pay-
off. The councilmen have their choice men in the civil service commission - like John Gantus - who despite severe
conflicts of interests himself and a disciplinary action by the California Bar, has remained for three terms as the
darling of the Council. Employees, who get no relief from the Civil Service Commission, now regularly resort to civil
lawsuits against the city.

Here, then, is the raison d’étre why these men fought so hard to gain a council seat. It's the place where a
small business owner can wind up with a mansion by the golf course that he can attribute to his wise real estate
investments. It takes a while to let the reality sink in. But, in the end, after watching hundreds of council meetings,
countless Redevelopment Agency meetings, countless Housing Authority meetings, what you realize that it's all
only about the money - the taxpayer's money. There in the budget are the hundreds of millions of dollars waiting to
be tapped by the exquisite sociopath, by the righteous curmudgeon, by the great pretenders looking for a way to
augment their own retirement investments.

We are in a sinking ship America, and the hull of government is cracked from Washington to California, to
all the local governments where taxpayers are not paying attention. We are drowning in deficits while the public
unions tether their rich pensions to the taxpayer. It's all there for you to see in every annual financial report and
every week during each city council meeting. It's Soviet-style governance in everything but name. It is brought to
you through the hand gestures of the friendly politician, the ultimate friend of the public unions, the buddy of the
developers, the quintessential Soviet-styled technocrat or autocratic generalissimo. Day by day, politicians like
these are dismantling our democracy and selling out our economic future.

If they succeed, may God have mercy on our American souls. HERBERT MOLANO

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COMMENTARY lI: THE REAL MOTHER’S MILK OF POLITICS

Life can have such awful moral setbacks it seems that it requires the resilience of Job just to keep our
sanity. We hear it every night on the news: A spouse is caught cheating repeatedly, a son is caught dealing drugs,
or a business partner is discovered having embezzled money for years. But we have to include, in that immoral list,
the toll that political setbacks have on our lives. There is the needless war into which country's leadership takes us,
the politician deeply indebted to a wall-street investment firm, or the promising leader who turned his back on those
who helped him get elected. That is the way | often feel about John Drayman.

From time to time Drayman brings an observation that conveys a thought-out evaluation of past policies. At

other times he's nearly unrecognizable to me. Last week he observed accurately

_ that the tens of millions the city spent on hillside open space did nothing to
alleviate the need for parkland that would meet the needs of our various
populations. Then later in the day, he misdirected an issue in a manner very
typical of political misdirection.

My comments addressed the issue of growth in salaries beyond any
reasonable justification. The issue | presented during the budget study session
was, in essence, this: "Should the city continue to increase the salary and
benefits of the city staff at rates greater than the Consumer Price Index (CPI)?"

_ As proof, | displayed the a graph built from city records showing the steady
upward trends in salaries and benefits growing at a rate that was almost three
times the CPI.

Drayman, in his reply, implied that | would complain about any compensation at all. He painted the issue in
a manner for which he has a special political talent; "We sometimes talk about the money that goes into salaries as
if it's some horrific thing cities do,"

To me, when a city gives pensions that are in the millions of dollars to each of the highest paid
employees, amounts that are well above their expectations when they were hired by the city, that is a
significant problem. When those pension costs prevent a city from creating adequate parkland or prevent
the proper maintenance of roads that is hugely detrimental to our quality of life.

What a contrast to the John Drayman | knew. | remember the frequent visits | made to John's photo studio
before he was elected to the city council to discuss how distant and unengaged the city council behaved towards
the merchants on Brand who had been hit hard financially due to the prolonged reconstruction of Brand Blvd. | was
suggesting that city employees be encouraged to shop on Brand so as to provide some economic relief to
merchants whose customers were avoiding the congestion and reconstruction in front of their shops. Drayman
seemed to have the right anecdote on similar circumstances of the city's neglect for the merchants in Montrose.

Now, just a few years since his election, as | mention the dismal record the city has on the high commercial
electricity rates that are impacting businesses hard, the only response | get from Drayman is a deafening silence,
and often, with a bit of gamesmanship right before my eyes.

It has become common practice for councilmen to look elsewhere when | come to speak during public
comments. They don't look up to look at me. They'll shuffle papers, appear to be busy with other items on the
agenda, speak to each other, or like Weaver, simply walk out as | start to speak. Drayman, instead, plays a little
game. He looks straight at me as if interested in what | am about to present, then rolls his eyes and drops his
eyelids as if falling asleep within the first thirty seconds. It could be disconcerting to any speaker, but as | look
around, | can spot the smiles on some council members and staff, as if his gamesmanship from the dais is a pre-
arranged sophomoric game.

But there is no laughing matter when it comes to
businesses hard-pressed to stay viable or struggling to meet
one of the highest electric utility rates in California or the
disrepute Glendale has for being unfriendly to new small
businesses that want to take up a storefront somewhere in the
city.

