City Manager Gives Bonuses

Glendale chooses to be less transparent on providing information on what employees
received bonuses at the behest of the City Manager, an issue that had been resolved by the
California Supreme Court IFPTE v Contra Costa Newspapers S134253. See 4 below. Further
the City does not want you to see the 12 City Survey they reference whenever they give pay
raises.
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CCM Weaver wants Council to discuss further restricting public comment that is fortunately protected by
the Ralph M Brown Act requiring open meetings. Weaver is the CCM that sits in the chair between CCM
Drayman and the City Attorney, the one with the back to the camera for those viewing from home. Those in
the chambers watch as he frequently goes off to the back room, cell phone in hand. Just what does he do
back there? Mayor Quintero publicly acknowledged his departure on Tuesday.

In aresponse to the request for documents that show the City Manager has given salary bonuses to certain
employees, the City attorney refuses to share that information because, “the release of the information may
likely spur unhealthy comparisons among employees and thus breed discontent and/or discord in the workplace.”
The City fears that employees that may have been deserving of bonuses were passed over for political
reasons. Certainly the City Manager should be able to validate his decision to award bonuses. The
recipients must be proud that their efforts were rewarded by being singled out by the City Manager to
receive a bonus while the community is denied the knowledge of who got a bonus and why. Was it for
doing a better job or for political reasons like a little something for making sure that a favored candidate for
public office got some additional support?

Attorney General Edmund G. Brown Jr. directed the Maywood City Council to reform its police
department in the wake of a 16-month investigation which exposed "gross misconduct and widespread
abuse." Brown will immediately seek a stipulated court order to secure adoption of reforms and oversight
by the Attorney General's office.

"Over a period of five years, the Maywood Police Department violated the trust of the community it
was supposed to serve and protect," Attorney General Brown said. "This investigation has revealed
gross misconduct and widespread abuse including unlawful use of force against civilians. It is imperative
that the city council take immediate and concrete steps to rein in the department.”

Brown released a 30-page report that found that the City of Maywood Police Department routinely
used excessive force, did not obtain probable cause to justify arrests and searches, and operated without
adequate oversight by the Maywood City Council and the City's Chief Administrative Officer. Click here
for the article and report [ED — Having read the entire report, it shows what can happen when there is no
oversight. Unfortunately the major violations are moot based on the statute of limitations. This is what
happens when a City Council does not believe in accountability. The reader is encouraged to read the
entire report. Look at the patterns.]

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Weaver and Friedman, Different Takes on Conservation

Tuesday’s meeting started off with a request from Council Member Weaver to agendize three items.
The most questionable was his call for an investigation into the amount of time allotted for public
speaking, formally called Oral Communications. Weaver stated that the average amount of talk time
given in Southern California is three minutes while Glendale offers the most generous amount of
time, five minutes. Weaver’s request might be taken at face value as a simple tactic in speeding the often three to
four hour meetings along, but, with the strife documented between the council and regular speakers at the podium
this election season, it seemed as though Weaver was declaring war on his biggest critics.

As the meeting went on the theme of conservation remained in full force. Glendale Water and Power
brought ideas about effectively implementing water conservation in a time of state declared drought. Their ideas
came from what they garnered after the last drought and generally the public was unhappy with their proposals.

Amongst the most contested, was the suggestion to have all toilets in Glendale homes retrofitted to
conserve more water at the point of sale, meaning the buyer would be responsible for the cost of the toilet; the price
tags hangs at around $200.

The Glendale Association of Realtors spoke out about drawbacks — one being how long and messy the
process would be, complicating the sale of homes in a tough economy. Another realtor claimed they would be put
in a policing position by having to monitor whether the toilets had been properly retrofitted. A lone realtor, Christian
Arbid stood up for the proposal; stating that the GAR was blowing things out of proportion, and that sacrifices
should be made. Even though the retrofitted toilets might offer less than impressive
conservation, “Minimal is better than zero.” —

