The Beeline contract award is past due. The staff report was to be before the City Council in April. The new administrator,
Kathryn Engel, comes from a city where they operate their own 82 bus system and provide those services to other
surrounding cities. Glendale contracts the operator which for five years has been MV Transportation. As Dr. Richard
Espiritu, ADA advocate, has been reporting, the contractor has done a very poor job of maintenance and keeping the fleet
running. Most recently the Highway Patrol red tagged 5 buses, DPW Director Steve Zurn finally confirmed that the highly
touted NextBus system doesn’t work and the City has withheld payment on their last two invoices. In the current bus

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operator contract there is a provision for liquidated damages that has not been consistently enforced by the City at a
present, estimated loss of $100,000. The City Council is ultimately responsible yet they don’t even know who the
proposers are to replace MV. The Transportation Department did not have a public bid opening. Interestingly each of
three bidders turned in one carton of bid and proposal materials while MV turned in two boxes. The Staff report regarding
their recommendation for the operator will not be until May 20 at this time it appears that the City management favors MV
even though they continue shoddy operations.

“Wow, here we are with 8 weeks left before the Council
passes a budget. A new acting director of finance who we
are all counting on to give us — that’s right you and the
public ---the correct numbers. Each year Glendale, as one
of 900 members of the Government Finance Officers
Association, receives a meaningless Certificate of
Achievement for the Comprehensive Annual Financial
Report that is conspicuously posted at the front of the
CAFR. The City once again spent more than it took in even
though they counted pass through monies from the superior
governmental agencies, twice.

Fortunately knowledgeable and forthright members
of the public kept you from spending $41,000,000 on
rebuilding two un-needed fire stations. For 1/5™ of that
amount you were able to purchase Rockhaven for public
use.

Mayor Drayman and Council member Yousefian
need the help of one more Council member, a Council
member that is willing to put the interests of the public first
and foremost in demanding fiscal accountability from City
Management. Council member Najarian who once said that
accountability is just a cute word and Council members
Quintero and Weaver who had nothing except accolades for
the former acting director of finance, all need to re-evaluate
their positions on the financial and economic welfare of the
City.

Mr. Najarian told the public he is an economist. An
economist must be knowledgeable as to how much money
is available to invest on the long and short term and is very
dependent on good record keeping from the finance
department.

The Council should have known from not only
public records and financial reports from the outside auditor
that the pretty pictures were only a facade. Even Council
member Weaver correctly would say that we don’t have the
money for this venture and that the others wouldn't listen or
guestion staff.

Red Flags:
e Between 2005 and 2007 pension payments
doubled to $20,000,000
e The investable cash dropped from $1.5B to $1.3B

e Capital Outlay went up $33,000,000 in one year

e Capital Outlay included non-capital expenses such
as car washes and credit card charges and $20,000
to Right Mind Consulting for data base
management

e $93,000,000 in accrued unfunded post retirement
benefits

e Employees are given take home cars, fuel,
insurance and aren’t required to list mileage

e The MSB Seismic retrofit was financed by
encumbering the fire apparatus and the buses

e Today the City can’t tell the public how much the
retrofit has actually cost.

e The Enterprise businesses are not well thought out,
other than the GWP, they lose money. One
suggestion would be to make them leased
concessions without using City employees.

Last week you heard from the HR Director that you should
pay more to get better — the same mantra you hear
whenever Management is promoting excessive salaries
when hiring new directors and which is not backed by HR
studies of hiring best practices.

It is time to ask serious questions of Management
and demand accountability. Management will be here until
they retire on a bountiful pension while each of you will be
scrounging money for your next election, answering
questions as to why you let the public’s money go to waste.

Don’t accept Management’s statement that
something isn’t true...make them show you the documents.
We heard Dr. Espiritu make statements about the
sidewalks, curb cuts, the Beeline and the Nextbus system.
Management said Espiritu was wrong. Last week DPW
Director finally said in response to Mr. Yousefian that the
Nextbus System doesn’t work. Vindication of Dr. E.

Will the City be able to fund the new $30,000,000
Beeline contract while continuing such irresponsible
behavior as granting exorbitant salaries while using outside
consultants and law firms to do the work?

