Balancing the Books 
Mismanagement of the Cityôs financial resources may overshadow the instant success of the 
Americana. The City needs someone like Rick Caruso at the helm to set the course and get things 
done. The City has not done well on defending unnecessary lawsuits making it even worse when 
the ódumb juryô is blamed. Department heads are very upset when they know how little work is 
done by the firefighters yet they command so much more money than people with greater 
responsibilities. Then there is the fiscal fiasco that Weaver, Quintero and Starbird sing their 
praises of the former acting director. I have heard that he has been telling Management about the 
problems. Maybe he should have gone to the Council and the public during Staff and Council 
comments and blown the whistle. Our financial reserves are under the Charter requirement of 
31% at about 29%. 
 
Unfortunately the public, for the most part, appears to be unknowing about the financial condition 
of the City. Probably the public is in the same boat as the elected officials that arenôt questioning 

their staff about how this happened and why it happened. Vanguardians can get public documents however it takes 
between 10 and 24 days. Often the records are unresponsive as noted previously. The 16 City Departments operate in an 
autonomous vacuum. The GFD operates its own website; it sends a $1,000,000 apparatus to put up a flag when a call to 
Public Works or GWP would get a óCherry Pickerô to do the job. The tree fiasco was another such incident when different 
departments were involved and no one was going to own up to the problem. An outside database consultant at $240,000 
per year who comes all the way from Minnesota each week. Bruce Philpott, a member of the public, has brought forth a 
program that can save $15,000,000 per year! This savings without degradation of service is up to the Council. It only 
takes three votes. 
 
We need to bring fiscal accountability to Glendale. Refuse collection fees are going up. Should the City consider using an 
outside contractor in the same fashion the City contracts consultants? We need to show the Council and Management we 
are watching by showing up at budget study sessions and asking hard questions. It is time to stop letting ñGeorge Do Itò 
by all of us getting involved. Just read the CAFR and review the budget study session materials. You will be incensed as 
to how this Council has not paid attention to the millions of dollars. 
 

A few changes that can be made to save money include Fire Department Battalion Chiefs not receiving overtime as they 
are supervisors; no shift pay differential for fire department employees that work 40 hour weeks, and assign personnel the 
way Neighborhood Services does to staggered 40 hour weeks e.g. Wed-Sun, Thurs-Mon.   
  

As the City Manager was unhappy with the choice of the word ôdeficitô by the acting finance director, here are some other 
choices: 

Main Entry: Deficit: a. Inadequacy or insufficiency, b. An unfavorable condition or position; a disadvantage.  
a. The amount by which a sum of money falls short of the required or expected amount; a shortage, b. A business loss.

I went to the Americana today to see what it 
was like.  I am not very fond of Las Vegas, so when I 
say it was like Vegas w/o the slots, I donôt mean it as a 
compliment.

It might then be possible to determine whether 
the Americana is attracting new shoppers to Glendale 
or is attracting shoppers who would otherwise buy in 
the Galleria or other malls.  While Glendale may not 
indicate in its bookkeeping which revenues came from 
which malls, of course, but if the totals donôt go up 
substantially, then the Americana has been a waste of 
city resources.   

I donôt know what Glendale could do with it if 
the Americana fails.  We donôt have the resources to 
rebuild a failed mall the way Pasadena did.  Maybe we 
can drop the whole city council, along with the city 
attorney, from the top of the fake Eiffel Tower.

Can I record a phone call? [ED Who can legally monitor phone conversations? California law does not allow tape 
recording of telephone calls unless all parties to the conversation consent (California Penal Code 632), or they are 
notified of the recording by a distinct "beep tone" warning (CPUC General Order 107-B(II)(A)(5)). However, tape 
recordings can legally be made if an individual or members of one's family are threatened with kidnapping, extortion, 
bribery or another felony involving violence. The person receiving the threats can make a tape recording without informing 
the other party. (California Penal Code 633.5) 
 

Answer to taxi-cab meter: The commission report said two of the four most common methods to inflate fares involved 

electronic tampering to change the internal settings. The practice is called ''hyping'' or ''zapping'' the meter to run faster. 
The other two methods are mechanical, altering the pinion gear attached to the transmission and manipulating tire 
pressure or size.  
 

It is a great idea but just who is paying for the shuttle bus service from the parking structures to the Americana and the 
Galleria? [ED ï As a taxpayer, you are paying for it.]

LA Times: Bell Gardens City Councilman Mario Beltran pleaded not guilty Friday to charges that he embezzled more than 
$11,000 from his campaign funds to pay a defense attorney and expert witness in an unrelated criminal case. 
 

The Political Reform Act (the "Act") places certain restrictions on the receipt of gifts by public officials. The Act prohibits 
candidates and officials from receiving gifts of $390 or more in a calendar year from any reportable source. é In addition, 
the Act prohibits a public official from making, participating in making, or using his or her official position to influence a 
decision involving the donor of a gift valued at $390 or more in a 12-month period where the decision will have a 
foreseeable and material financial effect on the donor. (Section 87103.) Finally, gifts are reportable at $50 on the official's 
Statement of Economic Interest. In order to implement these requirements, the Commission has adopted a series of rules 
concerning valuation of gifts. However, there is no rule specific to the valuation of free air transportation 
 
City Attorney is being non-responsive in providing public records including the list of encumbered vehicles used as 
collateral for the MSB seismic retrofit. 
 
Public Records Request: Regarding the budget study session presentation on 4-29-08:  
1. On slide 4 it was shown that there was $5,000,000 as a decrease in claims accrual please provide documents 
indicating how that amount was derived and the claims that make up that amount.

April 23 at 10:30AM Truck 26 was changing a flag 
on the flag pole at Station 25, Chevy Chase and 
Verdugo. Their activity log shows at 1003 they 
were AOR (available on radio) and at 1119 they 
were AIQ (apparatus in quarters). The log did not 
show that they were unavailable with the aerial 
ladder extended. 
 
For those that count, the four firefighters, at most 
during the 24-hour period this Truck Company 
spent less than two hours on assignment. 
Overtime because the Capt didnôt start work until 
1230 instead of 0730 and two FFs didnôt start their 
0730 shifts until 9 hours later at 1630. The activity 
log does not tell when they get to a call and when 
they clear. This leads to an even greater lack of 
accountability. 
 
Tying up a $1Million piece of equipment and 4 first 
responders when a call to DPW or GWP for a 
cherry picker would have been the best 
administrative decision. If it was for training, there 
would have been additional equipment. 
Remember these are the highly paid personnel; 
and they wonôt even save the City money by 
cutting the grass. A savings of $35,000.
