FO”OWII"lg the ongoing Dave Weaver Dreaming of Roses, Inc. saga and the number of calls and email received from
people that assert their names have been used by Mr. Weaver without their permission, there was a review of the
documents provided by the Internal Revenue Service that indicate there is nothing in the Bylaws of Dreaming of Roses,
Inc. that would require any money to be raised or given to the City for reimbursement of the Rose Bowl Float expenses.
The complaint against Weaver will be coupled with a complaint to City Management for allowing the continued use of City
resources for his private purpose.

Th e City of Vallejo has filed for bankruptcy protection to deal with a ballooning budget deficit caused soaring

employee costs and declining tax revenue. The San Francisco Bay area suburb of about 120,000 residents is the largest
California city to declare bankruptcy. The City Council voted to authorize the city manager to file for bankruptcy on May 6
after months of failed negotiations with its public safety unions.

Several years ago, following up on a tip the Glendale Firefighters were using drugs acquired through the paramedic
program, we requested public documents indicating the use, storage, control and the type of drugs purchased for the
paramedic program. The City absolutely refused stating they were concerned that paramedics could be attacked for the
drugs on their ambulances. Quite interesting as the GFD sends four additional firefighters on each call for a paramedic.

What happened in Boston can happen here...

The two Boston firefighters that died in a fire in that city last October were under the influence of alcohol and cocaine. The
fire fighters union threatened to have the person that leaked the autopsy report prosecuted. Since that time it has come to
light that the firefighters union has been very adamant about no drug tests.

Then...”came the revelation that two firefighters killed in a West Roxbury restaurant fire had
intoxicants in their systems at the time (one alcohol above the legal limit to drive and the other
traces of cocaine). That put random drug and alcohol testing near the top of the city's
requirements for the new contract. The drug-related arrests of one firefighter out on disability and
another in a fire department vehicle raised the ante. And further complicating the picture is the
current federal probe of firefighters who temporarily sub for a higher-ranking member of the
department and have an untimely accident, bumping up their disability pensions.... The public has always viewed
firefighters as heroes. And many who serve this city truly are. But they are not well served by union leaders who won't
address issues of substance abuse and disability abuse without a financial give-back. And the taxpayers will demand
nothing less.” The Boston Herald. The problem with heroes lays the blame on the press. One reaction inside the BFD,
juxtaposed anonymous acknowledgment of substance abuse inside the department with this irate, on-the-record quote
from Captain Patrick Nichols, Payne and Cahill’'s former supervisor: “It’s not about me; it's about the family you shot in the
foot,” Nichols said of the press. “All the media is now all over this. [The families have] already gone through hell. This is a
lot of crap.” Blame everyone except the firefighters themselves.

It is predicted that the GFD under the direction of Chief Scoggins will say all the right things about how the FD will work to

cut overtime something that we heard from the last chief. Meanwhile overtime will continue to build
and the fire fighters will be at the top of the AN money tree again this year as they were the last two. In
October there will be ‘corrections’ to the budget m and NOTHING WILL CHANGE.

Given the complexity of your complaint, the Commission requires additional time to properly evaluate the allegations and to
determine whether full investigation is warranted. We appreciate your continued patience in this regard. You will be
notified in writing of the Commission's final determination as to whether a full investigation will be commenced.

FPPC - Behested Payments are those solicited by officials. These payments are not considered campaign
contributions or gifts, but are payments made at the "behest" of elected officials to be used for legislative, governmental or
charitable purposes. While state law limits the amount of campaign contributions and gifts, there are no limits on these so-
called "behested" payments. State law only requires the reporting of "behested" payments if they total $5,000 or more per
calendar year from a single source. There are no reporting requirements for payments up to $4,999.99. Officials must
report the "behested" payments within 30 days of the date they are made. This information is updated on a regular basis.
