Glendale Sewage Spill closes Long Beach Beach…A 1.75-mile stretch of beach in Long Beach was closed today 
because of a 16,000-gallon sewage spill that occurred in Glendale and entered the Los Angeles River, an official said. 
The beach is closed west of Belmont Pier to 3rd Place until further notice, Long Beach Health Officer Helene Calvet said. 
The sewage spill, which occurred about 6 p.m. Tuesday, likely did not seriously affect water quality, but the beach was 
closed as a precaution, Calvet said.

It is a wonder 
why anyone would show up to Council meetings when Dave 
Weaver called the police on someone that disagreed with him 
(this resulted in a lawsuit) and Weaver continues to say that if 
it was important then the public would show up.

Don‟t be afraid of a Council member. You have a right 
granted to you by the Ralph M Brown Act to speak before 
the Council on any item on the published agenda. During 
Oral Communications you can address any issue that is 
within the legislative authority of the Council. The only 
thing you need to do is submit a speaker card with your 
name and the agenda item on which you want to speak. 
You don‟t have to be a resident or a citizen. Of course, be 
polite.

 
As a Vanguardians „member‟ you have certain protections under 
the Federal Volunteers Act and under State law. Stand up – Speak 
out. Be aware of civilities and avoid personal attacks. We, the 
people, do not have to stoop to name calling, arrogance or threats 
of lawsuits as some of those on the dais have. The five men on the 

dais work for us…all of us…even the homeless, the poverty stricken and the disenfranchised.  
 
It is time that the elected officials and the local newspaper increased their vocabulary when it comes to descriptions of we 
denizens of the forest. 
 
When we „blame‟ a Council member for passing an ordinance we don‟t like, remember that it takes three to tango. That‟s 
right, three votes unless it is a zoning issue when it takes four. The question you should ask is, “What Council member 
requested this to be placed on the agenda?”  In the not so old days before we started really watching, the Council would 
decide in the „backroom‟ who would vote „yes‟  and who „no‟ so with unpopular legislation they could decide who will look 
good and who will be salvaged or savaged for the next election. Listen for solutions rather than complaints.

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This chart was prepared by Herbert Molano from public documents as a public service. It shows that historically salaries 

have outstripped Core Tax Revenue (property, sales and other taxes). When sales tax revenues don't increase, payroll 
increases nonetheless. And when sales tax or property tax increases in a big way, so do salaries and benefits increase in 
a big way. In other words, money that could then be used to build a municipal aquatic facility for youth (I've been 
proposing it since 2001) when times were good could have been built, but all the money was sucked out by hefty payroll 
increases.

On Tuesday evening when the Council began the process of approving $6.5M in new wage pacts with City employee 

unions, CM Yousefian attempted to engage the other four Council members in a discussion to reopen contracts. The 
silence was deafening. On Wednesday Vanguardians published a paid advertisement showing how much 523 people 
were paid in 2007, an amount that did NOT include the full taxpayer burden. See ad here.  Apparently the ad didn‟t sit 
well with Mayor Drayman and Council members Najarian and Weaver as mentioned in a Thursday article in the GNP 
There was no plot or conspiracy between Council member Yousefian and Vanguardians. Even though under section 
501(h) of the Internal Revenue Code we could lobby for a cause as many other advocacy groups do, lobbying was not 
involved as the ad was reportorial being after-the-fact. One of the goals of Vanguardians is to educate the public as to the 
Accountable Government issues.
