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FPPC Solicits Comments Defining Campaign Speech
Staff to discuss possible impacts of recent U.S. Supreme Court ruling

Sacramento CA --Staff of the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC), the state’s political watchdog agency,
is hosting an Interested Persons’ Meeting seeking input from individuals regulated by the Commission, political
reform groups and concerned Californians regarding the FPPC’s current interpretation of “express advocacy” on
Monday, July 19, 2010, at 10 a.m., in the 8th Floor Hearing Room at 428 J St. in Sacramento, CA.

“I've asked staff to convene this meeting so the Commission can benefit from a wide range of viewpoints prior to
making any decisions on this important subject,” said FPPC Chairman Dan Schnur. “Our goal is to collect as
much information as possible, so the Commission can provide guidance to campaigns going into the fall election
season.”

In political law there are two types of speech: issue advocacy and express advocacy. Issue advocacy informs the
public about matters unrelated to an election and the reporting required in California for this type of
communication is to file an online form identifying who paid for an advertisement costing $50,000 or more
featuring a candidate for state office that was distributed within 45 days of an election. Information about who is
required to file form E-530 is now available on the FPPC’s website.

Glendale CA — A Glendale City employee is attempting to circumvent Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) in assigning
handicap parking to disabled female employees. City parking manager is requiring that disabled employees bring in their
Handicap ID card for his approval, something that only a sworn peace officer can do. The employees have been told that
they cannot park in handicap parking that is for residents. Parking space is at a premium in the City garage as more
vehicles are assigned there. Glendale is treading on very thin ADA ice that could cost the taxpayers in the long run, said
Frank Coates DMV legal counsel.

It has been a busy week, On Tuesday | spoke at the Los Angeles Police Commission
regarding an issue of community safety. | had been there before but this time it was
different. LAPD Chief Charlie Beck was in active attendance. He made himself available
to those that wanted a meet and greet but the change | saw was absolutely positive.

During ‘public comments’ three people spoke. The first was a cab driver who spoke to
the fact that under former Chief Gates cab drivers worked with the LAPD as their eyes and ears and the
tradeoff was to overlook minor infractions. The driver wanted to re-create those days. Then a chap
spoke about a issue with the LAPD and the apartment building he lived in. Then | spoke.

What was different was when each of us finished speaking and we left the lectern, there was a
representative of the Chief’s office to get our contact information for a followup.

| spoke at 10:15 in the morning. At 4:30 | received a call from the Police Commission staff advising me
of the contact person who would be working on the issue. At 7:20 that evening | heard from the Chief’s
office providing additional information.

Chief Beck introduced the detectives and supervisors on the Grim Sleeper case. When he got to the
lab personnel he went through the department heads and supervisors. Then he said, “Now let me
introduce the people that actually did the work.” He was probably speaking about the bureacracy his
predecessor set up.

What a refreshing change from the normal bureaucratic stonewalling. As an example:

On May 7" we filed a PRA request with the Pasadena Unified School District and received an
acknowledging letter indicating that the information sought would be forthcoming. It didn’t come.
There are time limits on public records requests. The City of Glendale is quite familiar with what
happens when you disregard those limits, $18,000 worth. But | digress.

It took atrip to the PUSD and a meeting with a staffer, sixty days after our filing a PRA to get some
records in an hour and a half. However those records were not the right ones. A telephone meet and
confer may get us more of what we want. As of this writing they are weighing the options of providing
the imformation or risk expensive legal action.

Which is a perfect segue to the use of public records. Vanguardians is working with more community
groups that have been left to spin in the wind of mismanagement. The City of Bell is one of those. This
2.5 square mile city with a large Hispanic and foreign population has been put upon by the City
leadership. The City Manager is paid almost $800,000 a year with a 12% pay increase each July. The
exact amount is $787,637 for Chief Administrative Officer Robert Rizzo. Next highest is former
Glendale Police Chief Randy Adams at $457,000. Assistant City Manager Angela Spaccia makes
$376,288 annually and Council members get about $100,000 each. We have yet to get the pension
payments and to review the CAFR.

In Glendale the Council is a bit more discreet. They don’t pay themselves directly as they funnel the
money to developers by paying too much for open space; they reward the public safety unions and
then reap the rewards by precinct walks, endorsements and independent expenditures that a few
dollars could never buy. Then, of course, there was the $30K that Weaver got from the Americana,
Charter, Eagle and the GWP for the non-profit he owns. (Data from June 22, 2010 Council meeting and
form 82015.) There are several other methods that | can’t share, at this time.

