Board of Equalization Announces CARS Rebate Not Subject to Sales and Use Tax The California State Board 
of Equalization (BOE) today announced that rebates under the new Car Allowance Rebate System (CARS) 
program are exempt from California sales and use tax.  The CARS rebates, paid by the U.S. Department of 
Transportation‟s National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), are considered nontaxable sales to the 
U.S. government.  Also referred to as “Cash for Clunkers”, the new buyer incentive CARS program is intended to 
encourage consumers who own an older, „gas guzzler‟ car or truck to purchase or lease a new, more fuel-efficient 
vehicle. The CARS program runs from July 1, 2009 through November 1, 2009.

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LM:  Does the city of Glendale and specifically, the Cityôs Council support a cultured way of living for its residents? 
What do you see as the main threat to art, music and theater in Glendale?  

HM:  For a city with an 800 million dollar budget and over 200,000 residents, Glendale is woefully 
unresponsive to providing a cultural environment commensurate with its new stature. Think about it. 
The city of Venice (in Italy not by Marina del Rey) was world renown when they had a similar 
population. But we don't need to go that far. Pasadena has a long and proud history of civic cultural 
involvement that is part of their DNA. We truly need to approximate somehow their level of success.    

LM:  In the Cityôs gossip rag, ñGlendale Family Jewelsò (http://glendalefamilyjewels.blogspot.com/), occasionally 
your name can be seen in the comments section, dragged through the mudéanonymously, of course. Though the 
blogôs mission statement is to provide a forum for ñall residents and stakeholders to read and opine about news and 
information relating to the Jewel Cityò do you feel greater truths about city officials and the public alike are aired 
out in that forum as opposed to City Council meetings or that not much is actually being said?  

HM:  I've read the blog and it doesn't sound like a place for reasoned discussion of the issues. But then, blogs were 
not designed to do that. They want to promote an ethics commission, an idea that I support fully. The city council 
rarely demonstrates their willingness to debate the issues even during agenda items where the Brown act permits 
it. The city needs a regular forum where experts, not beholden to the city, can truly debate the pros and cons of 
various critical issues. The city commissioners often have too many financial ties with the city, or may feel 
intimidated by their assigned staff. The whole commission selection, structure, methods and processes need a 
major overhaul. 

LM:  There was a lot of heat in this last election over possible voter fraud. You and several others made claims that 
the ANC was telling people (specifically, the Armenian elderly) who to vote for in the April 2009 city elections. Now 
that the dust has settled, do you still feel that fraud was committed? Was there proof and what is the current status 
on the issue?  

HM:  I feel strongly that the ANC (Armenian National Committee chapter in Glendale) lost significant credibility this 
past election. They went all out to re-elect Najarian with heavy-handed practices that, in my opinion, insulted the 
democratic process and left many observers of their tactics quite indignant and dismayed. I spent Election Day at 
three different polling locations where elderly Armenian voters came to vote. Many did not have a clue on which 
way the ballots were written let alone be able to read the names in an alphabet they did not know. The names of 
the candidates on the ballot should have been written phonetically in the Armenian alphabet to allow voters to vote 
without direct assistance from ANC staff at the polls. We know that such electioneering tactics are common 
elsewhere in the nation, but for an organization that wants to engender trust and empathy to Armenian causes, 
those tactics can't possibly be aligned with their mission statement. I wonder if their national organization approves 
of such practices or is aware of the divisiveness it has engendered in Glendale - even in their own ethnic 
communities.  

LM:  Public corruption is not new to the greater Los Angeles area, yet often times anyone who speaks on a regular 
basis about issues in the City is called a conspiracy theorist. Why do you think that is, and what have you found 
that grounds your claims of corruption, or at least negligence in the council? 

HM:  How can you evaluate the intelligence of an octopus? How do you know that there is water on the surface of 
Mars? These questions pose a similar problem to the issue of corruption. It's very difficult to prove it directly, but 
you can structure events and conditions that lead you to a fairly reasonable conclusion. Ponder this thought for a 
minute. The results of a city budget should be measured in outcomes based on the quality of life results we expect - 
Reduced traffic congestion, greater parkland, enhanced cultural amenities, improved opportunities for youth jobs 
and activities, reduction in the sources of crime, safer streets, etc. Yet getting a commitment to measure these 
outcomes yearly has been a real hard struggle.  

