The Mayor permitted an attorney to speak out of order to talk about his client, who is a City employee with
a good work record, regarding allegations of abuse by the Glendale Police Department. Dr.Espiritu
displayed a blog from You Tube showing clips about GPD officers taking to task a You Tube poster. Then
a young hispanic man spoke about being jailed several times without charges being filed against him. He
reportedly is the person who took pictures of on-duty police officers which is a 1% Amendment right. This
follows personnel lawsuits about discrimination; disicpline about the display of a discriminatory flyer and
other issues that will prove costly to the City. Mayor Drayman wants to consider a police committee. Watch for the
discussion at a 10:30 AM Study Session on August 26.

City Treasurer Borucki acknowledged the City investment portfolio dropped $14.5M based on the City spending down the
reserves. Liquid funds are invested by the Treasurer. He can only invest the available money and then must monitor the
forecast of the monthly needs to pay the bills. The Treasurer was unable to address the real cost of the $78,000,000 of
GWP bonds issued earlier this year.

Below is the direct link to a 13 page document that has the FY 08/09 salaries of all Glendale city
employees. There are 6 salary steps. | would estimate that 97% of employees are at the top step.
The salary figures represent base level amounts and do not reflect any additional compensation
obligations that are specified in employee contracts. The figures are monthly base levels only. If you
are like me, you will need a calculator to get the annual amounts. Some of the classifications,
including all sworn public safety personnel, have many add-ons, such as having a two or four year college degree, or
being bilingual. In the fire department, if you work normal office hours, you receive an additional 11% above base salary.
About 45% of all firefighters are certified paramedics and receive an additional 16% above base salary. There are too
many add-on’s to list here.

These salaries also do not reflect any overtime. In the fire department last year, firefighters averaged $30,000 in
overtime. A firefighter only has to work two additional shifts per month to make that amount of overtime in a year. Police
officers received about $8000 each in overtime last year. The police department has a reserve component that helps
reduce overtime. The fire department, which is a more suitable operation for reserves has none, in spite of the fact that
75% of all fire departments in the entire country have reserves or volunteers (same thing). The reason why the fire
department does not have a reserve program is that its union has been very successful in endorsing and funding council
races. It is not in their financial best interest to have a reserve program. In 1998, the Los Angeles Area Fire Chiefs
published a statement endorsing the use of reserve firefighters to reduce out-of-control overtime. That was ten years ago
and the matter has gotten much worse. The political influence of the fire union trumps fiscal common sense to the
detriment of the public and taxpayer. Bruce Philpott

HIDING REALITY: Ostrich-like, the City Council and City Management have this belief that if they
don’t talk about it, the public will never know the reality of how bad the issue is. The problem is:
there are some people that won’t accept that perverse logic. Back in 2007 a police employee posted
a flyer in the GPD headquarters that some thought was funny and others thought was demeaning of
a particular group. Dr. Espiritu, a frequent speaker at City meetings, told the public about it a year
later and now has been subpoenaed to find out how he got his information. Not once but twice the
public saw on Tuesday night the result of racial profiling and retaliation by the GPD. The issues about the fire department
lack of accountability were brought up by Bruce Philpott and today, rather than face the truth, the GFD management has
gone into denial of the facts. City Management knew about the Pasadena Weekly article shortly after publication in June.
A month later | brought it up at a Council meeting and was given my comeuppance by the Mayor. Previously there was
the tree issue that lay dormant until John & Ken and Steve Lopez brought it into the open. Bob Yousefian tried to make it
public from the dais and was shushed by his colleagues. Today | heard of another $75,000 settlement of a police
profiling lawsuit. The unnecessary closed sessions help perpetuate the cover up from reality. It is time to come out of the
closet and confront the issues. Council needs to take a leadership position with Management and deal with the issues
that are perpetuated by the lack of good role modeling on their part.

Most of the documents used were obtained under the California Public Records Act...so important that it is guaranteed
by the California Constitution. One can only wonder the motivation of an organized group attacking a Constitutional
guarantee to shut down Vanguardians that stands for the rights of the community, shining the spotlight of open and
transparent government for us all to see, especially when the government wants to hide these issues in closed sessions.

WHO IS BARRY ALLEN - what makes him tick -- starts back in 1900 because we are products of our heritage.

