Isn't common sense actually running the numbers and seeing what long-term growth there has been in
property taxes since Prop. 13 passed in 19787 Doesn't common sense dictate a reliance on numbers instead
of anecdotes? And what are those numbers? To borrow from a past post on www.Caltax.org research

So since just after Prop 13 took effect, total property tax revenue has increased 503 percent. During the same span, population has
gone from 24 million to 38 million -- an increase of 58 percent. And over the same time span as the revenue data above, the
Consumer Price Index -- which gauges inflation -- went from 88 to 203, a 131 percent increase.

So property tax revenue has gone up by more than double the combined rate of population increase and inflation since 13 took effect.
Even if you think the inflation gauge is inaccurate because it doesn't include the recent energy price spike, property tax revenue has
still gone up by much more than the combined rate of population increase and inflation.

From the Daily News: Have taxpayers resigned themselves to pension-spiking at their expense? They shouldn't. But it's still going on.
The latest example is the Orange County city of Fullerton, where, behind closed doors, politicians have been negotiating a 25 percent
retroactive increase in pensions for city employees. Twenty-five percent! Retroactively!

"Negotiating” is a ridiculous term for what's been going on, which is raw self-dealing. Everybody involved gets benefits, from the
elected politicians, who expect help at election time to city "negotiators," who, of course, will get the 25 percent increase, too.

Unfortunately, throughout California, this goes on all the time. Politicians happily give exorbitant pension packages - unheard of in the
private sector - to the public-employee unions that bankroll their campaigns. Meanwhile, taxpayers seldom notice, because the cost
won't materialize until current employees retire, and future generations are stuck with the tab. The employees are guaranteed a net
return on their pension. So if the Stock market sinks, the taxpayers are hit for the difference. It a no lose proposition unavailable to
taxpayer suckers.

FROM California First Amendment Coalition — CFAC: Computers in Public Meetings

Q: In both the Board of Supervisors meeting and the other committee meetings, members appear to be either accessing data or
emailing others. They have computer in front of them. Could this be a violation of the Brown Act? Or any other open meeting law?
None of what going with the computers appears to the public, so those messages can be viewed, or in the minutes.

A: If the members of the board of supervisors are using the computers to communicate with each other via email, and such

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communication involves matters that are within the subject matter jurisdiction of the board, such communication would constitute a
violation of the serial meetings prohibition of the Brown Act.

The Brown Act defines a "meeting” as "a congregation of a majority of the members of a legislative body at the same time and place . .
. to hear, discuss, or deliberate on any item that is within the subject matter jurisdiction of the legislative body." Gov't Code §
54952.2(a). The serial meeting prohibition in the Brown Act, which was recently amended, provides that "[a] majority of the members
of a legislative body shall not, outside a meeting authorized by this chapter, use a series of communications of any kind, directly or
through intermediaries, to discuss, deliberate, or take action on any item of business that is within the subject matter jurisdiction of the
legislative body." Gov't Code § 54952.2(b).

The Attorney General takes the position that a serial meeting may occur where there is a chain of communications (A communicates
with B, B communicates with C, and so on), and/or when one intermediary acts as the hub of a wheel and communicates individually
with the various spokes (i.e., board members A, B, C, etc). The Attorney General states:

"In construing these terms, one should be mindful of the ultimate purposes of the Act -- to provide the public with an opportunity to
monitor and participate in decision-making processes of boards and commissions. ... Conversations which advance or clarify a
member's understanding of an issue, or facilitate an agreement or compromise among members, or advance the ultimate resolution of
an issue, are all examples of communications which contribute to the development of a concurrence as to action to be taken by the
legislative body."The Brown Act: Open Meetings for Local Legislative Bodies, p. 12 (Cal. Atty General's Office 2003).

You might want to submit a request under the Public Records Act (PRA) for any emails that were sent and received by
the members of the board during the meetings so that you can determine whether a violation of the Brown Act has
occurred. The PRA guarantees the public's right to inspect and obtain copies of documents collected or maintained by
state or local agencies. The right to inspect and copy the records is presumed, unless some exemption of the PRA
applies. Gov't Code § 6253(b). The PRA defines "public records" as including "any writing containing information
relating to the conduct of the public's business prepared, owned, used, or retained by any state or local agency
regardless of physical form or characteristics.” Govt. Code Section 6252. Although purely personal emails may be
exempt under the PRA, e-mail correspondence relating to the business of the board would likely be subject to
disclosure under the PRA.

When the incident was all said and done, claimant received 6 stitches for his broken nose and 7
stitches for his split chin and lip. Claimant is seeking unspecified damages for this seeming gross abuse and misconduct on the part of
Officer ATKINS.
