Vanguard of Davis: City Responds To Grand Jury Report September 21, 2008

As we reported last week, the City of Davis has asked Police Ombudsman Bob Aaronson to investigate the
findings of the Yolo County Grand Jury's Report that reviewed the Davis Fire Department. The city had 90 days
within the receipt of the report to respond to the recommendations. This week's council agenda contains the
city's formal response to the Grand Jury's recommendations.

The city has taken the extra step of examining the veracity of the findings. As Mr. Aaronson told the Vanguard
last week: "My hope at this point is to be done within the next 30 to 45 days. How it plays out after that isn't my
call."In a follow up, Mr. Aaronson informed the Vanguard that the city did not need his report in order to respond
to the recommendations which are fairly basic and routine.

The city's staff report fully lays out the process."As we began evaluating the overall report, it became apparent
that the investigation would take longer than the 90 day timeframe mandated for a City response to the
recommendations. Our response to the City Council is thus a multi-step process."
