CALPERS takes a serious hit: Former Assemblyman Keith Richman, who heads a foundation seeking pension
reform in California, said the drop in assets "is going to put a severe financial strain on the taxpayers."

He noted that state taxpayers already are on the hook for several hundred billion dollars in unfunded
liabilities for public employee pensions and retiree health care plans.

"The public employee pensions were going to place a heavy cost on the taxpayers before the drop in the
stock market and it's going to be even more costly now," said Richman, president of the California Foundation for
Fiscal Responsibility.

Public Safety priorities: The City has increased the number of Firefighters while decreasing the number of Police
Officers. Authorized strength for GPD is about 289 sworn personnel. The actual number is down to about 273.

City Council Budget Study Session was attended by very few members of the public. The only familiar faces were

the three people speaking against the need for more revenue and for cutting expenses. They being Herbert

Molano, Mike Mohill and Council Candidate Aram Kazazian. Also in attendance were Bruce Philpott, Nancy Kent,

Zareh Amerian and Barry Allen along with numerous city officials. Conspicuous by their absence were HOA

representatives and Merchants Associations such as the Chamber of Commerce. City Management exchanged

slide 3 showing Gen e r a | Fund Revenues and Expense with one that di
removed showed EXPENSES exceeded revenues by $111,700,000 while the substitute showed REVENUES

exceeded expenses by $48,500,000 between FYE 2001 to FYE 2008. Then to add insult to injury the City spoke

only about the $150,000,000Gener al Fund..not the $750, 000, 000 Budget. Fu
meaningless per capita figures comparing them with other cities while not taking into consideration the individual

cities demographics. COMMENT How can anyone trust this City Government when they demonstrate a careless

disregard for the people that pay their salaries and give them job security?

Key issues include a business tax encouraged by CCM Weaver; an increase in TOT (Hotel Occupancy Tax,
creation of a transient parking tax, special assessment districts, keeping the Utility Users Tax which is presently
7%. One business owner indicated he pays a business tax in Pasadena and there is considerable value. He asked
what Glendale would use to sweeten the deal. As with other City enterprises and businessess, the bureaucrarcy
the City will set up will, no doubt, be more costly than the revenue it brings in.

The City Council will make this a legislative ballot referendum and place it on the April 2009 ballot for the electorate
to decide. The last day for to get it on the ballot is January 6, 2009. Next week we will analyze the budget session
showing how little the additional taxes will raise. One minor change in the GFD staffing would result in a $10-
15,000,000 savings to the City.

Earlier in the day, Yousefian reaffirmed yet
again, that the budget is not balanced. He essentially reminded the council, | told you so.

Weaver - It might have been a long day for some. It appeared to some that Weaver might have dozed off
for a moment in his chair.

Quintero - As stated by Quintero himself while leaving the meeting early..... "Do whatever the majority
votes."

Najarian - Added a positive note to the meeting. His positions were clear and well thought out.

The public was treated to a long winded diatribe by CCM Weaver during the Revenue enhancing budget
study session. When Weaver graduated from college as an engineer he decided he wanted job security so
he went to work for the Federal Government where he stayed in the same job for 37 years. His acerbic,
vitriolic and angry remarks were directed at speakers that suggested revisiting the employee union
contracts. Weaver stood up for these employees against his own employers (voters) telling those in
attendance and watching that City employees are entitled to safe, secure jobs with excellent post
retirement benefits. Apparently, to Weaver, this means just show up for 37 years, pass Go and collect your
rewards. Weaver also suggested at the evening performance that Council may be giving too much work to
the City Management Staff as that additional work is cutting into their voluminous activities. Is this how
Weaver rewards his boss, CM Starbird, for pulling Weaver’s fat out of the fire on many occasions?

CCM Quintero just said, “Note and file,” while Hizzoner said....nothing about revenue enhancement. He
saved it all for the evening performance where he out-did CCM Yousefian on his most vociferous day,
repeating the information delivered twice by the silver haired and tongued City Manager to Dot Yelsik over
her misadventure at Verdugo Park with a man with a gun. The back story is that Ms Yelsik was legally
parked at Verdugo Park when she was told by a non-uniformed man carrying a gun that she couldn’t park
where she was parked. She asked for ID and none was given. She called the GPD and was unsatisfied with
their action. She spoke at Council during the past three sessions. As a result, CM Starbird got resolution
from the GPD. Hopefully the end of the story.

The Smoking Ordinance had one member of the public, Nancy Kent, that read it and questioned the
definitions of where people can and can’t smoke. Yousefian picked up on that and ultimately the City
Attorney said there would have to be some changes. Isn’t it wonderful that someone that doesn’t get paid
by the City is able to review and find major errors in new legislation? Next of course is the enforcement
stage. Maybe the Mayor will dress up as an ash and go about the City to teach people where they should
spread their ashes.

The GFD has yet to respond to the question why it took 4 minutes longer to get to
the scene of a fatality at 2AM. Their answer goes directly to the Quality of Life issue
that the public pays so much for. Every night the public is paying for 60 highly paid
city employees to sleep.

GFD is down at least one new hire that didn’t make probation. With all the HR
screening, how much did this decision cost?

There was a major discrepancy where the City
reported out a number of closed projects including $417,000 for the Chess Park completed in 2004 in the
FYE 2007. Vanguardians found a number of discrepancies going back to 2001. Let’s see what happens
when the new outside auditor reports the 2008 FY.

Council may have overlooked the fact that they can make an immediate
$10,000,000 change in GFD staffing and when the contract comes back for renewal they can do away with a
number of the payroll perks and treat Managers as the exempt employees they are by eliminating overtime as well
as the 40 hour shift differential pay.

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The new computer system known as CSl is a joke. They ré using it in planning and just starting to use it to issue
permits. The council just signed up for more services from the company, Edgesoft but their financial health is

guestionable. The system it replaced didn't work because of City staff and that hasn't changed. It's just a money pit.
