AIG has a leaseback arrangement with the MTA for about $1,000,000,000 which, according to the 
contract must be refinanced and paid back. The collateral for the arrangement is the MTA rolling 
stock, buses and trains. Similarly, Glendale leased fire engines and trucks from Sun Trust Leasing 
a subsiduary of Sun Trust Bank. The lease came with a credit line of which the City used 
$8,500,000 for the earthquake retrofit of the MS Building that now has an updated price tag of 

$20,000,000 an amount which includes interest. The Beeline buses and the balance of the fire equipment were 
pledged as collateral. A conversation with Sun Trust said if the City defaulted they werenôt going to repo the 
equipmnt, just take cash receipts from the revenue flow, like a ókeeperô. Meanwhile the GFD is asking for more 
money to get more equipment as the engines and trucks got worn out driving back and forth to the super market. 
 

GNP: OopséLast week the GNPwrote about a business mixer mixing up the day..in spite of the confusion there 
was a good turnout. Only Ara Najarian of the City Officials wasnôt there. 
 
GNP Sequel: Great article about the Community Housing and Development fair last Saturday except there was no 
mention of day, time or location. Maybe that is why so few were thereé70 people tops not including firefighters and 
staff. 

 
The City owes $1.2B in bonded debt, an amount that works out to be $6,000 each for every 
one of the 207,000 residents. We have all seen what happened in Washington, less 
transparency and no accountability in spending money,  cutting (taxes) revenue, increasing 
the size of the government payroll, increasing debt (borrowing more money), cutting programs 
and causing a total meltdown of the economic system. The Cityôs demand for more money is 
taking away consumer spending which could help the economy. 
 
 

Vanguard of Davis also has issues with soil contamination. It appears that just as in Glendale it will take the Courts 
to mandate a response. 
 
City Manager Starbird became a policy maker, a job we elect our Council to do, when he added a section in the 
internal document, Administrative Policy Manual (APM), that deprived the public of their First Amendment rights. 
Barry Allen spoke on that during Oral Communications and Starbirdôs 5 bosses were silent just as they have been 
in the past when the time was right to give raises in payroll and benefits to employees. 
 
The Unintended Consequences of campaign finance reform are coming. Contributions are limited to $1,000 to 
candidate controlled committees. Contributions are almost unlimited to non-controlled committees that will produce 
slate mailers, endorsements and more such as phone banks.Caruso Affiliated spent $64,000 in the 2005 election 
and for most people there was not a clue of the amount spent until after the election.  
 
CalPERS' portfolio value rocked by market volatility By Marc Lifsher  LA Times 
The California pension fund's value has fallen 20% since July 1. The loss could lead to increased contributions from 
state and local government and school district employers. 
 
Troy Anderson of the Daily News reports on Taxpayers on the hook for county pension losses "This is adding insult 
to injury because not only are taxpayers seeing their own 401(k) plans diminish in value, but they are having to kick 
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in extra dollars to make sure that public-employee pensions are kept the richest in the nation," said Jon Coupal, 
president of the Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association. 
 

Howard Jarvis: As things stand now, California private sector workers are struggling to make ends meet and put a 
few dollars aside for retirement, while at the same time they are forced to contribute so that public employees at the 
state and local level can enjoy a certain, secure and comfortable retirement.

ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING ROYAL BOULEVARD HISTORIC DISTRICT OVERLAY ZONE

Many of the residents of the Royal Boulevard neighborhood spoke in favor of designating their street a ñhistoric 
district.ò The move to keep the street as originally intentioned from its 1926 inception is 20 months in the making 
and would be a precedent for the city of Glendale, which does not have any historic districts. Seemingly, a cut and 
dry issue in favor of the historical preservation, 20% of people on the block donôt want their homes to go down in 
history. The opposition to the majority was represented by one resident who argued that not only would it increase 
her homeownerôs insurance, but that people would be allowed to gut the insides of their homes, while keeping only 
the fa­ade in congress with the rules laid out by the state. Though she claimed that she doesnôt want to be part of a 
living museum, her opponents felt that the move would make them trailblazers ï an example for the rest of 
Glendale to protect neighborhoods from gaudy modernization and from constant construction. The opponent to the 
proposal made a somewhat inflammatory remark when she said some just want to ñbragò about living on historical 
property which, when deconstructed can actually be viewed as having pride for where one lives, which happens to 
be a motivator in community involvement. The idea of historical properties being a point of city pride was echoed in 
the dais.  

