Beeline service cuts are coming with little community input. The
folks in Glenoaks Canyon have route 13 available but it will
probably be cut without the input from the users; without an
alternative plan; without their testimony reaching Council, Staff or
Transportation and Parking Commissioners. These folks can’t or
don’t drive especially at night when those meetings are held. There
is no bus service to get them to a meeting to express their need. What will the Staff do? Were these people
interviewed? Bottom-line is that a lot of money was spent on a study for a trolley on Brand and zip for the
Canyons. This week Council voted to accept a new contract for the Nextbus system that has no practical
purpose for the expense. There are solutions to the problem but it takes a willingness to look for them.

Glendale starts the ball rolling to borrow another $28 Million for the GRA in anticipation of Impact Fees and
Tax Increment Financing. Some of the anticipated fees won’t be available because the buildings won’t be
built. Another sad day for the Glendale sheep being led, not to be shorn, but to be slaughtered.

Mayor Quintero indicated at a civic luncheon that Council will concentrate on parks and libraries. The
guestion he did not answer had to do with the fact that there is little or no development that will provide
impact fees or tax increment financing for the parks and libraries. But it was a good sound bite.

City Staff prepares to begin the necessary changes to add a downtown entertainment zone with the Alex
Theater as the anchor. Residents complain that Giggles looks like just another vacant store front. They
failed to note the daytime deserted forecourt of the Alex makes it look derelict. The entertainment district
should include 613 E Broadway on a Tuesday.

Glendale will never be a Pasadena that has Arts and Entertainment galore. There are more people
on one street corner in Pasadena that on all of Brand at 7 in the evening. Pasadena is so popular that
Glendale fire engines and trucks come to cruise Old Town in the evening checking the ‘sights’. Can’t blame
‘em.

Mentioning Pasadena ... Vanguard used to do restaurant reviews and this is a new beginning for an
occasional review.

Council bats nary an eyelash with approval given to $66,000 in change orders for the Adult Recreation
Center. Among other issues, it appears that the planners approved the plans and missed a couple of
drains. Was the error on the part of the plan check, the architects or lubrication?

BACKGROUND: Last Tuesday, David Ahern, project manager for the Adult Recreation Center handed
the city council change orders for $77,000 minus some questionable savings in painting of the trellis for
$14,000. Change orders are the way general contractors make an extra million here and a million there from
their projects

The changes included the addition of chillers to the inside drinking fountains, adding L.E.D light to
the building address numbers, changing some roof drains. These minor changes could not possibly add
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thousands of dollars to the original contract. No itemized costs were given to the city council and no
councilman was interested in asking.

Two additional floor drains were requested by building and safety. The ARC is a small project with
less than 20,000 square feet. What is the responsibility of the architect in this omission? What is the role of
Building and Safety in approving the plans?

Glendale has been lackadaisical on using qualified and certified construction project managers ala
the Police Building.

The contractor was the 4" lowest bidder at $1million more than the lowest bidder. Is there
something wrong with this process?

A brief commentary in support of the need for a land use forum. In past years the City Council has bought
large tracts of land at inflated process with flawed appraisals. For instance land purchased by private
investors for $475,000 and then 4 years later bought by the City for $16,000,000. When asked why the City
bought the virtually unbuildable land the public was told it was purchased to prevent development. Today it
is no longer necessary to buy the land to prevent development. Just stir up the neighbors and deny
permits based on a flawed appeals process. Just look at the smug looks on the faces of people that say
NoT IN MY BACKYARD even when their backyard may be in another area,

From the Publisher... FREE SPEECH AND OPEN GOVERNMENT

Saturday the 24" was quite a treat for me. From 9 to 7 | was at the Southwestern Law
School in the old Bullocks Building on Wilshire for the 14" annual Assembly on Free
Speech and Open Government sponsored by the First Amendment Coalition (FAC) and
Southwestern Law School. That evening the practicality of the program was born out by the
Robert Redford and Meryl Streep movie, “Lions for Lambs” showing the reality of a press
that caters to the whim of the people.

I will share some of the highlights of the FAC program. The first session, in English, Spanish and
Vietnamese, was devoted to ‘sunshine’, the Brown Act for open meetings and the Public Records Act for
document retrieval.

