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DID QUINTERO REPORT OR RETURN? Back in 2007 there was a shopping center show in Las Vegas. Elected
officials, Frank Quintero, John Drayman, Ara Najarian and Bob Yousefian attended and enjoyed lavish dinners that
were in excess of the gift limits. Bob Yousefian brought it up at a public Council meeting and said that he would
return the value of the dinners by a check delivered to the City Attorney for transmittal to the benefactor. Ara
Najarian said, “Me to”. Frank Quintero was mum. A query to City Attorney Howard about the refund of the dinners
that were consumed has not been responded to. Rodney Khan wasn’t returning calls about this subject and then
wanted to know why we would be looking into the reimbursement of a two-year old issue.

Mr. Najarian was going to return a gift from Caruso Affiliates and it sat under his desk beyond the period for
return, Vanguard was told by a City Hall worker who requested anonymity, and then it disappeared.

There are other issues that involve John Drayman and Frank Quintero allegedly taking money from
interested parties and voting on issues involving those interested parties in the Housing and Redevelopment
meetings.

WAITERS AND CAB DRIVERS INVEST IN GLENDALE: \/anguard salutes all the waiters and cab drivers who
have taken a financial interest in City elections as they have supported many candidates for election by making
contributions to their campaign accounts instead of voting. Our sources at the FPPC tell us that the Commission
will become more aggressive in searching for campaign finance violations.

Is $9000 ENOUGH? Thursday the 10", the Fair Political Practices Commission will meet to decide whether to
accept, reject or modify the proposed $9000 penalty assessed against CCM Weaver for violations of the Political
Reform Act. Weaver has been involved in many questionable activities. Retirees in the Police Department brought
up issues involving Weaver. He obtained money from several sources for his nonprofit and to date there is no IRS
filing showing that money. A loan from a community member was never reported. There is much more. The
guestion now is who will pay the $9K? Caruso, Gangi, his $250,000 line of credit, the city or his campaign fund? Of
course there are attorney fees, the first of which was only $2,500.

WEAVER LOVES ATTENTION...EVEN THAT OF THE IRS: David Small, the keeper of the records for Council
member Weaver’s business, Dreaming of Roses, Inc., refused to provide a copy of the IRS Form 990 to a reporter
claiming it was confidential. According to the IRS:

What should you do if a § 501(c) organization will not let you see its Form 990 returns?
Write to the IRS Customer Service. Provide the name and address of the organization that refuses to allow
public inspection or provide copies of its return, and request that the return be made available for public
inspection. The Tax Exempt/Governmental Entities Division of the IRS will contact the organization and arrange
a time during which the return may be inspected. If the organization fails to provide the return at the agreed
upon time, statutory penalties will start to be assessed.

WE HEARD WHAT HE SAID BUT HAVE NO IDEA WHAT HE MEANT - POLITICIANS’ DOUBLESPEAK

The staff comments portion of Tuesday’s meeting went from casual to serious rather quickly as
Council Member Ara Najarian brought up the recommendation by the FPPC (Fair Political Practices
Commission) staff that Dave Weaver be fined $9000 for violating the Political Reform Act. The FPPC
recently determined that Dave Weaver violated election rules and the Political Reform Act by
accepting cash donations of over $100 for his campaign for City Council in 2005. Weaver also violated
the Act by not keeping proper campaign finance records. Barry Allen had filed the complaint in 2004
and Allen was very public about the charges he was bringing against Weaver. The Commission will review the
suggested fine and make a final decision on December 10™, 2009.

Najarian claimed he didn’t know anymore than “What the paper had put forth” about the complaint and
went on to state that he was very disappointed by the findings, and that, upon reading the news, he wondered what
he should do as a council member. His pondering led him in two opposite directions — if he
were to remain silent, it would mean he was condoning Weaver's actions, but the opposite of
that, would be to demand for his resignation, and that was something he said, only the voters
could do. Najarian closed by apologizing on Weaver’s behalf and the Councils’ as Weaver
represents the entire body, and thus, they represent him. Drayman hastily declined to
comment, while a squirmy Mayor Frank Quintero squeezed in one simple, albeit confusing
sentence right after a big thank you to the firefighters who put out the warehouse blaze, “I
guess, on behalf of the entire city council | would assume we are all disappointed with the
FPPC ruling...okay, next please.”