But now, it seems that what | get from Drayman is
often not much different than the replies | get from Weaver or
Quintero. He is unmoved by the very same issues that he
railed against before he got elected. There hasn't been a
single year since | started tracking Starbird's performance that
total payroll and benefits have not increased. Since the year
2000 payroll and benefits have increased around 72%. While
some departments like libraries, or the city clerk's office or the
city treasurer have hardly grown beyond the CPI, other departments like fire and police have more than doubled.
They've been suckling at the taxpayer's breast far too long and don't want to wean themselves into reality.

These two departments, plus the cadre of city managers have been the greatest beneficiaries in payroll
and benefits since Starbird became city manager. The number of managers has grown by nearly 40% according to




the city's workforce demographic report while the city's population grew by a scant 3.5%. So where is Drayman'’s
position in all this?

When city managers, fire captains, and other safety personnel can retire on multi-million dollar pensions at
age 53, it should be a matter of deep concern to all taxpayers. The money that leaves the city's treasury into the
pockets of city union insiders is not available to fix our roads, or replace aging water mains or fix our sidewalks, or
add another needed traffic signal, or provide support for after-school programs.

The issue for Glendale taxpayers is a very simple one. Should we continue to lavish high salaries and
benefits on the top three city unions or do we take care of the city's infrastructure and attend to the needs of the
community that require a significant and steady appropriations of the city's funds?

You can find councilmen being pro-public whenever city policy does not require any major expenditure of
the city's funds. That's why the cell-tower issue was an easy lob that councilmen were eager to smash across the
net. Or let them smash another return when there is a large mansion being proposed for a quiet neighborhood. But
let there be a project or policy that requires a permanent impact on the general fund, and you can see the
consternation on the city unions and the city managers. We are somehow putting their relentless drive toward
salaries increases and benefits in jeopardy. There will be less money to tap into.

As of today, in the battle between the city's unions and the public interest for our tax dollars, the public
loses. Let's remove the carefully articulated banalities and friendly face that Drayman and Quintero often portray.
They've yet to demonstrate support for the rate-payer or the taxpayer. They've yet to formulate a consistent policy
direction to promote a prudent government. Worse still, Drayman seems to have no inclination toward controlling
the city's wasteful practices.

I can't find much wisdom coming from the city council dais today. There is very little of it to be found. We
seem to be held hostage by four inexperienced adolescent boys having a field day with 800 million of our taxpayer
dollars. So who's watching them? The city's managers do. They'll let the boys play so long as they don't jeopardize
the manager's relentless drive toward those golden multi-million dollar retirements. The real mother's milk of today's

One thing that Vanguard should look into is the Farmers Market on Brand every Thurs. The quality of the food is
very poor and would not pass the health code and it ties up a whole city block for a day. No wonder all the stores
are closed down in that area. It contributes nothing to the revenue source to the City. It should be moved or shut
down. How much revenue does the one at Montrose contribute? MW [ED — Re Montrose...very little in sale
taxes as food is not taxed. The records for the payments by the vendors are quite confidential and go
directly to the MSPA. Vanguard has been the recipient of many documents regarding the distribution of
funds and the disposition of cash payments by certain vendors.]

Great News, the City is hiring a Revenue Manager to help solve our problems. All Vanguardians can relax now.
MB [ED- They really need an expenditure manager. Can you imagine how much taxpayers spend to feed the
city employees?]

Why doesn't the city negotiate away some of the very costly bonuses that government employees receive.
These add thousands of dollars every year to their compensation. They are included in their last year income
that factors into the retirement amount they will receive. | looked at a few of these existing contracts and discovered
why all police and fire are on the $100,000 and $200,000 Glendale list.

Here are just some examples of how government employees are able to retire at 100% of their pay. If you retire
at 90% of pay, but that pay is inflated by 10% due to bonuses, 90% of pay at $110% gives the retiree essentially a
100% retirement. And that is not exclusively for just public safety. Other bargaining units have gotten very cleaver
with their negotiations having learned from the pros, public safety unions. City councils are often eager to approve
these costly and needless benefits. They are able to add on in many cases at least 10% above their regular
compensation rates as a result of accrued benefits that meet "bonus" pay obligations. Interesting to note that none
of them have anything to do with performance.
3% to 7% for a two and four year college degree
$250 a month for good target practice twice a month at the police range
5% to 16% for certain city paid training certificates (paramedic certification pays the 16%)
5% to 20% for longevity pay (not Glendale yet, but they are in many MOU's)
2% to 5% for special assignment or working night or graveyard shifts
$200 to $1000 for equipment and clothing allowances or reimbursements annually
2% to 5% for bilingual pay
11% pay for firefighters who have to work a normal business schedule of 40 hours Monday through
Thursday (4 days, ten hour plan).
When the entry level salary is in the mid ninety thousand as is the case with not only police and fire, but in
other contracts as well, it doesn't take but one or two bonuses to push these entry level people into the six figure
range. At a time when cities are struggling to stay afloat, it makes all the sense in the world to remove these
giveaways during the negotiating process. Don't hold your breath. HG.

| am sorry you are being provided such inaccurate information, and as my advice before, would be helpful if you
would verify your facts. Regards, Bob McFall” [ED — To reiterate...this column is written by city employees.
Often they are venting because of issues that they want their bosses to resolve. They are often fearful of
bringing issues to the attention of their immediate supervisors. City department managers should use this
column as a mirror to resolve issues. Most often it is used as areason to find and retaliate against whistle-
blowers.]