The second biggest issue with the GWP’s proposal was that Glendale residents would Q)
have to cut water use by ten percent across the board or risk monetary penalties and that,
argued the public, was unfair. What about those who live in homes where the number of é
residents has gone up in the last few years? What about those who have already been practicing
vigilant conservation for years? Asking them to cut back another ten percent is like asking a lean body made of
muscle to lose more. The ten percent across the board also fails to take in to account those with special medical
needs. Nancy Kent answered back to the GWP’s proposal to push the time allowed to water one’s lawn from nine
to five, to nine to six, by pointing out the illogic of having to water her lawn in the dark come winter when night falls
earlier. After Herbert Molano suggested that the reason conservation hasn’t been an issue for Glendale until now is
because the city borrows money from the revenue GWP takes in, and with conservation comes less revenue; one
could garner that stringent across the board policies would be a way to collect more revenue in a time of
conservation. Still, for every critique, most had a solution. Molano suggested the use of sub-metering for multi-
family homes; the always outspoken active Environmentalist, Evelyn Hansen offered her expertise on greening just
about anything for free.

Though the council responded well to everyone’s critiques and suggestions, it was newbie Laura Friedman
who not only took notes, but commended specific speakers for their sound suggestions. Perhaps it is her
greenness (newness in this case) sitting up on council, but she approached the evening as someone who is still
very much a part of the public as she is the Dais. She even asked at one point during the discussion what the City
could do to conserve and if they would be held up to the challenge. The usual frictions between public and Dais
seemed softened by her attentiveness and her promise to find the fairest strategy to conserve water. Though the
meetings do often drag on, each speaker brought something new and valuable to the table, which is something
Council Member Weaver will hopefully consider the next time he wants to retrofit Oral Communications.

The council ultimately agreed to push the agenda item to the near future, after both the GAR and GWP meet and
the general public is further consulted on the matter.

Commentary: DOG AND PONY SUGGESTION FOR THE LUNA PLAYHOUSE

The dog and pony show has returned to city council. They give us the dog, we pony the money.
Fresh from an election victory the GFD mascot, Sparky, made its grand entrance to the Glendale
city council before the wide smiles of the councilmen (Laura Friedman kept a reserved
disposition) and easy banter from the dais.

“For how many hours will you be flipping pancakes Mr. Councilman?” asks the $100,000
dollar man. “As many as my wife will let me” replies the happy councilman. With a smile that went
molar to molar, the happy councilman took on the gushiest opportunity to wax his friendly persona
to the world-wide internet, “And how many pancakes will you flip?”

And so the flippin’ Glendale government, fresh from a morning session that saw them handle the fire and
police department budgets as if these were hot potatoes, took on their friendliest persona that evening. Weaver and
Quintero gushed like two teenage girls before their teen idols.

The GFD forgot the butter, but they make sure that they spread the good tidings as the most-selfless, most-
competent, most-handsome, most-admired troops in Los Angeles County history.

The contrast from the morning session could not have been starker. Bob Elliot, director of finance had
introduced information that would have opened the ears of any prudent and fiscally wise elected official. Once
again the city would have to pony up millions to prop up the city’s paramedic service — A service that was sold to
the Glendale Government ten years ago as self-funded, more-efficient, and less-costly to the city.

Nothing more lucrative than shuffling off a private enterprise for a city-owned monopoly. Private paramedic
services were removed from Glendale eight years ago in favor of a system run by the fire department. The
opportunity came to GFD after a traffic accident involving a private ambulance in the city gave them the grand
opening to entrench their service monopoly on Glendale residents along with their schema for overtime pay.

So is their claim as the most effective emergency medical service in Los Angeles
County valid? By what measure? Weaver requested a fresh report on response times - a
common measure that lacks true accountability for effectiveness. I'll be asking again for a
more effective measure of performance: As a percentage, how many heart-attack victims in
Glendale arrived at an emergency hospital alive (with a heart beat) last year?

The GFD hasn’t been able to answer that question in the two years that I've been
asking it. The standard fare we are served by all city departments is to wax their image as
“The best of this” or “The best of that” or who've been awarded one useless trophy after
another. Toot your horn loud enough and maybe the public won't hear the dismal cost of
their performance.

A phrase that | have for the GFD and the GPD is a simple one: “Grow up” We are paying you good money
to perform to excellence to be wasting our precious tax dollars setting up a children’s camp at every public event
handing out red hats, displaying the ladder truck and giving kids an opportunity to pet your dogs. I'd like to see less
carnival-time, and fewer pancake breakfasts. How about a candid monthly public presentation on your
effectiveness? You'll have your multi-million dollar pensions; how about giving the public a dignified performance
report commensurate with your salary and benefits?