Letter to the editor [Full version not as printed in the LA Daily News and Glendale News Press:
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“Our fiscal disaster in Government is being met with ways to
raise more money to pay the bills instead of how to cut
expenses. As the Executive Director of Vanguardians, a
community fiscal accountability advocacy, | can share this
information about the City of Glendale where the highest paid
City worker is a fireman at $250,000 per year, $10,000 more
than the City Manager. That amount does not include pension,
healthcare and a car that includes insurance, maintenance and
fuel. Of the $250,000, 1/3 is paid for sleeping and 1/3 for leisure
time activities. The balance of the time is for training, exercise
and meetings. About an hour per day is devoted to their
mission. In bedroom community Glendale 180 firefighters are
paid over $100,000 per year or $26,000,000. Certain City
Council members are calling for more firefighters and more

money for them. Firefighters have a very powerful union that
not only provides campaign financing and endorsements but will
walk the streets and pass out flyers while they are in uniform.

We, the public, must take our role seriously by
reviewing and understanding the issues then express those
issues in front of legislative bodies where the Ralph M Brown
Act provides an opportunity for each person to speak to the
issues that fall within the jurisdiction of the legislative body. We
must demand that local governments curtail adding to already
massive salaries that carry greater post employment financial
burdens. In Glendale the unaudited post employment benefits
that are unfunded are $93,000,000 according to public records
(FY 2006/2007 Comprehensive Annual Financial Report). Barry
Allen”

Why is it ok for Bob Yousefian and Frank Quintero to get money for reelection now and next month vote on limits? JC

[ED -The reason is that contribution limits could start for the 2009 election but the Political Reform Act says you can’t un-
ring the bell and the US Constitution states you can’t make an ex post facto law. You left out Ara Najarian and Dave

Weaver’s officeholder account, was there a reason?]

These things amaze me [Fire Dept take home cars]. Do these guys have to pay tax based on the value of the cars they
are assigned? My wife works for the county and she gets assessed taxable income based on her take home county car.

M. Najarian: A term often heard from the bench is: "What
would a reasonable man do?" in the case of the Police
Records Specialist position, the GPD cannot claim that
they can't find qualified people to fill the position when
they've had the position closed for over 9 months. Even
when the position was open, the additional notice on the
announcement gave the impression of a very tight window
to apply for the position. What is even more troubling is
that the control of this HR effort was conducted by the
police department itself. Is it possible that dozens of
applicants to a police clerical job cannot pass a security
investigation? Wow! During the discussion of agenda item
8a. | gave no argument about the need for the position or
how important it is for the city. By focusing on that bogus
argument you and the GPD representatives misdirected
the focus by taking us away from the main issue: That the
GPD cannot logically ask for higher pay and classification
changes when they have created impediments to potential
applicants. That this process lacks Civil Service oversight
raises even more questions. This same job pays $12,000
less per year in Freemont California, a city just as

expensive to live in as Glendale. Many other cities have a
more prominent and effective outreach on the web than
this GPD/HR effort demonstrates. | now wonder how many
jobs that have been claimed by the GPD as difficult-to-fill
have had obstacles created in its recruitment and selection
process. The end result is consistent - higher costs to the
city's general fund.

If these jobs are truly hard to fill, why not partner with the
Community College for a program that in less than two
years will provide $48,000 per year jobs to Glendale
residents? High achieving applicants could be pre-
screened so that at the end of the training program they'll
have a higher likelihood of passing the selection process. |
cannot help but think about the campaign contributions
given by the GPOA to the council members.

Original REQUEST: The Management letter for the FY 2007 audit indicated that revenues were ‘double-booked’ or
entered more than once. Please provide documents indicating which revenues were counted twice and the totals thereof.
City RESPONSE: The City exercises its right pursuant to Government Code Section 6253(c) to extend the time within
which to respond by an additional 14 days. The additional time is necessary to search for, collect and appropriately
examine the records sought.

Vanguardians Response: These records should be immediately available as they had been previously identified by the
outside auditor.

FROM the LA Times: An Irvine planning commissioner and a retired police officer sued the city this week, challenging a closed-door
"settlement agreement” with a high-rise developer as questions have arisen about the builder's support of City Council members who
approved it. The Irvine City Council in January approved the agreement to resolve a dispute with Maguire Properties, a Los Angeles
real estate developer known for the 72-story US Bank Tower downtown. Two of the five council members walked out because they
were concerned that the meeting, held in private, was illegal.Maguire, while in negotiations with the city, contributed to a political
committee that funded a campaign mailer endorsing two of the council members who approved the settlement.