The value and importance of NGO (Non Government Organizations) working on behalf of the local
community has been well established.
It came over the ticker minutes ago: Economic growth soars on manufacturing strength. GDP grew
26% in the quarter ended June 30. Compared to the same period a year earlier the economy expanded

By handing out the boot, the GFFA gives a two-punch impression that will knock

taxpayers silly. They appear as the most beneficent of public servants - They collect

money for the needy. They also appear strapped for cash, asiftheycoul dn"t af ford to
make a collection themselves out of their own funds. They effectively give a subliminal
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statement that they don“t make much money themsel ves.

Whoever concocted this golden PR image has got to charge the fire fighters association far more money. It is a
real gem. It's better than a military parade. It's better than polished brass or marching polished boots. It's PR
genius!

A week ago last Tuesday the GFFA helped sideline the debate on the economic downturn, by ensuring that their

city council members adhere to the pension agreement of 2001. They secured their egregious pension

takeaway. It wi |l remain untouched for them. That"s how th
every year for the rest of their lives, adjusted for inflation, of course.

This same month, as these firefighters are handing out the boot, the city would have to start thinking up ways of
jacking up the utility rates. Already the city is paying close to 34% of base wages to the pension system. It is
twenty million dollars more per year directly to CalPERS and millions more built into their salary. But there is not
enough tax money to pay for it. The council members have, in-effect, promised to extract more from the utility
rate-payers to pay for the financial shortfall these pensions have caused. Electricity or Water Utility rate payers

IT'S THE UNEMPLOYMENT, STUPID

There are lists, and there are damnable lists. We had George Carlin's seven forbidden words and now we can
claim Glendale's Seven Silent words: Unemployment, poverty, congestion, subsidies, drop-outs, disconnections,
bigotry. These words exist in Glendale all right, just don't ask any council member to acknowledge them or try to
do anything about them.

Take unemployment as a case in point. Ever hear this word at the Glendale Redevelopment Agency (GRA)
meetings? You don't know who they are. You don't know what they do. You don't know what this group can do
about local unemployment. The members are the same city council members, sitting on the same chairs, but
wearing different invisible hats and trying to be invisible to the public. If no one from the public shows up to watch
their deliberations, the better. What city board or commission wants to be held accountable to the public
anyway?

The GRA has the task of initiating economic development through the removal of blight conditions or
underperforming economic areas. The goals of the GRA are to increase the property tax base and the sales
taxes it can collect. But as those who know how this city works, most of the sales tax increases and property tax
increases in the city goes right into the city's increasing payroll and pensions. You would imagine that at least
some effort would be made to increase the employment of city residents. But no one really cares. That's why the
most recent gift from the federal government stimulus package has not been linked to city employment.

Glendale is spending 20 million dollars borrowed from the Chinese by the Federal Government and passed

down to the GWP, then added 50 million dollars borrowed from municipal bond holders for a major project to

upgrade its electric and water metering system. With tens
major hiring effort of local unemployed electricians, plumbers, and apprentices would be hot on the list of city

priorities. But that's not the way of the city council AKA Redevelopment Agency members think. Creating a

registry of unemployed, a database of resumes, funding youth employment opportunities out of its own general

fund, or simply evaluating the city's economic vitality seems totally out of reach. The RDA would rather open and



close its meetings without any discussion whatsoever than ask the staff for periodic reports on the local
economy.

Want to find a local answer as to why Obama's stimulus package is having little effect? Look no further than
: hundreds if not thousands of cities, wasting the money, or

There was a time when accomplished businessmen or women
would run for political office and put their experience to work.
They knew how to control costs and were used to demanding
accountability. But it seems as if those days are long gone.
The resumes of the current council members are just too thin
in experience and not very robust educationally. Najarian's
resume gives the appearance of some educational rigor, but,
to me, he seems just too focused in finding an angle for his
own enrichment. Give him an opportunity to promote a developer's project, and you'll find him glad-handing and
back-slapping them when they come to the GRA meetings. As for Glendale's unemployed, I'd be hard pressed to
find the word used at all when he chaired the agency.

About once or twice per month, | go to the GRA meetings and challenge them to report on local economic
conditions. They should tell us how many store fronts are shuttered in the city or in key economic areas like
Brand Blvd. I've challenged them to report on the number of local jobs created by the GRA efforts for each of the
past few years. I've urged them to compare Brand Blvd to Colorado Blvd activity in Pasadena and find why their
economy is more vibrant and effective. No dice. The councilmen as GRA members may give a little
acknowledgment to my words as if saying, "That's sounds interesting, let's do that." But the city management
has other plans. They have not been accountable to anyone before, why start now? No point going down that
slippery slope of having to report on actual performance. If the councilmen don't behave, their pet projects for
their favorite developers may get bogged down in a bureaucratic labyrinth.