On the other hand, many current and past council members seem to have a close comradery with each 
major local developer.  Councilmen expect a seat in the Redevelopment Agency and the Housing Authority where 
monetary favors in the millions of dollars are easier to make. Makes you wonder, doesn't it? It is easy to spend 
taxpayer money, especially when public oversight is negligible. Keep the nosy activists away and the tentacles of 
corruption can grasp that taxpayer's money or those special favors much more easily. Here is a suggested test of 
that hypothesis. Request that a public accounting firm report yearly to the public on the changes in the net worth of 
each council person and disclose the source of that change. Then check the response.  

LM: What are your hopes for the future?

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HM: I'd like to persuade the city manager and at least three department heads in the city move towards an 
evidenced-based, outcomes-based management culture that reports to the general public regularly. Within two 
years, I'd like to establish a new, energized public advocacy organization to enroll at least 50 new involved 
stakeholders. We need people of merit use their professional experience to help review the city's performance and 
advocate for improvements in their areas of expertise. I'd like to find an electoral solution to the problem of council 
candidates becoming beholden to employee-union-driven election results. 

 I believe that now I understand why, and I'd like to put that knowledge to good use.

 What is wrong? Simple, the government worker unions have learned how to lobby and cultivate 
their bosses, much to our collective chagrin. 
 When I moved from the midwest to southern California several decades ago I left a strong union 
environment and since being a California resident I have learned how much avarice the unions have. 
They do know how to negotiate and spend their money to keep the chickens laying the golden eggs.  
 Is there something we can do? Absolutely! Vote out of office every union lackey and encourage 
California to do away with Civil Service and the Closed Shop for Government workers. 
  

¶ Speaking to the Council during an official meeting is a challenge to some. First off, you may speak on 
any item on the agenda, for instance, the Consent Calendar and you may speak on any item NOT on the 
agenda during Oral Communications provided that speech must fall within the jurisdiction of the 
legislative body. My suggestion is to reference the facts and draw your conclusions from them on which 
you base your opinions. A fact is not, “I heard it from my very best friend and she wouldn‟t lie to me.” I 
would also present the issue and a possible solution to the issue or ask a question and hope an answer 
will be provided. 

 

¶ “Where are you Barry? We don‟t see you at Council meetings.” I have been getting a lot of calls 
asking. Here is what is happening. Vanguardians is getting legs and a number of people in other 
communities are asking for help in establishing a chapter in their community or for their school board. 
Vanguardians is a grass roots organization that watches over local government for fiscal accountability. 
We have been training people on the Brown Act, the Political Reform Act and the California Public 
Records Act. We have been teaching advocacy, analysis and searching for records. It is a very time 
consuming task but I know that the reward will be in accountable governments that use metrics to 
measure their achievements. Soon we will start interviewing for a Glendale Chapter Chair who will take 
over the operations and publication oversight for Glendale.   

 

¶ The City Officials have once again punished the Glendale Community by preparing layoff notices for 
three police officers. The Police Department cut its overtime budget; they have been responsive to the 
community needs; but they havenôt come to the elected officials with bags of money and support. They 
donôt walk the streets looking for votes as does the Fire Fighters Union and PAC.  
 Bruce Philpott gave a reasoned dissertation about cutting one person from a rig without impairing 
safety or response times or reducing staff. His program would have cut millions of dollars of overtime.  
Look at those on the dais. They are your friends, people you have elected to make these decisions. 
People with little or no experience in running a city. That is why they turn to the City Manager who 
guides them with his expertise. He wants to have people elected who wonôt challenge him. 
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    Philpott also suggested that the Battalion Chiefsô Driver, Adjutant. Aide or whatever name is given, be 
eliminated. Gendale, by adopting good building codes, has reduced the need for a huge staff to be 
available to go to a multi-alarm structure fire. The residents served by County Fire have never 
complained abut 3 people on a rig.         BARRY ALLEN

Commentary:  Annual Funding for Glendale‟s Quality of Life Indicators 

– A moral imperative –  
 

In our society, when we have a consensus that an action is morally reprehensible and causes harm, 
we codify it into law (as criminal) especially if the contributor to the harm has done so directly and 
was capable of foreseeing the harm – he is a positive agent to the outcome. 
  As a society we also codify as criminal some actions that, although not intended to cause 
harm, do so anyway as a result of negligence or inaction. That is particularly the case if a negative 
outcome can reasonably be foreseen. 