My father was born that year in the part of the world that drifted between Russia and Poland. He was the youngest of his
six sisters and brother. They emigrated together to America in 1906 as a result of the pogroms of Jews in Odessa which
was the most serious pogrom of the period with reports of 2,500 Jews killed. 3]

At Ellis Island the family name was changed from Zabludovsky to Silverman. My grandparents, aunts, uncle and my Dad
moved to Detroit, Michigan. Dad graduated High School at 16. He wanted to become an engineer. His professor said he
wouldn’t be able to get a job because he was a Jew. Instead eight years later he became a PhyS|C|an and Surgeon
opening a clinic and surgery at age 24 in a mixed use building as he and my mother lived on the 3" floor, his clinic on the
first floor with the surgery on the 2nd. When he started his practice he changed his name again so his patients could
easier find him in the phone book. A marketing tool.

In Henry Ford land, Jewish General Practitioners were not given staff privileges at any hospital. In 1942 my father, his
brother-in-law and 4 other Jewish GPs started a hospital, North Detroit General, to which Jewish doctors could send their
patients regardless of their ability to pay, their ethnicity, religion or color. Things that today we take for granted.

| was born in 1940 with Peter's Anomaly. Moving from Detroit to Southfield and changing schools at the 3% and 4" grade
level, | was subjected to taunts and fights because | wore glasses and did not go to the mandatory Christian churches. In
1952 before Southfield Michigan had a high school, students including my brother were bussed to Highland Park HS.
Leola Jones was high school age but the Southfield School Board refused to bus her to Highland Park High School, until
Dad threatened them with a Civil Rights lawsuit. The Board capitulated and Leola joined my brother Jay on the bus trip.

Meanwhile | found out that being Jewish meant that the kids in school thought | had killed Christ. Then they looked for
the horns on my head. | was the only Jew in the entire school district. Discrimination knew no bounds. | was recently
invited to the 50" High School reunion by the same kids that discriminated against me. They said they had changed.
Why did they move the reunion 40 miles away from the High School? Because the area is black now. The discrimination
was still there, just a different target. In Glendale, the discrimination is still here...just a different target. More next week.

RETALIATION: Is it real? You better believe it. Let's not forget about the phone call made to start the ball rolling to
muzzle and discredit me.

When Ara
Najarian was Mayor, he asked people who feared intimidation and retaliation to come forward. He was well meaning but
wasn't looking at it from the standpoint of a whistleblower. Feel confident to continue to share with Vanguardians. We are
protected by the media shield.

“‘Gimme more,” is the cry we hear from the Governor, Caltrans, the MTA and even the City of
Glendale where there was a budget trimming to make up for a $10,000,000 budget deficit resulting
in closing a library and reducing hours at the Central Library; pulling school resource officers from
the schools and further reducing services to the community. Was there a whisper, a murmur or any
sound at all by those sitting on the dais to cut expenses, to reduce payroll, to reduce benefits, to
close the Employee Health Services? No! In order to further reduce the work load of the employees, Management wants
a budget administrator to oversee the budget process that has been overlooked by Management. Several years ago |
spoke at a budget session pointing out that on the Fire Department Budget 1 person was going to be paid almost
$500,000. It took two weeks to correct the error that would have been put in the budget because many on the dais didn’t
and still don’t understand a budget. As some Council members go belly-to-belly with employees whispering in their ear
that pay raises are coming, it is the public that pays and gets little in return. We need elected officials that understand
and question the numbers...like why is there less money to invest? How much will this bond issue cost over its life? Or
why do management level employees get overtime? It is time to change the mantra of, “Gimme more,’ to “let’s be fiscally
conservative and start cutting expenditures that only benefit the employees.” That takes a concerned, knowledgeable
public. How will the City cope with sales tax decreases especially from the car dealers because of the recession? How
will they respond when the Utility Users Tax is found unconstitutional and the City has to adjust about $20,000,000?

Kempton v. City of Los Angeles, No. B201128: In a complaint against a city by plaintifi-homeowner requesting action to remove
fences on neighbor's property, grant of motion for judgment on the pleadings without leave to amend in favor of defendant city is
reversed with directions to grant plaintiffs leave to amend their complaint to allege a cause of action for nuisance where: 1) blocking a
public sidewalk constitutes a public nuisance per se; 2) a private individual may bring an action against a municipality to abate a public
nuisance when the individual suffers harm that is specially injurious to himself; and 3) even were a claim required in order to seek
equitable relief, plaintiffs have met their burden of alleging facts in this claim which placed city on notice to adequately investigate the
alleged nuisance.