While Council member Weaver brought up his record number of years lived in the community as a point of 
authority and wholly accepted the idea of a historic districting of Royal Boulevard, it was a few of his colleagues that 
shared more complex views.  

Council member Yousefian brought up the point that though something may sound brilliant in theory, it 
should not be green lit without careful thought. He had in the prior months requested a ñstudy sessionò of the 
proposal, which included DVDs rife with information. He understands that the devil is in the details ï asking the 
question, ñWhat exactly is being preserved?ò One might jump to the conclusion that if the whole house is deemed 
historic, that EVERYTHING including the kitchen sink must be preserved. This is not true according to the state of 
California. Though gutting was a harsh term, itôs true that the inside of the home can be modified. Though 
Yousefianôs opinion is that it should all be preserved, he is still in favor of the ordinance because he had the time to 
go over the proposal and make an informed decision that resonates with the ñbenefit of the cityò argument. Another 
councilmember that repeated the pitfalls of rushing in was Council member Najarian who stated that ñthe pebble in 
his shoeò must be addressed first. He proposed that both sidesô reps sit down that very night with each other and 
go over in detail, what would happen (and not happen) to a home falling under historic districting.  

The Ordinance was approved at October 21
st
 meeting. We should all keep in mind that though a home we 

buy is our own, it is simply a temporary stage ï In that home, there have been people before us, and there will be 
people after us, but what stays is the home itself and, judging from this meeting, its historic value to the city of 
Glendale.

We hate you…we are angry….you have squandered our money…let the infrastructure  debilitate 
and want us to pay for it!!! We are your children. We have to pay for your excesses while you 
spend money on administration instead of education, while you spend $150,000 each on the 
firemen but quibble on pay that is less than half of that for the teachers; while you have 
requirements to show the effectiveness of education but none for the firemen. Teachers are 

required to have a college education plus additional years for certification while a fireman needs a high 
school education or equivalent and a six month training program. Of course the schools invite the 
firefighters into their classrooms to perpetuate the myth. Just where are our real priorities? 
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Council has until early January to put measures on the April ballot to increase revenue. Those running for 
re-election will be hard pressed to ask you for more money although they will push the Utility Users Tax 
that extra 7% added onto all your utilities (water, power, gas, phone, cell, cable etc). I am going to vote, 
“NO,” and encourage the City to keep their spending within their revenue stream even if it means laying off 
city workers who will be able to collect unemployment. Each time the City hires another worker not only do 
they obligate us to pay payroll and benefits but huge pension payments.  
 
A CCM that studied economics asked how was anyone to have known that the Country and the World 
would suffer the meltdown it did? Actually in 2005 I discussed the meltdown with Ken Beall and he recently 
acknowledged that clairvoyancy. How did I know? Simple, Michel Handfield and I discussed it when we 
researched the use of predictability software that was written by mathematics Gurus in the Bay area. If 
mere mortals can do that then those in the government can come to the same conclusion. Maybe they did 
and that is why those in the know are profitting from the misery of many. Moving this to our community we 
have given excessive profits to land developers that didn’t develop properties and then sold it to our local 
government that could have used eminent domain to purchase it.

Following the firefighters’ union contract renewal, I was threatened 
by a Fire Captain who said he would get me. City Manager Starbird doesn’t want the public to put printed 
media in City Hall and pre-empted the City Council by writing an Administrative Procedure to prevent 
information, other than that of the City, to be accessible to the community. Maybe Jim Starbird has been 
inappropriately maligned by the public. It is the City Council that directs him. Is it the Council that should 
be chastised for their failure to direct and control management; to understand and question the financials? 
Why is it that I had to point out to our elected and paid Council and to our well-paid management that the 
budget called to pay one firefighter $486,000? Why is it that those very same people missed the fact that 
the Finance Department while under the direction of Ron Ahlers and prior, Bob Franz, booked expenses 
from 2001-2005 in Construction in Progess in the 2007 budget year? Members of the public did stop a 
$44,000,000 remodel of two fire stations. 
 
Fact 1: A mortgage is a long-term debtéin the same way Municipal Bonds are; credit cards are debt that as long as 
you pay principal and interest each month you are okay. However, miss a few payments then the mortgage, bond 
or credit card principal come due and payable immediately.  
 
Fact 2: Pension payments are the first priority, payroll is second, bond payments are third followed by contract 
fulfillment. 
 