One presentation dealt with electronic, targetted news vs. giving the people what they want and not
what they need and an even newer model where one buys a reporter who then writes stories about the
person who ‘bought’ him.

People want comics, entertainment, sports and scandals. They really don’t care
A about hard news like the cost of government, onerous salaries and pensions and elected
E officials’ conflicts of interest. Specialized publications like Vanguard make up part of that
void. Actually | was quite surprised when | went to the presenter who was from the
SUNSHW[ Annenberg School of Journalism to give her a copy of Vanguard. She took it and smiled
W [ F K and said she was quite familiar with it (she is not on our distribution list). As we are in our
R s 6" year of publication we have outlasted a number of other media. Vanguard, a publication
of Vanguardians, a nonprofit organization, is a representative of the new paradigm, media
that comes from community financial support just like NPR. [Thanks to all who [
have been generous with their continuing tax-deductible contributions to o
Vanguardians for the ongoing publication of Vanguard.]

One of the more poignant issues was that writers or reporters owe an
obligation to their readers (unless the article is an advertorial) to do more
research than just what is handed out in a press release, from an official source
or from a public information officer. Official public documents obtained through
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a public records request are essential to good, accurate and balanced reporting. Yes, it does take up to
24 days to get the information but the results are worth it.

The local Glendale newspaper has not supported free speech issues. They were nowhere to be
found when City Manager Starbird ordered non-approved media out of the Peoples House. Instead of
joining with those that seek information under the California Constitution [Art. | Section 3B (The people
have the right of access to information concerning the conduct of the people's business, and, therefore, the
meetings of public bodies and the writings of public officials and agencies shall be open to public scrutiny).] they
wrote articles disparaging those who sought public information for the public benefit.

Newspapers, especially local newspapers, need to report the amount of money they receive from
the City where they circulate and from those that are required to advertise in that very same newspaper.
Only then will the public come to understand the Q benti of their local paper. Issues our local paper
has not addressed, among many others, are the cost of salaries and pensions; the 260 page
transportation report; the issues at lvyglen and the Goode House.

Visit a different city as if you were to move there, where do you find out about the City? Go to
Pasadena, for instance, and read the Pasadena Star News, the Pasadena Weekly or the Pasadena
Magazine and compare the issues they report, the discussions and debate with those of your local
paper. | did. We share our resources with other media that is a benefit to the public they serve. Where do
you find the news you need to know to be an informed, educated and motivated citizen?

COMMENTARY: THE HEALTHCARE DEBATE NEEDS A 911 CALL PLUS A BIG CHECKBOOK

I'n his commentary —hRréerebeabmihp baselpl &NP Sat ur d:
Buniatyan expressed a sober argument about the single-payer system of medical care and the
implication that government is part of the problem. Looking at the way the Glendale city
government operates, there may be an element of truth in those remarks.

\ Government already plays a significantly beneficial role in funding health research and the
Centers of Decease Control. County governments also provide essential public health services by helping to control
contagious deceases. The question we must ask is whether the structure we have created for delivery of health
care, the compensation structure we've negotiated with doctors, hospitals, and other providers, and how the public
pays for it, lead to the wrong outcomes. | believe it has and in the worse possible way.

An exposé by CBS' "60 minutes" estimated that sixty billion dollars in outright fraud is perpetrated on
Medicare. Other studies show hundreds of billions a year in wasteful practices. At the local level, in Glendale, we
have a smaller but relevant example on how good intentions, when unexamined, often lead to poor results and
costly policy.

During the decade of the 1990‘s when the city of Gl en
to providecity-wi de emer gency medical services, the city's direct
city's contract incorporated the compensation rates then

the provider to the state of California. For example, the charge for advanced life support call was set at $271 in
1991. Lesser rates then applied for other less urgent services.

Under that system, a drunk pedestrian who falls on the sidewalk, bangs his head on the
pavement, bleeds, and loses consciousness will likely be taken to the emergency room. Cost: $271
dollars (in 1991). I f the same personfliyerpli cikre dp airpa
parlance) the ambulance service (the contractor) would bill Medicare, Medical, the insurance
company, repeatedly. If no such insurance is available, the patient himself is billed. The city of
Glendale would pay nothing.