One has to wonder if he was upset with the actions of Weaver or the actions of the
FPPC staff over the fine, or both. It seems, regardless of his true intent, his speedy statement
was less than gracious and held zero gravitas the situation demanded. Najarian played it
perfectly like a true politician, hemming and hawing over the parameters of his civic duty in a
time of such moral turpitude.

Drayman, as aware as anyone (save for Laura Friedman as she was not elected onto the council until
2009) of the charges against Weaver, was one of the CCMs who had no problem nominating and eventually voting
Weaver onto the Airport commission back in May of 2009. This is where Drayman’s eye rolling needs to cease.
Obviously, the complaint filed wasn’t made to defame, as Weaver and his colleagues always suggested, rather the
complainer, Barry Allen, this publication’s head, dug deep. He did his P.l. work and trusted his instincts about
Weaver’s character and perhaps Frank Quintero should have squeezed in just one more thank you for Allen — no
points lost if it came after the one he gave to the Warehouse-blaze firefighters.

Regardless of what Quintero or Najarian’s comments actually meant on the ruling thus far, there should be
more than one eyebrow raised over the fact that the thing used to get Weaver onto the council, is the same thing
that might allow him to stay. Though the voters will hopefully speak out in 2011 if Weaver does in fact, decide to
run, the Commission, and more importantly (and symbolically), the Council needs to throw Weaver out on the basis
of zero tolerance. Najarian can apologize all he wants, but ultimately, if the voters only get to “speak” every couple
years, it is up to the governing body, in the interim, to be the voice of the people who chose them.

COMPLAINTS FILED FOR EGREGIOUS BEHAVIOR
Vanguardians has filed a number of complaints with various outside administrative and investigative
agencies about the conduct of local officials for what we believe to be violations of the laws they are
required to follow. We file with County, State and Federal authorities, not local ones because they may
well be a part of the enterprise. Sometimes these issues are brought to the attention of the public by
means of Oral Communications in front of the local jurisdictionsdlegislative body,

In October, 2004, after bringing to the attention of the Glendale City Council about what we believed
to be (and what the FPPC corroborated) serious violations of the Political Reform Act of 1974 by Council
member/Mayor Dave Weaver, | filed a complaint with the FPPC. Weaver of course could have taken that
warning seriously and amended his legally required filings. His choice was to do as he had always done.
He knew that people feared his mighty power and authority.

After researchng the matter and filing a verified complaint (I wond g0 = pucuit, fheut —

into the minutiae of the complaint), the FPPC sent an investigator to meet me N \ Al
and discuss the evidence and how it was obtained. At that meeting and GET oUT A
subsequent contacts, | provided more corroborative documents. Some of OF JAIL, FREE \
those documents demonstrated the possibility of violations that were under TING GALE WAY B ST SAETL MR 00 Si2
the purview of other agencies.

As the years wore on Weaver was gaining the sobriquet of Teflonbas he was apparently impervious
to being caught. Quintero railed against Weaver when | brought forth the information about his new
nonprofit in which he received behest payments made by Caruso ($10K), Nathanson for Charter and
Verdugo Gardens ($10K), Silver i Eagle Group ($5K) and Glendale own Water & Power for $5K. The
members of the Glendale Rose Float Associoation came to me and a Council member complaining about
Weaver. They were invited to express their concerns publicly instead they came up with platitudes and
then, outside of the Chambers they expressed appologies to the Council member and me for backing
down out of fear for what Weaver told them.

During the 2005 election Weaver told a merchant to take down a campaign sign from another
candidate and put his up, @r elsed | interviewed that person and was told that he didn@ want to cross an
elected official.

When | received the IRS file on Weaver& Dreaming of Roses, | reviewed it and found three pages6
worth of factual errors.