As noted before, the Lee and Bear cases before the Civil Service Commission were open hearings, which mean
that the procedures and evidence are all public records. Anybody is free to review them and talk about them. Since
the Commissioners are use to being shielded from having their actions reviewed, this may have caught them off
guard. Each of the days a portion of the hearing was conducted, the matter took almost a year to get resolved by
the commission, was attended by a few brave employees so that they could see what was going on and report
back to others. All of those that attended came away with the same conclusion, “this is a joke!!!” First, the
commission assigned the same hearing officer to hear both cases so that they could control the outcome. The
Hearing Officer for both cases was John Gantus, who in all his years on the Commission has never once failed to
vote in favor of the City in such a hearing. Although both Bear and Lee requested to have independent hearing
officers, the Commission would not budge from having Gantus hear both cases. Bear’'s case was determined first
and Gantus’ findings were amazing. First he noted the report that was the basis for the action, the “Horgan Report”
(that we still have to talk about), was fraught with errors and based on a dearth of information. Then he talked about
“testimony” from Lee and an “unnamed plan checker”. Problem is that there’s no record that Lee or an “Unnamed
Plan Checker” ever appeared at Bear’s hearing. He also noteed that Zurn supervised Bear, although, if you recall,
Zurn testified that he had never even read any of Bear’s evaluation, let alone supervised him. He also noted that
Bear had never had a poor evaluation; in fact his evaluations were excellent. Then he ruled that he was upholding
the action against Bear, essentially ending Bear’s professional career.

His action immediately destroyed all faith by staff that the commission would ever provide any of them with
a fair hearing. Maybe that was the plan from the start. Make sure that staff knows that no matter what kind of job
they do, management could do whatever they want to anybody they choose to. So when Molano talks about Civil
Service protection for employees, most will just laugh at that notion. The Commission is there to support
management decisions, not protect employees.

Everybody knew that Lee’s ruling would be just a formality after the Bear ruling, and it was more of the
same. Inthe Glendale News Press, there recently was a picture showing a person in a t-shirt that said, “Actions
without punishment, are actions encouraged” in an acknowledgement of the genocide. The same can be concluded
about the commission and its treatment of these two employees. The fact that a commissioner can make false
statements and get away with it says volumes. In fact Gantus was later nominated to stay on the Commission by
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Najarian. Only Yousefian voted against him. The rest of the Council supported Gantus because he was a doing
what they wanted him to do by supporting management. After all, the commission does not make “findings of fact”,
only “findings”, so we all guess that mean that they can do anything they want, and they do!!! The fact that none of
the employee associations spoke up for these guys at the time the increase in retirement was being discussed or
when Gantus was being nominated for another term on the Commission also speaks volumes. All were willing to
throw individuals away for the greater good of the contracts.

A second CalPERS rate hike for employers

Retirees in CalPERS and CalSTRS will get a 2 percent increase in their monthly checks this year, even though a
rare drop in the cost of living means that Social Security recipients get no increase. So, they are at it again, those
public pensions under fire for being unaffordably generous, a threat to state and local government budgets, and a
potentially crushing burden for future taxpayers.

Schwarzenegger, Villaraigosa back plans to rein in pension costs

Pension consultant Girard Miller told California's Little Hoover Commission that state and local governments have
$325 billion in unfunded pension liabilities, which he said amounts to $22,000 for every working adult in the Golden
State.

Membership in $100,000-plus pension club leaps by 50 percent Last fall, when California Pension

Reform wrested the database of state retirees earning more than $100,000 a year from the California Public
Employees Retirement System, there were 6,133 people on the list. Now — just shy of one year after the first
database was released — an update shows that the new total of people in the $100,000-plus public pension club
is 9,111 - a staggering 49 percent increase.

Municipal Bankruptcy Bill Passes Out of Senate Local Government Committee on Party-Line Vote

It was no surprise on Monday, April 19, when the three Democrats on the Senate Local Government Committee
cast 'aye' votes in support of AB 155 (Mendoza). This bill would require municipalities seeking federal bankruptcy
protection to obtain approval from a state committee (the California Debt and Investment Advisory Committee) with
no experience in federal bankruptcy law.