This whole charade of democracy as practiced in Glendale would be superb fare for the city’s local
Aristophanes, Stepanian, at the city’s Luna Playhouse (Our modern Theater of Dionysus) Instead of mocking the
demagogue Cleon of ancient Athens; he could be Sparky the GFD mascot licking the faces of our councilmen.

The information you seek is exempt from production pursuant to the deliberative process privilege, in that it reflects
the advisory opinions, recommendations and deliberations which comprise a portion of the process by which
governmental decisions and policies are formulated. However, be advised that the City of Glendale surveys the
following 12 public entities to obtain the subject information: Anaheim, Burbank, Garden Grove, Huntington Beach,
Inglewood, Long Beach, Pasadena, Riverside, San Bernardino, Santa Ana, Santa Monica, and Torrance.

Provide all the CM29 forms for calendar year 2005 through and including April 20, 2009. Provide documents and
writings evidencing the support for bonuses. [ED These are requests from the City Manager for bonuses for certain
named management employees.]

The information you requested is exempt from production pursuant to Government Code, Section 6254(c),
in that it relates to personnel records, the disclosure of which would constitute an unwarranted invasion of the
personal privacy of the subject employees. It is further exempt from production pursuant to Government Code,
Section 6255, in that the City’s interest in keeping private the personal information regarding job performance
outweighs any interest the public may have in disclosure of such information. One, but not the only, specific basis
for non-disclosure is that the release of the information may likely spur unhealthy comparisons among employees
and thus breed discontent and/or discord in the workplace.

Requested Documents: Prop 218 was passed in 1996. It required a vote of the people for any property related tax,
assessment or fee. The California Supreme Court upheld Prop 218 in 2006, Bighorn - Desert View Water Agency
vs. Verjil (S127535) as to respects of water, sewers and trash collection taxes fees or assessments. The LA
Superior Court using that decision said that the LA DWP could only charge the costs of the water and not derive a
surplus which would be transferred to the General Fund for use for items other than water. Based on that
background, please

1. Provide documents, as defined below, identifying and evidencing all transfers to the General Fund from the GWP
from Water, Sewer (and related) and trash collection since the effective date of Prop 218 to and including the most
recent transfer of funds from the GWP to the General Fund.

2. Provide documents for the same period as noted in 1 above identifying and evidencing and that relate to the
cost of providing those products and services and the revenue so derived.

Records responsive to your request numbers 1 and 2 are available online at: http://www.ci.glendale.ca.us/admin-
svcs/cafr.asp. Additional records from 1996 to 2000 are available in the Finance Department. Please advise when
you will be available to review those records so that we can make them available for you.
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3. Please provide documents identifying and evidencing the rates charged for those products and services for the
same period.

Amendments to the Municipal Code may be obtained in the Office of the City Clerk. Please contact Rita Buchanan
to make an appointment to view the older sections of the code.

4. Provide all documents identifying and evidencing, since the effective date of Prop 218, and that relate or
demonstrate discussions and knowledge by the City of their potential liability.

5. Provide documents identifying and evidencing the plan to deal with, mitigate or otherwise manage the potential
liability.

6. Provide documents identifying and evidencing the potential liability should CoG be required to return General
Fund transfer from the GWP to the GWP.

Please be advised that records responsive to number 4-6 are protected by the Attorney/Client Privilege and the
Attorney Work Product Privilege and therefore will not be produced.

These are issues the City does not want the community to know.

We are chastised for a
quick turn-around because the department could lose resources if we don’t drag out the
assignments. A half dozen staff go to merchants’ meetings because there is little else to do
for the time available.

7 News from the neighborhood — Public Safety and More

In mid April a fireman had published in the GNP a rebuke to Vanguardians who sent the following response
to GNP. As they have not yet published it, here is the commentary in its entirety:

“I was very excited when | read the Community Commentary by Glendale firefighter Gary McCarter (4-15-09)
because it provided a rare opportunity to respond to the standard fire related propaganda that has permeated the
editorial pages of this newspaper recently.