Folks, from all my observations, this city is run by three employee unions for their own economic benefit. The

GFFA, the GPD and the GMA run the show, and everyone else, including the council members, are there for the

ride. Just pull out your checkbook and pay the taxes and the fees. As for the unemployed taxpayer, | asked

Weaver that question a few months ago. His reply was that
government job like he did.

Replicate this political mindset across the country, and you'll find the reason why we won't get out of the
recession any time soon. HERBERT MOLANO

It is now evident how a salary of $130,000 for a fire fighter or a $180,000 salary for a fire captain is not a rare
payroll event. It's come to be expected and the employees now feel entitled to those unrealistic levels. While
other cities control their overtime expenses (Seattle limit 5% of annual pay) there is no real incentive to hold
down costs in Glendale and there is, rather, an incentive to manipulate sick leave and other administrative leave
days to allow others to increase their overtime. Such practices add tens of thousands of dollars to the base pay
of the employee.

Not only are fire fighters free from the possibility of
Economic downturns have no impact on their annual increases.

The quality of the service, the effectiveness of the employees, the efficacy of the management is not covered in
this review. If the city council demanded a quality evaluation or a cost performance evaluation, we would know if
the public is getting services that are justified by the increased costs. But, there is no accountability required now
nor in the foreseeable future.

There is a significant level of public and official denial that allows such a huge portion of the city budget to remain
without accountability. For now we are left with just a belief system on accountability and an unsustainable
pension burden (34%) that is bound to increase even more in the coming years. The cost of faith will bankrupt

AN UGLY DISPLAY OF REAL POLITIC IN THE BAY

San Francisco's Mayor Gavin Newsom's recent move to exclude police and fire employees from
Jeff Adachi's Smart Reform Initiative that is slated to be voted on by the public this November is a
clear case of why true pension reform cannot be delivered by elected officials. In a mixed system
like San Francisco's the voters get to decide on some aspects of a pension package and the
elected officials, in the case Newsom who is looking to raise money from police and fire unions for
his race for the Lieutenant Governor's seat, used his ability to disembowel it before it ever got to the
voters. Fortunately the cameras were on...again.

What happened this week is not a surprise to those who understand not only the dynamics of the political system
but also the base way that the Mayor of San Francisco operates. The reform minded voters of San Francisco,
many of whom originally supported him, have been treated like one of his former campaign managers, used,
violated and cast aside while Newsom in a cold, calculated and insensitive way chases the campaign dollars that
he thinks are necessary to get him to the next political level, statewide office. What the Mayor did not take into
account in his real-politic calculations speaks volumes about his blind side, and probably will marginalize his
chances of achieving higher office.

As we all know, Mr Newsom took it hard when he failed to make a serious run as the
Democratic nominee in the upcoming governor's race. What really wiped out his
chances were his high negative ratings by the public after being caught in an affair with
his campaign manager's wife. The act underscored the worse perceptions that the
public often harbor for elected officials with regards to not being trustworthy. What the
Mayor did was claim that he suffered from the all too common “addictive personality' and
dropped off the radar until the news cycle changed its focus. When the coast was clear
he sought to salvage his ambitions for statewide office with the booby prize, the
Lieutenant Governor's seat, but that cost money.

The truth is that Mr Newsom miscalculated about the high negatives he would again garner from the voters in
San Francisco by moving to gut much of the reform effort in their city the week in order to extract campaign
contributions from police and fire unions. Again the tag of “not being trust worthy' will hang around him, this time
not with regards to his personal life (which progressives in San Francisco might forgive) but rather in his public
policy, which many civic minded San Franciscans will not. Gavin Newsom is still not off the damaged goods
rack and is now in danger of becoming yesterday's man as voters across the state wake up to the bill for allowing
cold, calculating and self aggrandizing characters like him too close to the levers of power. Charisma and good
looks will only get you so far, eventually every one's ugly acts catch up with them.

EMPLOYEE ORGANIZATIONS act allows union members to have their dues go to Vanguardians -- (¢c) An
employee who is a member of a bona fide religion, body, or sect that has historically held conscientious
objections to joining or financially supporting public employee organizations shall not be required to join or
financially support a public employee organization as a condition of employment. The employee may be required,
in lieu of periodic dues, initiation fees, or agency shop fees, to pay sums equal to the dues, initiation fees, or
agency shop fees to a nonreligious, nonlabor charitable fund exempt from taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code.