  Our society also adopts moral actions by codifying them into law programs that reduce harm but are not 
derived from negligence or direct causation. The moral imperative of these programs is strong enough that society 
imposes a tax on the public to fund initiatives to promote the reduction of foreseeable 
harm. Anti-poverty programs and emergency medical care funding are two examples. 
We provide funds to assist families who become destitute and wind up living on the 
street. We fund emergency medical care irrespective of the patient‟s ability to pay. 
  What often happens in government is that we lose sight of the moral 
constructs that shape our policies when apparently conflicting situations arise, as 
when there are insufficient public revenues, or when competing political interests vie 
for those limited funds. 
  We can shed light on this problem through two examples.  
  First imagine that you have leased a summer home and as a condition to a 
significantly reduced fee, you agree to make house repairs if damage should occur. A 
few days after arriving, you hear water dripping behind the living room wall but choose 
not to investigate. A week later you see dampness on the wall but instead of 
investigating the problem, you simply move the sofa in front of it. A few days later you 
begin to smell a musty odor coming from the wall and notice a darkening of the area that is damp. Mold is now 
growing on the wall but it is covered by the furniture. 
  A month later you get a visit by your daughter and her child who is left on a bassinet next to the sofa. A fan 
is placed next to the child to keep him cool but spores from the mold are inhaled by the child. Soon thereafter the 
child gets sick but the parents assume it is simply a cold. The child dies a few days later from complications arising 
from the spores.  
  Second example: As a member of the city council you become aware that more and more children are at 
risk as economic conditions cause an increase in divorce and child abuse. You can move to allocate funds to study 
the scope of the problem, but choose to spend the funds elsewhere.  
  Local agencies then tell you of an increase in graffiti – a leading indicator of a rising gang problem. You 
fund, instead, programs to paint over the graffiti. A few years pass by and the increase in gang activity shows up in 
occasional drive-by shootings. 
  Your daughter, who has come to visit you for the summer, stops at a convenience store to buy gas for her 
car and diapers for her child. Nearby, a drive-by shooting takes place and a stray bullet strikes your grandchild who 
dies at the scene. 
  As news of this event becomes public, an investigation of the growing gang problem is initiated. It is 
discovered that money earmarked for gang prevention and to address the needs of children at risk was re-directed 
to increased salaries and pension benefits to groups who supported the election of the councilman.  
  The question now becomes one of assessing the level of culpability to the councilman through his action or 
inaction. We discover that the councilman also promoted the reduction in funding to programs that would measure 
the trends in societal problems like families at risk and the incidences of gang activity. 
  Could the actions of the councilman have been reasonably foreseen in the death of his grandchild? Could 
he have reasonably foreseen the impact of his inaction to the community by ignoring the deteriorating social 
conditions of the city?

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  Since the insufficient funding of societal programs was motivated by a personal benefit (Transferring 
money to benefit political supporters,) can we then suggest that although the councilman‟s actions were not 
motivated to do harm, the harm could have been foreseen? How can we weigh a public harm derived from an 
expectation of a personal benefit?   
  As a society, we seem to focus on harm when it is the result of direct and intentional causation by 
someone‟s actions. It is punished more severely when those actions arise from the intended personal financial 
benefit of the instigator. 
  But we ascribe lesser culpability to neglect. When the neglect is purposeful – as in moving the furniture to 
cover up the mold, painting over graffiti without addressing its causes, or preventing the measurement of 
problematic societal trends, then the moral distinction becomes clearer.  
  Failure to fund the actions that would lead to more public awareness of societal problems is purposeful 
inaction that leads to foreseeable harm. As such, failure to fund the yearly compilation of Quality-of-Life indicators, 
(The city‟s only structured program to collect comprehensive societal trends.) is a morally reprehensible act that we 
must not accept.  
  Our expectations to demand the right moral choices by council members are justified on ethical principles 
alone. But, our failure to act to correct moral indiscretions by elected leaders makes us - the voting public, and 
public employee unions, indirect contributors to the outcomes we now experience. We are morally bound to correct 
this deficiency. The Quality-of-Life indicators program must be annually funded and become an integral part of the 
city's annual budget.    HERBERT MOLANO 
 