How much money is left to maintain the infrastructure? This is a dilemma caused by the City Council and the 
Management they hired. Who on the Glendale City Council is looking out for your best interests? Isnôt it time for a 
change? Of course you may have been one who voted for someone to watch out for your interest and hex would 
say that giving more money to our employees is what you wanted. Ha Ha 
 

If I were Management or on the Council, I wouldn’t like me either for exposing them. 
 
Treasurer Borucki is running for re-election to the Treasurerôs post. If he is going to win our wish is that he plans on 
making the Office of Treasurer more involved by speaking out when Council wants to spend money it doesnôt have; 
when Council wants to pass a bond issue; when salaries and benefits are being negotiated.I like Borucki ï he has 
almost always been straight with me but under his watch the investment portfolio dropped almost $200,000,000. He 
didnôt speak out whenever the City floated the financing bonds which now have a P&I of over a BILLION DOLLARS 
for our kids to pay back. He isnôt involved in the arbitraging which should be part of the Treasurers function and the 
investments he makes are controlled under the City Charter. He never came openly to Council to ask them to 
understand that spending principal to take on debt, would lead to disaster. Should he be elected (chances are 
excellent for an incumbent) letôs ascertain if he plans on serving for the full-term not serve for 2 years and a day 
and then retire giving the Council the opportunity to appoint a óteam-playerô.

National League of Cities Report: 
Confronted with declining economic conditions driven by downturns in housing, consumer spending, 
jobs and income, city finance officers report that the fiscal condition of the nationôs cities has weakened 
dramatically in 2008. Among the findings of the National League of Citiesô latest annual survey of city 
finance officers are: 

¶ Two in three city finance officers (64%) report that their cities are less able to meet fiscal needs in 2008 than 
in the previous year; 

¶ Final tallies for 2007 reveal that city revenues, when accounting for inflationary factors, remained flat (growth 
of 0.1%), while spending increased by 3.0%; 

¶ As finance officers look to the close of 2008, they predict that revenues and spending will decline in inflation-
adjusted terms, with revenues decreasing by 4.3% and spending decreasing by 1.5%; 

¶ Property tax revenues increased by 6.3% in 2007, but are predicted to decline by 3.6% by the close of 2008; 

¶ Spending pressures stem from rising costs, such as energy and fuel prices, public safety and infrastructure 
needs, and employee-related costs for health care, pensions, and wages; 

¶ To balance annual budgets and meet ongoing spending needs, many cities are increasing fees and charges 
for services; and, 

¶ Ending balances, or ñreserves,ò remain at high levels and will provide a buffer against the current downturn.

As they are concerned about retaliation, Vanguard provides them the opportunity to have this forum. Their identities are kept 
confidential. The comments are their own.  
 

The City is looking at adding another division, one that is in charge of all of the vehicles for all of the existing 
Divisions, (e.g. police, public works, parks, GWP, etc   When each of them handle their own, they don't know the 
equipment the others had and they were over stocking the City.  
 
Questions are starting about the new CSI computer system. Doubts about whether the software company, 
Edgesoft, will be able to fulfill the contract and if the program does get started, whether they will be around to 
service the system after it is installed. Even though the Auditor questioned this before the contract went to Council, 
McFall down played this fact in his staff report.  
 
GWP is looking at drilling exploratory water wells at the new Rockhaven property.  
 
With the Civil Service Commission looking into conducting their own investigations, look for the City to fortify its 
regulations over the employees to stack the system even further it its favor. It's already rigged, but Matt Doyle is 
looking for brownie points by eliminating all hope for employees in the future by making it impossible for employees. 
Don't expect the employee associations to even raise a finger since they are looking to get raises next year.  
 
Although the MSB building work looks close to being done, don't count on using the court yard soon. Seems the 
City forgot to account for the landscape drop offs and now there are dangerous conditions around the edges of the 
court. Don't expect the lawsuit over the MSB to be a public effort. Public Works need to cover up their poor efforts 
on the construction management, so look for their Director to roll over for the contractor, who did a great job 
considering they were working for the City, to keep a lid on how the project was handled.  
  
With the economy the way it is, how did Public works get to reward two managers by promoting them from Senior 
Civil Engineers to Principal Civil Engineers without anyone taking notice? They also received approval for 3 new 
mid management positions in Building and Safety. All this after they gave what is essentially the Deputy Director 
position away to an existing employee last year as a bonus.