After the patient is treated and released, the hospital will send an invoice to the same entities as the
ambulance service. Notice here that there is no incentive for the city government to reduce wasteful practices.
There would be no revenue coming to it as a result, and there is no documented cost other than the assistance that
the police department gives in those incidences. The city does not re-direct such repeat patients to alcoholic
addiction programs, and there is no doctor present with the ambulance to determine if the patient could be
redirected to a less expensive treatment at a 24-hour urgent care clinic. No councilman is interested in looking at

this problem and the city management has no policy directive to address it or make recommendations to reduce
costs that the state of California bears.

Under this scenario, the ambulance service has an incentive to control its own costs such as labor,
equipment, operations, and overhead, but it has no incentive to reduce the number of customers — the number of
drunks it picks up, for example. Under this system, the more emergency calls it attends, the more it can invoice the
state government.

With this structure, two major problems are | eft unad
paramedics are in treating the patients. Second, for pati
losses and then attempt to somehow include those costs at the next contract negotiation.

“'\ Let‘s consider a more dire emergency call
‘ medical training the paramedics received, their experience, and how quickly they arrive
may determine if the patient will survive. But these contracts do not provide incentives
for patient survival, nor does it provide incentives for arriving faster, say within two
minutes of the call (A factor in successful outcomes of stroke victims.). How quickly the
ambulance transports the patient to the emergency room, and the protocols used while
en route also determine if the patient arrives alive at the hospital.

For the city of Glendale's contracted ambulance service, there was no financial incentive for patient survival
built into these agreements. The city government was not impacted directly if the patient lived or died.

Since 2001, the city has adopted a government-run monopoly -t he f i r e dEemergency Megicat
Service (EMS.) It provides for no additional accountability (For example, how many heart attack patients arrive at
the hospital with a heart beat) But as a government run operation, the internal costs that the private ambulance
held in check are now left out of the calculation — a public entity with political influence is now involved.

Today, the gap between what the p a r a mehilliowt vessus what Medi-Cal, the insurance companies, and
private individual pay is huge. The Management Summary Report prepared by the Glendale Fire Department
shows a gap of $6,455,826 for fiscal year 2009. Medicare paid 32.53% of the invoice amounts the GFD demanded.
Private insurance paid 38.81% Those billed privately 11.53% The unpaid gap is paid by the city of Glendale, or
more accurately, by the taxpayer.

The costs of the paramedic program, its employees, benefits and pensions are an extension of the
Gl endale Fire Fighter's Association agreement amiHérhist he <ci
where political influence comes into the picture. Increased salaries, overtime and pension benefits improve the
quality of life of the Fire Department employees, but those added costs do not improve the survivability of the
patient.

Are we any safer when the city upgrades the pension of a GFD employee so he can retire on $180,000 per
year at age 507?

I * v e lofehke tiscussion the whole issue as to who should pay, or who should be covered. Today, the
health insurance reforms proposed by Democrats leave the wrong structure in place (Uncontrolled costs and fraud.)

We have built the wrong incentives, don‘t control cost s,
outcomes.

For Glendale, | believe that it would be much more beneficial to patients and more cost effective for the city
to contract for a private ambulance service that requires a medical doctor in every ambulance. The chances for
patient survival would be greater. There may be even enough money left over to support urgent care clinics where
we can re-direct less urgent cases and reducing the strain on local emergency hospitals. We need continual
improvements from the whole emergency system. The measured outcomes: The percentage of people who survive
their emergency.

The irony of all these arguments pro and against government is that it will take government to fix it. We
need to start fixing this system now locally. We can start by asking for accountability from the GFD paramedic
program. We need survivability statistics monthly and the control of wasteful use of such critical resources for non-
emergency transport. I don‘t wish anyone a heart attack I
heartbreak when they see their invoice. Herbert Molano

What IndyMac Doesn't Want You to Know
Indymac Notice of Sale Problem:

W Indymac

As everyone who has a loan owned or serviced by Indymac knows, the bank has had a long, troubled history.
When the bank failed to meet FDIC guidelines, the government agency was forced to take over to ensure that the
bank did not fail completely, which could have cost depositors all of their money. In early January, the FDIC then
decided to sell off the mortgage-backed securities portfolio to a company comprised of a group of strong investment
companies called IMB Management Holdings, LP. Indymac has now become One West Bank. The basic terms of
the purchase allowed IMB to purchase the $16 Billion dollar portfolio for $13.9 billion. IMB also received $7 Billion in
other securities and 33 branches making the acquisition terms very favorable for IMB.