There is so much more but it takes time and money to make sure our officials have clean hands.
Mayor Quintero paints Vanguard as owing money to the Thompsons for their unsuccessful challenge of a
suit against them by a local business. The matter is closed, with a check to their attorney. But deflection
and transference is what Quintero is about. When we all standup against bullying the City of Glendale will
be better off. When the truth is told about finances we will all be better off. When the residents are treated
as beneficiaries rather than benefactors, we will be better off. When our officials are above reproach, we
will all be better off.

The Council at this time has chosen to do nothing about Mr. Weaver& actions. fiLeave it to the
voters,0 said Najarian who made thousands of Robocalls during the 2007 election in support of Weaver.
Yet the Council censured former Council member Yousefian for speaking the truth about the
machinations in the Planning Department because no one speaks badly about City Manager Starbird&
staff. If you recall, Starbird banned Weaver from City Hall except on Tuesdays after the second bout of
sexual harassment of the CMs personal staff.

COMMENTARY: THE CITY MANAGER'S SCORECARD - A REFLECTION OF THE STATE OF THE CITY

PART 1 OF 2

If local communities could come together to develop a common vision on the future of their city based on shared values, they
could then set about defining them and measure progress periodically to achieve them.
When those values are not clearly spelled out, we can't develop a budget that will support them. As such, we
can't hire a city manager that will direct his efforts to accomplish them. Instead, his focus will be subject to the
pressures of the day, or the influences of the month.

k In 2000, 2001 and 2002 three documents stand out as living proof of the direction the community

A wanted. The city staff that participated in the creation of these documents demonstrated their dedication to
public service. Those three documents were, the Blue Ribbon Report on the State of Parks and Open Space, the Status of
Youth in Glendale, and the Quality of Life Indicators (QoL.)

What is to me an astonishing outcome is that neither the city council nor the city manager established any firm
commitment towards achieving the goals set out on the first two documents, and virtually ignored the QoL indicators as a core
document from which to create policy.

City manager Starbird has been at the helm for eleven years. During that time, the Glendale city budget has more than
doubled, the debt of the city has tripled; with electric rates among the highest in California create an unsustainable financial
burden on the stakeholders and the city's schools.

Perhaps some, if not most, of the results or lack of progress to solving the city's
challenges are the result of the city councilmen we've elected to office. But clearly not all the
problems can be pinned on them. The influence is bi-directional. That is why an annual assessment
of the city manager is so essential.

Last Tuesday, the city council took on the task of evaluating the city manager, an essential
task not performed in more than four years and perhaps only the second time in Starbird's eleven
years at the helm. Was the city council up to the task? Should the evaluation have been postponed
for the latest release of the 2009 CAFR due later this month?

Other cities that hold annual performance evaluations have standardized the criteria to
evaluate a city manager, but there is a vast gray area where politics and administration meet where the city manager is only
partially accountable.

City employee unions play in the political arena limiting the role of the city manager in controlling pay and pension
issues that ultimately impacts the city budget. Major stakeholders such as big land developers also have a significant role in
their impact on urban planning irrespective of the role the city manager plays. Their influence goes directly to individual
councilmen.

Irrespective of these other influencing entities, the city manager has a huge impact in the direction a city takes towards
improving the quality of life of its residents, control toward its finances, and responsiveness to the residents. A key indicator of
his efficacy is in the selection of top departmental directors and the performance of their departments. Here is a partial summary
and evaluation. The grading is not directed at each departmental performance, but rather at the role the city manager has
played in their performance, direction, and accountability.

Police (D)

Jim Starbird has the final approval in the selection of department heads. Their careful selection and effectiveness is a
testament of the key staffing role the city manager plays. Police and fire departments now consume a much greater and
disproportionate share of the general fund that they did eleven years ago. Is the city better off now?