First off Vanguardians volunteer collectively thousands of hours researching issues and reporting
them, all without pay
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Mr. McCarter can throw around such phrases as, “Cold hard fact No. 1 is that when it's a true emergency,
seconds really do count.” Although Mr. McCarter says he supports citizens holding accountable local government,
he brushed aside the policy changes that were forced on the Glendale Fire Department that brought greater
accountability for the reduction of emergency response times.

Mr. McCarter may have forgotten that Vanguardians consistently reported on the research of Bruce Philpott
that clearly showed a ten-year policy that caused up to twice the normal response time on critical emergency runs.
This policy conveniently, but at the cost of the public’s well being, allowed first responder fire crews, wearing
running shoes and shorts, to jog in remote areas, well away from their emergency vehicles.

What else would have forced the fire department to change its policy and to admit that it was Philpott’s
research that brought the issue to the forefront if not a publication like Vanguardian? It wasn’t more than a month
later that their policy was changed, albeit it reluctantly, and now many emergency responses per year will be
reduced by half the time. This will save lives but it cut short the fun of jogging in a serene environment.
Accountability, Mr. McCarter, you are absolutely right and Vanguardian makes no apologies.

Let's go a little further with this issue of response times. Mr. McCarter was also quoted as saying, “When
you need us, we're there.” “We are critically unoccupied.” When Vanguardian puts these kinds of statements under
the microscope, some facts seem to get in the way. Take for example Mr. McCarter, your local
union president, fire captain Chris Stavros and his lack of being “critically unoccupied” when he
drove his first responder crew out of his fire district to attend a city council function. While
promoting the image of his union, a full arrest heart attack was taking place in his district. It took
two critical minutes longer for him to drive back into his district and get to the victim. Is that how
a $170,000 a year employee and head of the union views his responsibilities to the medical
victims and taxpayers? Or the death of a resident of Lorrain St when Engine Company 26 took
6 minutes and 40 seconds to drive the %2 mile from the station to the fire scene.

Vanguard has also been critical of other policies that promote excessive response delays, such as fire hose
demonstrations on elementary school grounds. Engaging in PR events take extra minutes to get to the scene of an
emergency, but you have apparently weighed the benefit of your PR campaign and image against the value to
getting to medical and fire emergencies quicker.

Mr. McCarter seeks sympathy when he remarks about “trudging heavy patients and equipment up and
down stairs . . . and asking the question, “How much would | have to pay you to get you to stand out in the middle
of the roadway for an hour”. While four or more firefighters may occasionally assist moving a patient on a gurney
down a flight of stairs, | know movers who do that all day long and at a fraction of the pay firefighters receive. I've
also seen Caltrans statistics, whose workers stand in and on the roadsides of freeways day in and day out, that
show they have a much higher fatality rate than firefighters. They are exposed to these hazards for a fraction of the
pay firefighters receive.

He brought up the issue of injuries yet firefighters seem to be in such good shape while public data on the
alleged injuries doesn’t support the claim

To his credit, Mr. McCarter avoided perpetuating the myth that firefighting was a highly life-threatening
occupation. Due in part to Vanguardian publications, the public is now more aware that firefighter fatalities are not
significantly higher than most occupations.

Regarding your charitable work Mr. McCarter, | am not able to find any documents showing that you
volunteer time while off-duty. While you are very successful at getting the public to donate, you have not provided
accounting of the money and how it is distributed. | do know that your union has given tens of thousands of dollars
to your endorsed council candidates. Better either to keep quiet about the money or be willing to make it public.

I know people who live in the same block as firefighters and they tell me that the firefighters seem to be
home most of the time while other working fathers are gone for at least five days a week. This does not fit with your
contention that firefighters are gone most of the time working overtime. However, on many occasions Vanguardians
has suggested that, to provide for family unity, the shifts be changed from 24 hours to 12 hours so our firefighters
can be home with their families more to reduce issues such as broken families through & W
divorce. e

Mr. McCarter closes his article by asking, “If you want to talk about the value of what
happens when you pick up the phone and say you need help, then, OK . . . let’s talk. Well,

Mr. McCarter, | would very much like to talk about that but you know very well neither you,

nor any other member of your organization, are willing to engage in an in-depth debate or

discussion. But, if | am wrong, and you are actually willing to engage in a public discussion, | am offering you an
open invitation to stand up, support your positions in a public debate, and in a real sense be held accountable to
the people who pay your wages and receive your services. The entire community would be better for it.”