Commentary II: HOW A CHEATING CULTURE ROBS US OF HEALTH CARE FOR ALL 
Is the single-payer national health program the Rx for a sick society? Morally, I am inclined to support the views of 
Sharon Weisman (GNP July 27) to find the solution to the current for-profit health insurance mess with a more 
equitable system run by the government. But I have some significant misgivings about the abuses that such a 
system can bring. The choices are not easy and neither is the answer to the problem.  
  For-profit health insurance is promoted by conservatives as the righteous system that is more aligned with 
the character of America as a free-market economy where the invisible hand of market forces shape both prices, 
choices and quality. The free-market and competition works wonderfully for consumer goods where customers are 
free to pick and choose products and where competing manufacturers are not restricted by artificial barriers to 
entry. Ergo the success of the iPod, the iPhone and the increasing power of new technology with the amazing 
reduction in prices. Here the free market triumphs. 
  But, health care choices are not in the realm of free-market economics. They are severely limited and 
constrained. Costs are not easily contained, and abuses by patients, doctors, and health-care CEOs abound. 
Health-care, and to a great extent the health-care industry, has become the epitome of a cheating culture with 
unstoppable escalating costs passed on to employers, patients, and taxpayers. (See DOJ 631 settlement against 
HCA: http://www.usdoj.gov/opa/pr/2003/June/03_civ_386.htm)  
  Today‟s access to non-public health care depends on employment. There is no logical reason why such a 
private benefit should be tied to it or dependent on it. A significant portion of the health problems we face is due to 
genetic pre-dispositions we cannot control. Another major cause of health problems is due to apparent life-style 
choices which many of us seem unable to control – Obesity, smoking, drug addiction, a sedentary life-style, stress, 
unhealthful diets, accidents etc. There is no logical reason why health care availability should be tied to the 
employer. 
  The quality of the health-care insurance choices an employer provides is dependent on that employer‟s 
profitability and competitive position. If an American-based business competes with a foreign supplier, where 
medical insurance is not part of their burden, that entity is less competitive. The less competitive American 
businesses are the fewer jobs they can provide and the availability of health insurance is then denied to those who 
can‟t get jobs. It is a sinister system. Without an employer, patients can be denied coverage. Insurers can then 
select for coverage only those without a pre-existing medical condition. 
  On the other hand, public health programs are more egalitarian. But without rigorous controls, it becomes 
rife with cheating and abuses as is the case with Medicare today. With public health insurance, the power of public 
employee unions can then be directed at legislating policies to their benefit. That is the apparent case with 
Glendale‟s own limited role in providing health care – The Emergency Health Services – The paramedics of the Fire 
Department.  
  They have been successful in promoting legislation at the state level that limits the city‟s ability to control 
costs. They also have been successful in avoiding accountability to performance measures such as accounting for 
survivability rates of patients they attend to.  
  As public unions become more politically powerful they push to escalate their pay and pension benefits to 
unsustainable levels. How will such self-serving political gambits play out with a national health insurance? Will 
hundreds of thousands of nurses ask for retirement at age 50 with 90% of their last salary? That is the current 
benefit Fire Fighters extracted from local politicians.  

The views from the political left come from an egalitarian perspective that is moral, empathic, but naïve. 
The views from the political right come from a self-centered perspective that is extremely unfair, has little empathy, 
and ignores that, as a nation, we have common interests in sustaining a better life for all citizens.

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  We must find a solution to a pervasive health-care problem that causes needless suffering and is 
bankrupting this country. But it is my opinion that the path to a solution must start with a deep self-reflection of an 
ingrained cheating culture that is tearing the fabric of this nation.