The sale of the portfolio is now complete which puts homeowners, who were hoping to modify their loan in
a more compromising position compared to when the FDIC was in control. While the FDIC was heavily
understaffed, they were there to help modify loans to favorable terms for qualified homeowners. The process was
very slow but the results were strong. Homeowners generally received a step program that would start at a very low
interest rate (1%-3%) then gradually go up over the years until it reached a low fixed
number. In addition, they would also stretch out amortizations to lower payments and
capitalize delinquencies. This enabled homeowners to keep their property even when they
were seriously delinquent causing the bank to make less money than when the property
was purchased.

Now that the sale of the portfolio is complete and there is a new regime controlling
the fate of the mortgage backed securities, these programs seem to be much harder to get. IMB basically bought
the portfolio for around $0.40 cents on the dollar, meaning that if they foreclose on a property and only regain half
of the note amount, they still make 20%. This is scary for homeowners. Foreclosing on homes is supposed to scare
banks because it results in catastrophic losses. In this case, these losses have already been realized and dealt
with, meaning that the homeowners have little leverage.

Along with the fear of foreclosure, Indymac is using unethical tactics to collect past
due balances from homeowners. It has been seen where Indymac will offer a modification to a
troubled homeowner looking to keep their house. The terms look great and the homeowner
now believes that they can keep their home. They send Indymacthe r equi red _Good
reinstatement payment and the signed documents. Indymac cashes the check then issues a
denial upon further review. This practice is becoming very common, so if you are an Indymac
customer, understand what you are going up against.

Another important new addition to the ever changing guidelines is that anyone who is on Notice of Sale
(NOS) now is required to pay up to 50% of their delinquent balance to delay the foreclosure. This does not
guarantee a modification or reinstatement, just delays the sale date. Make sure that you consult an attorney before
you make this move. There are other ways to delay the foreclosure without paying 6-8 months of missed payments,
fees and taxes. Bottom line is that Indymac borrowers need to beware. They are not playing fair and definitely do
not care about you as a homeowner.

If you are in a Trustee state and are heavily delinquent, realize that there are options in delaying the
foreclosure. Check out www.ForeclosureFighters.info for a bird's eye view of other possible options. Indymac is

taking back homes in the thousands. Do not be one of them just yet. Christian Arbid

With no contract deal, Palo Alto imposes wage cuts By Will Oremus Daily News Staff Writer

Unable to reach a deal with its largest union, Palo Alto's city council on Monday voted to impose wage cuts

unilaterally.

Over murmurs of disapproval and shouted interruptions from angry union members — one shouted "You're lying!" as

every week without union wage cuts makes that more difficult, City

Vice Mayor Jack Morton spoke — the council voted 7-1 to reduce health care and retirement benefits
for members of Service Employees International Union Local 521. Labor leaders from around the
region came out to support the union. Tony Y ’ ’% =l = =

negotiates for the Palo Alto firefighters union,
called it "unconscionable" that the city would reject
the union's call for mediation. But the city council
backed the firm stance of city officials, who said
Palo Alto can no longer afford the level of benefits
it has paid in the past. The city is still trying to
close a $10 million budget deficit this year, and

Manager James Keene said. Without changes, the shortfall will grow in the future, he added. The new contract terms are
expected to save the city about $2.5 million this year and millions more in the future. But the battle may not be over. The union,

which represents some 600 city employees making an average salary of about $73,000, will meet this evening to decide how to
respond to the city's decision. A strike is an option, union leaders said.

Keene said the package of cuts offered by the union — including furloughs, reduced holidays, and temporary hikes in
pension contributions by new employees — didn't do enough to address the city's long-term budget issues. One of the key
measures the city insisted upon was a new pension formula that would significantly reduce lifetime retirement payouts for future
employees. Some union members, including Chapter Chair Lynn Krug, slammed the council for not defending union members
against attacks on their value as employees. Council Member Pat Burt denounced those attacks but said the union had to
sacrifice along with others in the slow economy. He said the new contract terms still leave union members with 15 days of
holidays, two weeks of sick pay, an average of about four weeks of vacation, and significant pension and health care
benefits.

Burt added that the council has also asked local businesses to sacrifice by putting the Measure A business tax on the
November ballot.