The major reductions in crime for violent crimes took place began 1996. The downward trend for property crime started
in 1990 and continued through to 2004. It has then remained stagnant despite major infusion of money in both personnel and
total salaries and benefits. City manager Starbird selected Chief Adams despite objections from some city councilmen. The ex-
chief’s tenure was marked by a continuation of lawsuits by police personnel on charges of discrimination and various forms of
harassment. Losses to the city amount to millions of dollars. Throughout Chief Adam's term, no periodic results on effectiveness
were ever presented to the city council, and where it not for outside evaluation of the city's safety, we wouldn't have known
about the dismal state of pedestrian safety. Chief Adams' selection now appears to have been more political than managerial.

Summary Results: Exponential increase in costs of policing. Few gains in the reduction of crime. High internal discontent of
personnel. Expensive lawsuits by internal staff, no major policy direction or performance objectives to reduce crime.
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Fire (C)

Higher escalating costs for fire prevention, fire fighting and paramedic service demonstrate a lack of cost control and a
burden on the city's general fund that is clearly unsustainable. Though here is a gray area of influence as councilmen,
themselves, are influenced politically by the Fire Fighter's Association. Nonetheless, performance measures should stand
independently as a direct responsibility of the city manager.

Trends in fire prevention such as fewer structural fires are a combined result of fire department policies and training
along with building and safety policies and enforcement. A combined study of these departments and periodic results of those
performances would shed light on the city manager’'s managerial acumen. But such periodic reports, to my knowledge have not
been presented to the public. The number of structural fires, though very few, remain virtually unchanged. False alarms, a huge
waste of resources remain near the 90% level for all calls without policies to abate them.

Responses to wild brush fires appear to stand out for efficacy and the prevention efforts with brush clearing stand out
as for their significant effectiveness. Cooperation and coordination with other departments in their mutual aid arrangement bring
are examples of good planning and execution.

Emergency Medical Service and Emergency preparedness (D)

Only until 2008 was the emergency preparedness plan completed given the national focus since 9/11/2001 of the need
for such a comprehensive plan and city-wide preparation, the report is not only late in coming, it lacks comprehensive evaluation
of the city’s ability to cope with disasters of various magnitudes. Cooperation and communications with other agencies has
improved, but comprehensive preparation with communities and residents is minimal.

The city manager’s tenure started with the transition to the government-run FD paramedic program under the
justification of improved services and revenue streams. Improved survivability statistics have not been developed, to my
knowledge, but costs have grown exponentially. This program had no cost burden to the city throughout the 1990's and now
exceed three million a year and climbing. The GFD does not report on their efficacy in survivability of stroke or heart attack
victims. Other cities do. The current evaluation of performance based solely on the number of incidences is an indicator that
best practices are often not adopted in the city. That is clearly a lack of leadership and lack of focus towards continual
improvement.

Involvement of local population in emergency preparedness has been started, but the scope and training and capability
of this new resource remain cloudy.

Crisis Management (D)

Weather related incidents are handled effectively though analyses of the causes remain generally obscure. Only the
lawsuits that follow give us a glimpse of policy that has gone awry or preventive measures that should have been in place. The
train derailment appears to have been executed with diligence and great concern. What we don't have is the operational results
that may have created obstacles, such as the average distance traveled and the average time to deliver the injured to
emergency hospitals.

The water crisis formalized in June of 2007 demonstrated little in terms of effective, tangible results for nearly two
years. Other than some advertising, there was little effective direction to achieve best and most effective practices. The crisis
was in name only.

Infrastructure (D)

Capital improvements do not appear to follow clearly defined plans. Though 10-year plans go back to the early tenure
of the city manager, we find that the budget figures do not flow up from the infrastructure needs. It appears to be the reverse.
Other more salient expenditures like payroll and benefits drive the budget while the infrastructure gets whatever remains of the
revenues.

A clear example of that is the emergency situation with the reservoir pump replacement in January 2007. The water
utility funds were nearly exhausted (Only 1.5 million dollars remained.) The city’s written policy is for pay-as-you go capital
improvements. That's now changed to borrowing and bond issuing as the main financing means for capital improvements.

The current state of infrastructure - water mains, pumps, valves, reservoirs, sewers, transmission lines, transformers,
power generation equipment, roads, sidewalks — do not form the bases of the budget creation process but are, rather, at the
periphery. The age of the infrastructure is rarely communicated to the public nor do they become a key topic of discussion
during the budget study sessions.

GWP reports on the aging state of water mains and power generating facilities are well past their expected life span.
Roads and sidewalks will take years of repair at current levels before reaching acceptable standards, yet they remain severely
underfunded. Reserves, sinking funds and other long-term capital objectives such as Pay-as-you-go have been diluted as those
funds have been transferred to unsustainable payroll and benefit increases of the general fund. The city is finally addressing
those policy decisions, but the lack of fiscal restraint on pay and benefits has forced the city into financing through bonds, a
policy not in line with the city's historical goals of building reserves first to finance capital projects.

Finance (C)

Financial trends are generally not presented in the financial reports or analyses. Multi-year charts that were the
standard in the 1990s no longer have the same multi-year comparisons since Mr. Starbird came into office. Both the city budget
and CAFR documents are getting bulkier but less informative. Trends in the city’s indebtedness, unfunded obligations, and
expenditure growth by department are absent from discussions yet they are growing nearly exponentially.

Leading indicators on the sources of funds do not play a prominent role in planning. Evaluations of regional economic
trends do not seem to play a prominent role in planning of revenues streams. When they do, only the rosy projections form the
basis for financial planning. As a result, the city locks itself into unsustainable long-term financial obligations that can only be
balanced through increased taxation and fee increases. (Example: four-year union contracts)



The last time the CAFR was completed in three months or less was in 1998. Millions of investment dollars into financial
software systems have not resulted into more timely reports or more frequent, timely, or periodic evaluations of the financial
state of the city.

Clear performance objectives are generally not a part of the discussion of expenditures. But on other basic comparative
measures, revenue increases vs. wages and benefit increases, the city has consistently exceeded expenses over core tax
revenue. The increase burden is now transferred from utility fees and augmented by long-term obligations.

Summary

The city manager's position needs to become more managerial and less politicized. That's why | encourage Council
member Friedman's call for an annual retreat to re-establish the values to which the city must adhere, establish clear goals that
address the community objectives, control the run-away expenditures, create a model for change, align the budget to those
objectives and make all city departments and their directors accountable to results every year.

CITIES FACING FINANCIAL TROUBLES OF HISTORIC PROPORTIONS

In order to grasp the kind of financial mess many cities in the region are faced with, | have focused on three
neighboring municipalities in Los Angeles County: Burbank, Glendale and Pasadena.

There is good reason why executive and elected management of cities are
unresponsive to recent academic writings that warn of financial dark days ahead. They are
acting no differently than private corporations like AlG, Citigroup and others who kept the
building financial disaster under wraps for as long as they could — always appearing calm and
collected in front of the press, right up to the end. Don’t expect cities to act any differently.

Cities, like private corporations, compete with each other for business and want to
display a public appearance that is positive and attractive, just like the big boys in the private
sector. Because cities are required to balance their General Fund Accounts only, they do so by transferring large
amounts of money into the General Fund, giving the appearance that it and the cities’ financial picture are balanced
and sound. The rest of the annual budget that is four times the size of the General Fund account in the three cities
is never addressed in open council sessions. It simply would not serve their purpose. Home values rise and fall by
people’s perception of cities and any adverse publicity about dire municipal financial problems might dissuade
some, fearing impending higher taxes of all sorts. Cities’ attitude is deal with the individual fiscal year General Fund
Budget only and don’t probe any deeper.

The primary reason that cities are able to show that their overall cash flow — known as All Government
Fund Balances — is balanced is because the bond debt is posted as revenue, which completely distorts the real
picture.

Cities have become addicted to borrowed money to keep afloat, just like many consumers. But inevitably,
there will be a day of reckoning. They are reaching maximum loan capacity now.

Like AIG and Citigroup, cities will soon have to reveal that the emperor just distributed his last piece of
clothing, this time destined to the thousands of current and former city employees who are receiving benefits that
are making them millionaires many times over.

Because of the huge benefits given to politically powerful labor groups, such as police and fire, the cost of
local government will continue to rise as services and programs continue to decline. While similar to the GM
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collapse, government labor is eight times larger as a percentage of its overall budget. GM’s obligation to its
pensioners has severely restricted the amount it would otherwise invest in R&D, which would produce a better
product.

The big difference, of course, is that city governments have no competition, unlike GM, making it more
difficult for it to change. But change it must in order to survive. The only choice taxpayers and citizens have is to
stop giving them more money. This will ultimately force the kind of fundamental change that is needed in order for
local governments to survive. If taxpayers hold the line, by economic necessity, local governments will be forced
into finding reforms that with bring back public confidence. A cautionary note to local politicians: don’t come around
asking for more money in any form until you have demonstrated good stewardship over the community chest.

Judge Jeffrey Spinner wiped away over $525,000 in mortgage payments (a loan that carried an initial
adjustable interest rate of 10.375 percent, which soared to 12.375 percent), blasting Indymac and its "harsh,
repugnant, shocking and repulsive acts."”

Judge Spinner's direct kick in the nuts to Indymac left the Horoski family owing absolutely no money on
their ranch house in East Patchogue. Judge Spinner pulled no punches as he leveled the truth directly at the
bankers of Indymac / One West -- the bank that took an $814.2 million federal bailout but have a record of cold-
bloodedly foreclosing on any homeowner that owes them a nickel in backed payments. He canceled the debt
because the bank "must be appropriately sanctioned so as to deter it from imposing further 8
mortifying abuse against the couple.”

Horoski, who had begged the bankers to let him restructure the loan said, "I think the
judge felt it was almost a personal vendetta." Dealing with the bank was "like dealing with
organized crime."

The good news for Indymac was apparently Judge Spinner was in a good mood that
day and decided to take it easy on the preying group of vultures. His honor humbly stated that
One West's conduct was "inequitable, unconscionable, vexatious and opprobrious" and that's
putting it lightly.

What more can anyone in this
nation expect from a certified group of liars that single handedly bankrupt a major bank in a matter of a few years?

Fresno pensions highest for fire, police retirees By George Hostetter
FRESNO — One retired Fresno city fire captain receives an annual pension of more than $190,000 — more than
twice a typical captain's salary. Another receives nearly $180,000 a year.

Seventy-two of 865 former police or fire employees had pensions of more than $100,000 in 2009. Only five
of 1,402 nonpublic-safety retirees reached that level. The numbers, provided by the city in response to a state
Public Records Act request by The Bee, highlight a sensitive problem: Politically powerful public safety employees
received more than half of pension payouts this year.

Cal PERS" Piece Of Budget Oslfoenm’sRublic Employges’ Retitement System may
need government employers to foot a larger share of its bill in 2011, a move that would stress state and local
budgets at a time when they already face deep cuts.

FPPC may clamp down on gifts to public officials' families sferriss@sacbee.com
Free tickets to ball games, spa visits or other treats for California officials' spouses or children should be reported
and counted toward annual gift limits, according to a new recommendation by staff at the California Fair Political
Practices Commission.

"What we're looking at is the attempt to influence" state legislators, their aides and certain other local and
state officials in California, Roman Porter, executive director of the commission, said Monday.
The commission meets next week and could vote to adopt the recommendation. It includes an exception if spouses
or children — under 18 or up to age 23 if in school — show they have an "independent relationship" with the gift-
giver. [ED — This issue came before the Commission based on wedding gifts to Weaver’s daughter.]

Weaver gets spotlighted in the press: Political corruption is nothing new in the San Gabriel Valley. In early
November four members of the San Jacinto City Council were indicted on charges that included bribery, perjury,
filing false documents and money laundering. Allen said that no official, including Weaver, is above the law and
hopes more and more members of the community can be engaged in local government. "It is not impossible to
bring these people to justice,” he said.

Allen and others believe that Weaver began a non-profit group called Dreaming of Roses, to confuse
people with the Glendale Rose Float Association which was designed to reimburse the city for expenditures for its
participation in the Rose Parade.
